Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the prior meeting minutes of January 13, 2009.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the January 14, 2009, Commissioner Meeting Minutes.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #119967 through #120050, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $336,891.28 on 01/21/2009.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMUNITY & DEVELOPMENT SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for payment to CH2M Hill for work performed on the Steve Settle drainage in the amount of $2,500.00.  The money has been received and is in the escrow account.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the payment to CH2M Hill in the amount of $2,500.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for payment to CH2M Hill for work performed on the Boy Scouts lead mitigation program in the amount of $4,845.80.  The money has been received and is in the escrow account.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the payment to CH2M Hill in the amount of $4,845.80.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FUEL & OIL & GRADE BLADE BIDS:
Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board to request approval to advertise for bid for fuel and oil and grader blade bids.  

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to advertise the Invitation to Bid for Fuel & Oil Products and grader blades.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Tim also discussed the replacement of tires for Simla Road & Bridge Department equipment and also that a maintainer is out of service but still under warranty and this particular machine is scheduled to go back this year.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT:

Undersheriff Shane Heap came before the Board and presented a list of services provided by the Sheriff’s Department and would like to increase the current fee schedule.  The Board agreed that this matter needs to be scheduled for a public hearing.

PUBLIC TRUSTEE QUARTERLY REPORT:

Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board to submit the Treasurer’s quarterly report for the last quarter in 2008.  

APPROVAL OF EMPLOYEE PAY PERIODS:

Payroll Manager Cherie Radeker came before the Board to report that the Commissioners approved for each applicable employee to be paid their salary based upon 156 average hours worked on a monthly basis.
SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT:

Undersheriff Shane Heap came before the Board to request that the Sheriff’s Department employees be restored back to 40 hours per week at the 2008 salary schedule.  The Sheriff’s Department is proposing to enforce the Model Traffic Code Ordinance to bring in 1.5 million dollars in revenue and share that revenue with the General Fund.  The Sheriff’s Department is also looking to add 8 employees, but need 4 additional employees now.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to restore the Sheriff’s Office back to 2008 payroll standards.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
