OLD BUSINESS:

Legal Notice Bids:  Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board to recommend that the Board of Commissioners accept the bid from Ranchland News for legal notices and the tax sale notice as they were the lowest bid.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept and award the legal notice bid to the Ranchland News.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Vehicle Donated to Coroner’s Office:  Deputy Coroner Mike Graeff came before the Board to present a letter from the Elizabeth Fire District donating a 1986 Ford Conversion Van vehicle equipped with a pram, lights/sirens, radio, etc., to the Coroner’s Office for a backup vehicle. Sahraoui Special Use Review for a Second Residence:  Planning Intern Tyler Beebout came before the Board to present the request of Hadjira Sahraoui for a special use review for a second residence on property located at Section 26, Township 6 South, Range 65 West. COUNTY ATTORNEY:

Attorney Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid & Scheffel, representing County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Thomas reviewed the MOU Lease Agreement between Elbert County and Plains Medical Center for a 6 month extension on their lease agreement for January 1, 2010 through June 30, 2010 at the rate of $750 per month and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found the agreement to be appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the MOU Agreement between Elbert County and Plains Medical Center for the 6 month term at the rate of $750 per month.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reviewed the Independent Contractor Agreement between the Department of Social Services and Jamies Torres for a term of 12 months at the rate of $20.00 per hour for certain family advocate services and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Independent Contractor Agreement between Elbert County Department of Social Services and Jamies Torres for certain family advocate services up to 24 hours per week.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reviewed the Independent Contractor Agreement between the Department of Social Services and Char Bush for the Mentoring Program Services at $27.00 per hour up to 40 hours per week and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Independent Contractor Agreeement with Char Bush at $27.00 per hour up to 40 hours per week.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reviewed the QWEST ISDN PRS and/or DSS Bulk Rated Agreement for services at 217 Comanche Street for 60 months at the rate of $550 per month and Attorney Mark Scheffel found appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the QWEST ISDN PRS Bulk Rated Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Thomas reviewed the QWEST ISDN PRS and/or DSS Bulk Rated Agreement for services at 751 Ute Avenue at the rate of $550.00 per month for 60 month and Attorney Mark Scheffel found appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the QWEST ISDN PRS Bulk Rated Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.
