The Board of Elbert County Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer led by Pastor Rick Mills of Majestic View Church and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the Agenda for this meeting.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CORRESPONDENCE:

East Central Council of Government February Meeting notice.

Hearing on January 29th on House Bill 1135 at 9:30 a.m., on adjustment of fees for the Sheriff, County Clerk & Recorder and Treasurer in the lower level of the Capitol Building.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the minutes of the prior meeting.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve Payroll #18806 through #18837, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $675,174.57.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMUNITY & DEVELOPMENT SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to present a refund request for MGB Homes which is now Sunwest Colorado LLC in the amount of $3,657.50.  The reason for the refund is that the developer has met the required two year owner/developer maintenance period for Sly Fox Circle and the County has accepted this road for county maintenance.  The $3,657.50 was security money that the developer placed with the County for the road and the road is complete and met requirements.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion to refund $3,657.50.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

AGATE FIRE DISTRICT – WAIVER OF FEES REQUEST:

Agate Fire Chief Larry Rector came before the Board to request a waiver of fees for the Service Plan Formation for the proposed Agate Fire District.  The cost of the Service Plan is $500.00 and the Agate Fire Department currently runs off of donations and is moving forward with becoming a District.  

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson spoke in favor of the Agate Fire Department in becoming a District.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to reduce the fee by 10%.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FIRE CODE ADOPTION & REVISION COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT:
T.J. Steck, Interim Fire Chief for Elizabeth Fire, representing the Elbert County Fire Chief’s Association, came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners create a Commission for the adoption and revision of Fire Codes.  The first phase of this process is to create the Board and appoint the Fire Code Committee members.  T.J. recommended that the Committee consists of the Board of County Commissioners and the Fire Chief’s.  
Commissioner Schwab made a motion to adopt the Fire Code Adoption and Revision Committee Phase 1 of the process and that the Committee will consist of Elizabeth Interim Fire Chief T.J. Steck, Kiowa Fire Chief Dian Bowers, Rattlesnake Fire Chief Bryan Bowen, Elbert Fire Chief John Gresham, North Central Fire Chief Rick McKnight, Big Sandy Fire Chief John Hillman, Agate Fire Chief Larry Rector and Commissioner Del Schwab.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
