The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 4th day of February 2009, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners convened at 1:00 p.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the Agenda.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:

None.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Consent Agenda items are:

A. Approval of Minutes of Prior Meeting

B. Vouchers & Warrants

C. Signing of Mylars

The Board of Commissioners consider the Consent Agenda items routine and will be enacted by one motion.  There will be no separate discussion of these items; however, if any member of the public would like any of these items removed from the Consent Agenda, the item(s) will be considered separately.
Jerry Suchan requested that the Commissioners remove Item B – Vouchers & Warrants for a separate discussion.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve Items A & C on the Consent Agenda and remove Item B – Vouchers & Warrants.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve Warrant #120051 through #120148, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $632,393.55.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve Warrant #120151 through #120211, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $103,321.87.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve a payment in the amount of $100.00 to be taken from line item #010-000-3499.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve the payment for $9,284.00 for the Elbert County Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab explained this will be a new item on the Agenda and is intended for any elected official/department head or member of the public to have the ability to announce that either an employee or member of the public be recognized in the community for any action that deserves an award or recognition.

DEPARTMENT HEAD COMMENTS:

Planning Director Richard Miller announced that the Community & Development Services Department is making progress on the housing section of the Elbert County Master Plan and that the Planning Commission is scheduled to hear this matter on February 26th.

OLD BUSINESS:
Model Traffic Code Estimates from the Sheriff’s Department:  The Board stated that this matter is being tabled and is still in progress.

NEW BUSINESS:
Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board to present the Road & Bridge State Report to the Board of Commissioners.
HOUSE BILL 08-1141:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to discuss House Bill 08-1141 – Concerning Sufficient Water Supplies for Land Use Approval.  

On May 29, 2008, Governor Ritter signed legislation obligating all jurisdictions governing land use approvals to require that an adequate water supply exists, or will exist, for development permits.  The bill applies to all development permits filed on or after the effective date.  Development permits include applications for rezoning, planned unit developments, conditional or special use permits, subdivisions, development or site plans, or similar applications for new construction; except that applications that include new water use in “an amount more than that used by 50 single-family equivalents, or fewer”, as determined by the local jurisdiction.  The bill gives the local government the right to lower the requirement so that it can apply to minor subdivisions.  Several counties and municipalities are considering applications of four to ten units as having to comply with the bill’s requirements.  The bill does not apply to “cluster development” as defined in Part 403, Article 28, of Title 30, CRS.  
Section 29-20-303 (Adequate Water Supply for Development), of the House Bill states:

“A local government shall not approve an application for a development permit unless it determines in its sole discretion, after considering the application and all of the information provided, that the applicant has satisfactorily demonstrated that the proposed water supply will be adequate.  A local government shall make such determination only once during the development permit approval process, unless the water demands or supply of the specific project for which the development permit is sought are materially changed.  A local government shall have the discretion to determine the state in the development permit approval process at which such determination is made.”  

Richard recommended that the Board of Commissioners implement the provisions of House Bill 08-1141.  
Commissioner Schwab made a motion to adopt House Bill 08-1141.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ADOPTION AND IMPLEMENTATION OF HOUSE BILL 08-1141

REGARDING ADEQUATE WATER SUPPLY FOR LAND USE 

APPROVALS IN ELBERT COUNTY

AGATE SCHOOL DISTRICT 300 REZONE:

Planning Intern Tyler Beebout came before the Board to present the request of Agate School District 300 to rezone 6 parcels of property in/around the unincorporated town of Agate that is currently owned by Agate School District 300.

There are 5 parcels that either zoned MH (Mobile Home) and 1 parcel with XX (non-conforming) zoning.  The request is to rezone 5 parcels to R-2 and 1 parcel to B (Business), depending on the intended usage.  

On January 22, 2009, the Planning Commission voted unanimously to forward an approval recommendation with conditions to the Board of County Commissioners for their consideration.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the appropriate zoning for the 6 parcels for the Agate School District 300 from MH and XX to R-2 and B.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
