Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda Items A through C.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Sheriff Bill Frangis came before the Board to thank the Road & Bridge Department for their efforts in keeping the roads in decent condition during the last weather surge and thanked the Communications Center in the handling of a 911 call that went above and beyond the call of duty.

STAFF REPORTS:

Treasurer Report:  Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board to submit the 6 month report for July 1, 2009 through December 31, 2009.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mail Ballot for Primary Election:  County Clerk Amy Fordyce came before the Board to request approval for the August 10, 2010 Primary Election to be conducted as a mail ballot election.  House Bill 1015 gives the Clerk & Recorder authority to conduct a primary election as a mail ballot election.  Section 1-7.5-105(b) states “prior to making a determination to conduct a primary election as a mail ballot election, the county clerk and recorder shall give public notice and seek public comment on such a determination”.  A notice of public comment on the Primary mail ballot election was published in the Ranchland News, posted on the Elbert County website and the bulletin board located in the main hallway of the Courthouse.  One comment was received and was in support of the Primary Election to be conducted as a mail ballot election.  The number of voters that have already signed up for permanent mail in ballots is 5,849, and if the primary election was conducted by mail ballot the Election Department would sent out an additional 3,880 ballots.  The estimated savings by conducting the 2010 Primary Election by mail ballot only is $11,000.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve that the 2010 Primary election be conducted by mail ballot only.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Fairgrounds Facility Rental:  Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to submit the request of Scott Wills, Chairman of the Republican Party to serve, not sell alcohol at the reception before the Lincoln Day Dinner at the Bijou Room on Saturday, February 20th.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the serving, not selling of alcohol on February 20th at the reception.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Fuel & Oil Bid Opening:  The Board of County Commissioners opened sealed bids for fuel and oil products for the year 2010.  Bids received were from Witt Boys, Inc., for oil and other fluids only.  A-One Petroleum, Inc., for fuel and oil/other fluids; Pikes Peak Coop for fuel.  The Board of Commissioners turned the bids over to Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann for review and recommendation.  

East Central Council of Government Representative Appointment:  Commissioner Shipper nominated Paul Warnecke as the representative to the East Central Council of Government.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Girl Scout Week:  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that March 7 through March 13, 2010, be proclaimed as Girl Scout Week within Elbert County.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Motor Sport Country Club II Special Use Review – Extension for Recordation Request:  Claus Wagner came before the Board to request an extension for recordation of the Special Use Review for the Motor Sport Country Club.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to extend the recordation of SU-07-06-07 for an 18 month extension to a date certain of August 10, 2011, at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
COUNTY ATTORNEY:

Attorney Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid & Scheffel on behalf of County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Thomas reviewed the Living Snow Fence Agreement with Double El Soil Conservation on the Marion Reins property in the amount of $2,000.00, and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and executive the Living Snow Fence Agreement with the Double El Soil Conservation District.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reviewed the Living Snow Fence Agreement between the parties in a portion of S36,T9S, R57 West, up to $2,000.00 and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve and execute the Living Snow Fence agreement as written.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Thomas reviewed the contract between Elbert County and Gasboy for the telephone, computer support for the gas pumps for a 12 month period.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reviewed the Independent Contractor Agreement between Elbert County and PSAPlogic LLC for communications consulting services in the amount of $8,000 per month for 90 days.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve and execute the Independent Contractor Agreement between PSAPlogic LLC and the Board of County Commissioners.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reviewed the ESRI Maintenance contract #25407382 in the amount of $400.00 and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve and executive ESRI maintenance quote 25407382 for software in the amount of $400.00.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Thomas reviewed an engineering agreement with CH2M Hill for a Revision of a Drainage Study for the Elizabeth Fire District in the amount of $2,5000 plus reimbursable costs and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve and execute the agreement with CH2M Hill for the Revised Drainage Study for Elizabeth Fire District.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Thomas reviewed the agreement with CH2M Hill for the preparation of a drainage study in the Town of Elbert in the amount of $17,000 and County Attorney Mark Scheffel found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve and executive the Drainage Study for the Town of Elbert agreement with CH2M Hill.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
