ELECTED OFFICIALS & DEPARTMENT HEAD COMMENTS:

Planning Director Richard Miller announced that the modifications/changes to the Housing Section and Design Standards of the Elbert County Master Plan will be heard by the Planning Commission on February 26th.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

John Hill with the Ranchland News announced that the Upper Big Sandy Ground Water Management District will be holding an emergency meeting on February 26th at 7 pm at the Simla Town Hall to discuss the alluvial ground water acquifer issues.
OLD BUSINESS:

Sheriff’s Department Employee Position:  The Board of Commissioners discussed that the Sheriff’s Department has a position that is funded through the budget for the year and has not been filled.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to fill the deputy position in the amount of $48,067 for the budget year.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

There is still a hiring a freeze in place unless otherwise noted by the Board of Commissioners.

WATER ADVISORY BOARD APPOINTMENTS:

Barbara Fillmore and Shellane Dorman requested that additional members be appointed to the Elbert County Water Advisory Board.  The Board stated that they will take the request under advisement.
ELBERT COUNTY BURN BAN:

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to request that the Burn Ban level be raised from Stage 1 to Stage 2.  The request is due to unusually dry conditions and this request is in agreement with the Undersheriff and the Fire Chiefs.  

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that Section 30-15-041, C.R.S. be in place for the Fire Ban in Elbert County effective immediately.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
