Patty Christy and volunteers from the Gabriel Foundation came before the Board to introduce themselves and let the public know that they are bird sanctuary that is located off of County Road 13.  The Gabriel Foundation is looking for volunteers and also has a need for phone books, untreated wood, etc., for the birds.

Social Services Department:  Social Services Director Cathy Robinson came before the Board to give a budget update.
OLD BUSINESS:

Oil & Other Fluid Bids:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to recommend that the oil and other fluid bid from Witt Boys in the amount of $24,687.55 be accepted.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and accept the bid for oil and other fluids from Witt Boys Napa for the 2010 Season in the amount of $24,687.55.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.  
Fuel Bids: Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to recommend that the fuel bid from Pikes Peak Coop be accepted.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and accept the fuel bid from Pikes Peak Coop for the 2010 Season for Rack plus 8 cents, plus winter blend fuel will include an anti gel for additional 3 cents per gallon of fuel delivered to various sites throughout the County.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
NEW BUSINESS:

Engineering Bids:  Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval to advertise for bid for on-call engineering services.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the advertisement for bids for on-call engineering services for Elbert County.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Elbert County Economic Authority Update:  Craig Curl came before the Board to give an update on the Enterprise Zone and tax credit program.  

Great Outdoors Colorado Grant:  Budget Officer April Hoyt came before the Board to request approval for adoption of a resolution in support of a Great Outdoors Colorado grant for the Elbert County Fairgrounds in the amount of $200,000.  The project is to replace the old wooden grandstands and to construct a new stand alone indoor restrooms.  The project is estimated at $338,000 to be paid from the GOCO grant in the amount of $200,000; and the remaining $138,000 to be from in-kind work from the Road & Bridge Department and Conservation Trust Funds.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve a resolution of support to apply for a GOCO grant.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
