The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 25th day of February 2009, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer led by Pastor Alan Small of Creekside Community Church and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CONSENT AGENDA:

All items listed on the Consent Agenda are considered routine by the Board of Commissioners and will be enacted by one motion.  There will be no separate discussion of these items and if a discussion is desired on any item or items and permitted by the Board of Commissioners, those items will be considered separately. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda minus the number of the Warrants. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve Payroll, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $677,527.62 dated 02/25/09.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #120425 through #120494, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $989,817.94, dated 02/25/09.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve the Elbert County Sheriff’s Office Warrant dated 02/23/09 in the amount of $10,313.00 payable to Colorado State Treasurer.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve payment of COP for Elbert County Building Authority 2005 Certificate of Participation in the amount of $9,506.50.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Dr. Amilda Heckman came before the Board to express concerns regarding the Town of Elizabeth Master Plan.  Dr. Heckman stated that she owns 44 acres on County Road 17 and that the Elizabeth Master Plan is proposing a highway that will go through the entire length of her property.  Dr. Heckman requested the Commissioners not take her home.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve the fee increases for the Sheriff’s Department effective immediately.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

APPROVAL OF ELBERT COUNTY SHERIFF’S

DEPARTMENT FEES

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT – ADDITION OF DEPUTY POSITIONS:
Commissioner Schwab made a motion that we allow the Elbert County Sheriff’s Department to hire the following deputies.  One deputy to fill a position that was vacated by a resignation in the Detentions Department.  A deputy mandated by the 18th Judicial District for court security, with the hiring date to be determined by the Elbert County Sheriff to get the training prior to the courts opening up.  A third deputy to assist with the law enforcement assistance fund.  In the event that the funds are unavailable from the Sheriff’s Office in their budget, then these three positions will have to be removed.  We will require them to have this in their budget.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  Further discussion:  Commissioner Shipper stated that he has noted the lack of law enforcement east of Kiowa and that this is a step in the right direction.  Commissioner Schwab stated that he has spent time at the Sheriff’s Office and observed the deficit in staffing at the jail and that the Sheriff and Undersheriff have to help fill in or pay overtime.  These positions are a step in the right direction as it is a public safety point of view.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT – LEASE/PURCHASE AGREEMENT FOR PATROL CARS:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that we allow the Elbert County Sheriff’s Department to lease/purchase six patrol cars and the money is available from the enforcement assistance fund and deposited into the general fund.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  Further discussion:  Commissioner Goetz stated that the lease/purchase is an obligation to pay whether the money comes in or not and the CPA’s advised not to grant that many cars.  Commissioner Shipper stated he reviewed the list of vehicles for the Sheriff’s Department and they are high mileage vehicles and costing money for repairs.  Commissioner Schwab stated that he reviewed the list of vehicles also and most of them were used when purchased and are in excess of 100,000 miles now.  The roll having been called, Commissioner Goetz voted “naye”.  Motion carried 2 to 1.
NEW BUSINESS:
Treasurer Report:  Elbert County Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board to submit the Revenue & Expenditure Report for July 1, 2008 through December 31, 2008.

Elbert County Library District Update:  Library Director Kerry Baumann came before the Board to report on the activities of the Library District during 2008 and projects for 2009.
Public Health Department:  Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Annual Health Fair is April 18th at the new Public Health Building
Public Health Building Open House is April 8th from 3 pm to 7:30 pm.

RREO grant that is the waste tire fund for composting was awarded in the amount of $160,000 last year and Mary Sue requested approval to advertise for bids for the installation of a well at the Compactor Site.  There is no County match on this grant.  The Board approved to advertise for bid.

The Health Department was awarded the CDOT Seatbelt Safety Grant in the amount of $50,000.00.  This is a no County match on this grant and it will be used for community outreach projects.  Mary Sue requested approval to increase some staff back to their original budgeted hours; i.e., 1 person back to 36 hours/week and 1 person back to 31 hours/week to be paid 100% from the grant.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to allow the Public Health Department to change some staff hours for one person to 36 hours and the second person to 31 hours.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Elbert County Communications Center:  Dan Truitt came before the Board to discuss the need to upgrade the wiring for telecommunications at the Justice Center.  The quote from Qwest is $6,381.94 to relocate entrance cable, 475 feet of cable to be pulled through conduit provided by the County and two 100 pair terminals.  The second quote is from Jenne Construction to bore and install conduit; excavate, backfill and restore; dirt potholes to locate any existing utilities-excavate, backfill and restore; install fiberglass hand hole and placement in the amount of $8,162.55.  The quote from Qwest is a sole source and the Board agreed to bid the second quote and directed Dan to work with the Clerk to the Board on advertising this project.
Colorado Water Plans:  Craig Curl with Colorado Water Plans came before the Board to report that Senate Bill 09-216 with regards to the Division of Water Resources is being proposed to increase a number of fees paid to the State for various water applications.  This Senate bill seems to have a high speed push to it and is being proposed to be signed and in effect March 1st. Elbert County has 6 pieces of property that are an asset to the County with a total of 362.87 acres which amounts to 423.98 acre feet of water.  The value of this water is $635,940 and sale price of this would be in the millions.  The cost to adjudicate this water today is $9,000.00 that includes the application fees, publication fees and recording fees and on March 1st will increase to $24,400.00.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to spend $9,000.00 to allow the water consultants to adjudicate the water rights to secure them for the County.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Dispatch Operations:  The Board of County Commissioners discussed that the Communications Center normally is operated with 11 employees and this department is operating with 9 employees and expecting to lose another employee next month.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to allow the Elbert County Communications Department to hire 3 dispatcher positions as soon as possible.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  Further discussion:  these are replacement positions and are budgeted for.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Recessed at 10:10 a.m.
Reconvened at 1:11 p.m.

SOCIAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Social Services Director Susan Walton came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Receptionist Position:  Susan discussed that the receptionist position has been vacant so far this year and that the Senior Resource Center that is funded under Title 5, administers this program to pay minimum wage to a senior who is low income to get them back in the workforce.  This Center has found the Social Services Department a senior who can work 20 hours per week and this will be at no cost to the County and a Host Agency Agreement will need to be signed.
Grant Position:  Susan discussed the caseworker position she has that is 100% grant funded position.  This is a two year grant and is based on the position working 40 hours per week.  With the County’s cutbacks, this position has been working 36 hours per week and is therefore in non-compliance with the grant.  It was agreed that this position will work 40 hours per week to be compliant with the grant contract.

Special County Attorney Contract:  Susan submitted the Special County Attorney Contract which is the Elbert County Social Services Department Attorney Agreement with Arnold & Associates.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the Elbert County Department Social Services Attorney Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the construction agreement and membership agreement with IREA for the Justice Center building in the amount of $6,007.00 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the IREA contract for the Justice Center along with the membership that comes with it.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the construction agreement and membership agreement with IREA for the Public Health Department building in the amount of $35,081.00 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the IREA construction agreement related to the Public Health Department building.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

WARRANT APPROVAL:
Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve the Elbert County Building Authority COP funds for Triple C Communications in the amount of $860.00.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve the Elbert County Building Authority 2005 COP funds for Requisition #34 dated February 25, 2009, in the amount of $9,340.00.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

No formal action was taken by the Board, including, but not limited to, any proposed policy, position, resolution, rule, or regulation, or formal action in contravention of C.R.S. 24-6-402(4).  No further record was kept of this Executive Session.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
