Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to announce that the Master Plan Focus Group Meeting is scheduled to be held on Thursday, March 11th at 7 pm,   in the Bijou Room at the Elbert County Public Health Building located at the Elbert County Fairgrounds.  

Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to announce the project of trimming trees in Subdivisions and along County Roads will be starting.  The reason for the tree trimming is to allow better site distance and snow melt.  Ed also reported that potholes in roads are starting to surface as the frost is coming out of the ground and repair will be ongoing with this situation.

AWARDS & PRESENTATIONS:

Anna Ruth Johnson:  The Board of Commissioners presented Anna Johnson with an Award for her contributions to Elbert County.  Anna recently celebrated her 99th birthday on February 25th.  Anna was born in Elbert County and attended high school in Kiowa and graduated in 1931.  Anna and her husband Barney farmed near Fondis until the early 80’s.  In 1973, Anna began driving the mail route and retired from the Postal Service in 1992.  
American Red Cross Professional Heroes Award:  OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to announce that the Office of Emergency Management submitted the story of a baby delivery 14 months ago to the American Red Cross for their nation wide campaign for the Professional Heroes Award.  The store is of a baby delivery that resulted in a lifeless infant delivered on a living room floor and a turkey baster that was used to clear an airway.  This is a story of three individuals who worked as a team in the public safety chain of life that started with a 911 call with Emergency Medical Dispatcher Pat Ognie and ending with two Sheriff’s Deputies, Bonner Cordova and Sgt. Tony Schiefelbein giving life back to this baby who is healthy today.  American Red Cross picked this story for the Professional Heroes Award and on March 18th at the Breakfast of Champions being hosted at the Hyatt Regency Colorado Convention Center these three individuals will be honored along with their story.  
Letter of Commendation:  Interim Communications Director Terri Thornberry came before the Board to announce that Supervisor Keri Smith, Dispatcher Lindsey Mikita and IT Specialist Dan Truitt were on duty when a 911 call came in and the 911 system did not provide an exact location where the caller was calling from so Keri, Lindsey and Dan contacted Verizon Wireless and were able to gain an approximate location of the individual from a cell phone tower in Colorado Springs and took it upon themselves to find four locations in Colorado Springs where the individual may have been staying.  It was through the diligent efforts of Keri, Lindsey and Dan that medical assistance was dispatched and the medical team did arrive at the individual’s location in time to save her life and was transported to St. Francis Hospital in Colorado Springs for medical treatment.  The actions that Keri, Lindsey and Dan took are not standard procedures based on the tower ranges; however, because of their dedication and drive to go above and beyond the call of duty, a life was saved.
NEW BUSINESS:

Elbert County Historic Preservation Advisory Board:  Carol Beam, Representative for the Elbert County Historic Preservation Advisory Board came before the Board to request that the Board of County Commissioners, by resolution, designate the Kiowa Presbyterian Church/Kiowa Creek Community Church building constructed in 1907-08, located at 231 Cheyenne Street in the Town of Kiowa and owned by the Kiowa Creek Community Church as an “Elbert County Historic Property”.  The Kiowa Creek Community Church intends to restore this building as an integral part of its plan for increasing service in the county.  Carol also submitted a copy of the public meeting notice, completed application form and notarized copy of the owner’s consent form.  Also, the Historic Preservation Advisory Board requested a resolution in support of the grant application being made to the Colorado Historical Society and the State Historical Fund.
Commissioner Shipper made a motion that the Board of County Commissioners do hereby designate the Kiowa Presbyterian Church/Kiowa Creek Community Church building, built in 1907-08, as a property in Elbert County for inclusion in the Elbert County Register of Historic Properties.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

STATE HISTORICAL FUND GRANT APPLICATION – WINTER 2010

Code Compliance:  Code Enforcement Officer Floyd Crossman came before the Board to submit the code violation file of Thomas Claeys at 30998 Magic Dog Circle, Kiowa, CO, to the County Attorney.  Mr. Claeys has a single wide trailer on this property that has not been removed nor has a Special Use Review application been received by the Community Services & Development Department.  Mr. Claeys has not responded to any communications from the County on this matter.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to refer this matter to the County Attorney for appropriate measures.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
LAND USE:
APC Southern Request For An Exemption from Special Use Review:  Planner Curtis Carlson came before the Board to present the request of APC Southern for an exemption from the Zoning Regulations for a Special Use Review for an asphalt plant site.  APC Southern has been awarded by CDOT a project that consists of overlaying US Highway 24 from milepost 364.6 to milepost 375.4.  Additionally, a mill and overlay will take place on Highway 24 near the truck stop in Limon and will be completed during nighttime working hours.  The company plans to begin work on April 5, 2010, and the project will take approximately 60 working days to complete.  Stockpiling of aggregate materials from Golden will begin around March 15th and the stockpile location will be on a 10 acre portion of a gravel pit property owned by the Town of Limon.  All air quality and storm water permits are active and in place.  APC will install a dirt berm along the low side of the property to contain any water runoff from the plan and the stockpile location.  APC Southern has met with the Town of Limon for approval of the property lease and submitted a Grading Permit with the associated fees paid to the Elbert County Road & Bridge Department.  The Community Services & Development Department is forwarding an approval recommendation to the Board of County Commissioners for their consideration.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve an Exemption from the Zoning Regulations, Special Use Review, Part II, Section 18A, for #17 and #27 with reference to Part II, Section 18A, #49, for APC Southern with the 4 conditions of approval.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Attorney Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid & Scheffel on behalf of County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Thomas presented the agreement with CH2M Hill for services to review the traffic and drainage reports for the Legacy Business Park.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed this agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve and execute the Standard Agreement for Professional Services between CH2M Hill and the Board of County Commissioners along with any ancillary documents in the amount of $5,000 plus reimbursable costs.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reviewed the Social Services Department Independent Contractor Agreement with Karen Nelson at $10.00 per hour for 10 hours per month until June 30, 2011.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve and execute the Independent Contractor Agreement with Karen Nelson at $10.00 per hour/per month until June 30, 2011.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
