The Board of Elbert County Commissioners convened at 9:05 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer led by Pastor Charles Hawker from the Bijou Baptist Church and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

NEW BUSINESS:

Justice Center Wiring Bids:  The Board of Commissioners opened sealed bids for telecommunications wiring work at the Elbert County Justice Center.  One bid was received from Sun Valley Electric in the amount of $3,325.00.  This bid is good for 30 days.

Grader Blade Bids:  Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board to recommend that the bid from Wear Parts be accepted for the 48 inch carbide snow blades and the bid from Power Equipment be accepted for scarfier bits.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to take the grader blade bid recommendations under advisement.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Fuel & Oil Bids:  Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board to recommend that the gasoline and diesel fuel bid from Pikes Peak Coop be accepted for both Kiowa and Simla. Commissioner Shipper made a motion to postpone action on the fuel bid until we have an appropriate contract from Counsel to proceed further.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to take the bids for the other items under advisement and review along with the inventory.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Petition for Abatement – Lizu M. Hampton:  Assessor P.J. Trostel came before the Board to present the Petition for Abatement for Lizu M. Hampton for Schedule #103671 for tax year 2008 in the amount of $2,217.33.  The reason for the abatement is that contiguous use was removed in error in 2008.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to grant the abatement in the amount of $2,217.33 for Lizu M. Hampton, Schedule #103671.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. OEM Officer:  OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to discuss the CodeRed Services Agreement for the Reverse Emergency Notification System and the Weather Warning System.  Attorney Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid & Scheffel reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to along with the non-appropriation addendum that should be added.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the CodeRed Services Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CTSI Loss Analysis Review:  Ted Lindtveit, Loss Prevention Team Leader with CTSI came before the Board to review the County Workers’ Compensation Pool Loss Ratio Report and the Colorado Counties Casualty Property Pool Loss Ration Report.

REPORTS BY STAFF
Social Services Department:  Social Services Director Susan Walton came before the Board to submit payroll recaps and suggested usage of a new payroll format.  Susan gave a budget report for the Social Services Department and reminded the Board of Commissioners of the scheduled Work Session on March 30th.

Road & Bridge Department:  Ed Ehmann and Tim Sheridan gave a progress report on Road & Bridge projects.

Code Compliance:  Code Compliance Officer Floyd Crossman came before the Board to request approval to turn the code compliance case of Ingar Abarzua at 1122 Belgrade Circle over the County Attorney for further action.  The Board approved the request.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
Agate Fire Department Service Plan:  Planner Curtis Carlson came before the Board to present the request of the Agate Fire Department for approval of a Service Plan (SR 09-0003) for the formation of the Agate Fire Protection District.  The Agate Volunteer Fire Department wishes to form the Agate Fire Protection District for the purposes of providing fire protection and emergency services for residences and property located within the boundaries of the proposed district.  The total acreage for the proposed district is 220,800 acres.  This application provides the necessary information for the formation of a Fire Protection District pursuant to CRS 32-1-103(7). 
CRS 32-1-102, specifies the contents of a service plan which includes a description of proposed services; a financial plan showing how the proposed services are to be financed, including the proposed operating revenue derived from property taxes for the first budget year of the district; a preliminary engineering or architectural survey showing how the proposed services are to be provided; a map of the proposed special district boundaries and an estimate of the population and valuation for assessment of the proposed special district; a general description of the facilities to be construct and the standards of such construction, including a statement of how the facility and service standards of the proposed special district are compatible with facility and service standards of any county within which all or any portion of the proposed special district is to be located and of municipalities and special districts which are interest parties pursuant to Section 32-1-204(1) CRS; a general description of the estimated cost of acquiring land, engineering services, legal services, administrative services, initial proposed indebtedness and estimated maximum interest rates and discounts and other major expenses related to the organization and initial operation of the district; a description of any arrangement or proposed agreement with any political subdivision for the performance of any services between the proposed special district and such other political subdivision and of the form contract to be used, if available, shall be attached to the service plan; information along with other evidence presented at the hearing, satisfactory to establish that each of the criteria set forth in Section 32-1-203, if applicable is met; such additional information would have to specified by the Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners as related to a conditional approval, CRS 32-1-203.  
The Community & Development Services Department made the following Findings:  In the opinion of the Community & Development Services Department, the submitted Agate Fire Protection District Service Plan has addressed each of the requirements specified in CRS 32-1-103(7) and its formation is valid in considering the following:

 Adequate service is not, and will not, be available to the area to be served by the District through the County or other existing special districts within a reasonable time and on a comparable basis;

a. The facility and service standards of the proposed District are compatible with the facility and service standards of the County;

b. There is sufficient existing and projected need for organized service in the area to be serviced by the proposed District;

c. The existing service in the area to be served by the proposed District is inadequate for present and projected needs;

d. The District, as proposed, is capable of providing economical and sufficient service to the area within its proposed boundaries;
e. The area included within the District, as proposed, has or will have the financial ability to discharge the proposed indebtedness on a reasonable basis;

f. The proposal is in substantial compliance with any duly adopted master plans;

g. The proposal is in compliance with any duly adopted county, regional, or state long-range water quality management plan for the area; and

h. The creation of the proposed District will be in the best interest of the area proposed to be served.

The Community & Development Services Department recommended approval of the Service Plan for the proposed Agate Fire Protection District.

Three letters have been received asking for exclusion from the proposed District.  A copy of those letters was submitted to the County Attorney for review.

Public Comment Speakers:  Applicant’s Representative Jerrol Rector; Kiowa Fire District Chief Dian Bowers - support; OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson – support; Sheriff Bill Frangis – support; Elizabeth Fire Interim Chief T.J. Steck – support; Van Little with North Central Fire – support.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the request for exclusion from Sylvester, Mikes and Golden be denied and such property will be included in the District boundaries.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Service Plan for the Agate Fire District, SR 09-0003, with the 1 condition of approval.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SERVICE PLAN

RED HAWK ESTATES PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT AND MINOR DEVELOPMENT:
Planner Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to present the request of Steve and Wendy Settle to rezone and subdivide 35 acres from A1 to PUD and create four lots; two residential lots 6 to 8 acres in size and two residential/commercial lots being 10+ acres in size, located in a portion of Section 13 and 14, Township 8 South, Range 65 West in Elbert County.  The site is adjacent to Highway 86 and falls within the 3 mile Influence Area west of the Town of Elizabeth and has more than adequate access to existing infrastructure.  

This proposal is located in the Municipalities & Rural Town Center Land Use Area of the Elbert County Master Plan as it relates to residential development.  The site’s proximity to the Town of Elizabeth offer a logical and appropriate place for the limited proposed commercial uses.  The development density for this land use area is for 3 to 6 units per acre.  The two proposed residential lots are at a lower density which is acceptable.

The site is developed with a residence and an outbuilding.  The outbuilding is currently being used for the applicants business, Pioneer Glass.  It is the applicant’s intention to build a new home lot 3 of the proposed minor development.  The applicant has applied for and received permits for both proposed accesses to Highway 86.  

On February 12, 2009, the Planning Commission voted 9 to 0, to forward an approval recommendation with stipulated conditions of approval for Board of County Commissioner consideration.
Public Comment Speakers:  None.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve PD 08-0040, Red Hawk Estates Planned Unit Development with the 9 conditions of approval.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve MD 08-0041, Red Hawk Estates Minor Development with the 11 conditions of approval.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to contract with Sun Valley Electric in the amount of $3,325.00 for conduit at the Justice Center.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve Change Order #11 in the amount of $8,288.25.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Thomas reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the Delta Dental Benefits Plan and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Delta Dental Benefits contract.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
