The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 8th day of April 2009, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CONSENT AGENDA:

All matters listed on the Consent Agenda are considered routine by the Board and will be enacted by one motion in the form listed below.  There will be no separate discussion of these items.  If discussion is desired on any item or items and permitted by the Board, those items will be considered separately.

The Board of Commissioners removed Item B from the Consent Agenda.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept Items A & C on the Consent Agenda minus Vouchers & Warrants.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to void Warrant #120273, to Drive Train Industries in the amount of $242.80 due to warrant being lost.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve Warrant #117634 through #117636, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $51,420.00.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve Warrant #117514 through #117633 with the exception of $117569 dated 4/8/2009 in the amount of $3,994.25 for a total $94,433.33.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Planning Director Richard Miller requested approval for payment to CH2M Hill in the amount of $2,500.00 for the Windmill Farms Drainage Report.  The applicant has paid this money for this service.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion for the Chair to sign the Professional Services Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Road & Bridge Superintendent:  The Board of Commissioners introduced Ed Ehmann, who has been appointed to the position of the Elbert County Road & Bridge Superintendent.

2009 Mail Ballot Election:  Deputy, County Clerk Geri Scheidt came before the Board to request approval for the November 3, 2009, Coordinate Election to be conducted as a mail ballot election.  Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve the Mail Ballot Election on November 3, 2009.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the County Clerk be authorized to sign the IGA Agreements.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Public Health Agency Adoption:  Ingrid Betts with the Public Health Department, came before the Board to request adoption of a resolution establishing the Elbert County Health and Environment as the Elbert County Public Health Agency.  Senate Bill 194 passed in 2008 and was signed into law by the Governor of the State of Colorado and it revised the public health statutes of the State of Colorado.  Elbert County has complied with the requirements of Senate Bill 194 and the resolution is finalizing and confirming that this action has taken place.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to pass Resolution 09-23, a resolution establishing the Elbert County Public Health Agency.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Award & Recognition:  Jo Downey with the East Central Council of Government presented former County Commissioner John Metli with a plaque for the Distinguished Service Award for his services and contribution with the East Central Council of Government.
Cowboy Up Sale of Liquor Request:  Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the request of the Cowboy Up Rodeo to serve and sell malt, vinous and spirituous liquor on County property in the Town of Elbert on July 11, 2009 from 11 am to 7 pm and close Eccles Street from St Clair Ave to Lavelle Ave; Lavelle Ave from Elbert Road to Main Street and Elbert Road from south of St Claire Ave to north of Lavelle Ave.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve for liquor to be sold on the requested County property.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Severe Weather Awareness Week Proclamation:  OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to request that the Commissioners proclaim the week of April 27th through May 1st as Severe Weather Awareness Week.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that by Proclamation, April 27th through May 1, 2009, be designated as Severe Weather Awareness Week.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Sheriff Department Vehicle Purchase Request:  Sheriff Bill Frangis came before the Board to request approval to purchase 5 Ford Crown Victoria’s from T&T Auction in Utah.  The total purchase price for all 5 vehicles is $49,750 and these vehicles are used vehicles from the City of Salt Lake, Utah.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to move forward to accept the bid to purchase 5 vehicles from T&T Auction in the amount of $49,750.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, Commissioner Goetz voted “no”.  Motion carried 2 to 1.
REPORTS BY STAFF/ELECTED OFFICIALS:
Treasurer Report:  Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board to submit the Public Trustee Quarterly Report for January, February, March 2009.
Assessor Report:  Assessor P.J. Trostel came before the Board to report that re-evaluation year is looking like property values will decrease approximately 10% across the County.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

Elizabeth Rodeo Association Special Events Liquor License:  Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the Application for a Special Events Liquor License for the Elizabeth Rodeo Association.  This event will take place at the Casey Jones Park, 4189 Hwy 86, Elizabeth, Colorado, on June 5, 2009 from 5pm to 1am; June 6, 2009 from 12 noon to 1am; and June 7, 2009 from 12 noon to 5pm.  This license is a yearly requested special events license and there has been no violations in the past.  No written objections regarding this Special Events Liquor License Application were received.
Public Comment Speakers:  None.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Elizabeth Rodeo Association Special Events Liquor License for the dates and times requested.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

Attorney Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid & Scheffel for County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Tom reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the 2009 EMPG Grant Award Contract with the Department of Local Affairs in the amount of $41,600 with a $41,600 match appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the EMPG Grant in the amount of $41,600.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Tom reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the Elbert County Reclamation Agreement between the Board of County Commissioners and Hudick Excavating where Elbert County turned over certain equipment to Hudick Excavating in consideration of Elbert County’s portion of reclamation of the gravel pit on the property owned by M&M Land Co., and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the Reclamation Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Tom reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the Elbert County Construction Contract with KB Construction for Project #STE C340-001 for intersection improvements on County Road 13 and County Road 25/41.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the contract with KB Construction and include the Notice to Proceed.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Tom reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the right-of-way easement with Black Hills Energy and that easement is not complete at this time.

Tom reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the Ground Engineering Proposal for County Road 45/118 and County Road 17/21 to County Road 106 with GeoTechnical and the scope of work has been submitted and is appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve Proposal 0903-0395 in the amount of $5,135.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept Proposal 0903-0396, in the amount of $4,425.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Tom reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the credit card agreement from Credit Union of Colorado, with 8 credit cards being issues and a credit limit of $3,500, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Credit Union of Colorado Resolution and Liability Agreement for credit cards to certain identified individuals.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Tom reiterated the Press Release regarding the demolition of the Agate Hotel and the contract between Mays Hauling Company for demolition of the Agate Hotel building.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the contract between the Board of County Commissioner and Mays Hauling Co., for demolition of the Agate Hotel.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Tom reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the equipment agreement between the Colorado State Forest Service and the Agate Fire Department, Sheriff’s Office and the Board of County Commissioners and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the letter of agreement with the Colorado State Forest Service.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
