The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:00 a.m., and Vice Chairman John Metli called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept the Agenda as written for April 9, 2008.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of April 2, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #113644 through #113739, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $335,676.80 on 04/07/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PHILANTHROPY DAYS:

Darlene Scott with Colorado State Economic Development came before the Board to discuss Rural Philanthropy Day.  Philanthropy Days is hosting in Burlington and Darlene is asking for a $500.00 contribution from the rural Counties and there will be 1 scholarship for each County awarded.  The Board agreed to take the request under advisement and discuss with Commissioner Graeff who is absent this week and let Darlene know what the decision is.
WITNER ADMINISTRATIVE VARIANCE REFUND:

Planning Intern Emma McCardle came before the Board to request a refund of the Witner Administrative Variance in the amount of $200.00.  The reason for the refund is that the issue was resolved without the need for a variance.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FAIRGROUNDS:

Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to request approval to serve, not sell alchol at a Surprise Party on April 12, 2008.  Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SOCIAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Social Services Director Susan Walton came before the Board to introduce Dan Rowden, Fraud Investigator and discuss the approval for the Lexis Nexis Accurint and CBInnovis contracts.  Mr. Rowden explained the fraud investigation procedures used in this area.  Susan stated that the State does give an allocation for fraud issues.  The Board agreed to have a decision on this matter next week.
BUILDING PERMIT REFUND:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion for the Vice Chair to sign the Annual Fire Operating Plan for 2008.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CDEM GRANT:

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to report that the OEM Office was awarded the CDEM Grant in the amount of $9,853.00.  This grant will be used for emergency operations center completion/enhancement and OEM website information.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to review the Xerox contract for a copier machine for the Treasurer’s Office.  Mark found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form. 
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the agreement with Xerox for the Treasurer Department.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Vice Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
