The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:00 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda Items A, B & D.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #124369 through #124370, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $283.73 dated 4/14/2010.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #124320 through #124368, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $203,224.68 dated 04/14/2010.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Shipper made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #124226 through #124319, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $79,014.71 dated 04/14/2010.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to void a warrant to the Elbert County Treasurer in the amount of $409.36 with the transaction dated 04/12/2010.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

RELEASE OF FUNDS TO ENGINEER:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Richard requested release of payment to CH2M Hill for engineering fees that have been paid by the applicants and deposited with the County.  The projects and fees are as follows: Peaceful Valley Scout Ranch SUR Engineering Review fees in the amount of $9,850; Elizabeth Fire District Engineering Review Fees in the amount of $2,500 and Creekside Community Church Drainage Study Fees in the amount of $2,500.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to release the funds to pay these items as listed as on the Agenda as Item 6, B (1), (2) & (3). Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Richard requested approval for the Chair to sign the mylars for the Special Use Review for the Boy Scouts of America (SU-08-0032).  All conditions of approval have been addressed and signed off by Richard Miller.  The Boy Scouts will not be operating under the Temporary Use Permit.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the mylar for the Boy Scouts of America SU-08-0032.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMENTS BY ELECTED OFFICIALS & DEPARTMENT HEADS:

None.

COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Kiowa Fire Chief Dian Bowers came before the Board to present a letter to the Commissioners from the Fire Chief’s Association regarding the 911 Dispatch Center funding shortfall.  The Fire Chief’s Association submitted a proposal that commencing June 1, 2010 through December 31, 2010, each fire department will pay $15.00 per call, except for Agate Fire District.  Calendar year 2011, each fire department will pay $20.00 per call.  Calendar year 2012 each fire department will pay $25.00 per call.  Elbert County will bill the fire departments for the fees on a monthly or quarterly basis.  The Elbert County Fire Chief’s Association and the Commissioners may mutually agree to adjust the per price call in 2011 and/or 2012 if the dispatch staff, management and technology in the Communications Center are substantially upgraded.  This proposal is expressly conditioned upon the Commissioners agreeing to the following conditions:

(1) The Commissioners will give the Elbert County Fire Chief’s Association a minimum of 90 days prior written notice if they intend to close 911 Dispatch Center in the future.

(2) Each Fire Department, Fire Chief or a number of Chiefs from the Elbert County Fire Chiefs Association shall have a seat on the official oversight committee that has joint decision making authority with the County with respect to administration and operation of the 911 Dispatch Center.
(3) The new Director of the 911 Dispatch Center will be allowed to continue the policies as set forth by Interim Director Terri Thornberry regarding access into the 911 Dispatch Center and daytime phone answering for the Sheriff’s Office.

Elizabeth Fire Chief T.J. Steck came before the Board to discuss the matter of the BOCC requesting the Fire Departments to contribute to the funding of the Communications Center and if the Commissioners can recall of when they made a formal verbal or written request to the Fire Chief’s regarding this matter.  The Board concurred that informally they stated there would be a need but no formal request had been made.
Carl Murphy came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners increase the speed limit on the Kiowa-Bennett Road from the Fairgrounds to the Arapahoe County line.

Steve Valdez came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners enact a resolution to place a ballot initiative for the November 2010 ballot requesting approval for the ability to bond the sales and use tax revenue.  The Board requested that a formal letter regarding this matter be submitted.

Norm Happel came before the Board to ask if any resolution regarding County logo’s on county vehicles had been rescinded.

AWARDS & PRESENTATIONS:

Richard Miller presented a Certificate of Appreciation to Tyler Beebout for his work on the Elbert County Enterprise Authority website which is www.ecea.us.  
STAFF REPORTS:

Treasurer Report:  Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board to present the Public Trustee Quarterly Report for January, February, March 2010.
Social Services Department:  Cathy Robinson came before the Board to submit the payroll recap reports for January and February.  Cathy also reported that 5 TANF Grants were awarded to entities in the community that are TANF eligible and are as follows:  Elbert County Early Childhood Council - $7,500; Douglas/Elbert Taskforce - $7,500; Liberty Plains Baptist Church Food Bank - $10,000; Kiowa Creek Community Church Food Bank - $10,000 and Elbert County Coalition Outreach - $15,000.  This is the third year that the TANF grants have been awarded.
NEW BUSINESS:

Welcome to Guadalajara Family Mexican Restaurant:  Craig Curl with Elbert County Enterprise Authority came before the Board to announce the Grand Opening of the newest business in the Town of Elizabeth and Elbert County.  The Guadalajara Family Mexican Restaurant is located at 800 E. Kiowa Ave., Elizabeth, in the shopping center where the Elizabeth Post Office is located.  The Guadalajara Family Mexican Restaurant brings economic benefits to the Town of Elizabeth and surrounding Elbert County community and will create 18 new jobs and at peak season will have 25 employees.  This business is also located within the Colorado Enterprise Zone Program that encourages job creation and capital investment in economically depressed areas by providing tax credits to business and projects to promote and encourage economic development activities.
Road & Bridge Surplus Wood Chipper:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to request that a 1998 Vermeer 935 Wood Chipper be declared surplus.  This chipper is too small for many of the tasks needed to be performed within the County right-of-way.  Road & Bridge plans to utilize the one remaining chipper or rent a second one should there be a need for two machines at the same time in the County.  The requested chipper to be declared surplus would be placed on consignment at the Vermeer sales yard and is estimated to be worth $5,000 to $7,000.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the surplus of the 1998 Vermeer 935 Wood Chipper, VIN #1VD1010154W1003074.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Road & Bridge Replacement Blades:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to discuss that the Road & Bridge Department has 22 blades in its fleet.  Twenty of the blades are on regular routes and one is a backup machine that is utilized as the route blades are being serviced or being repaired and one 1998 Caterpillar blade is not in use at this time as it is not reliable to be placed in service.  By the end of 2010, 11 of the 22 machines will be termed out.  Of these 11, the County must exercise its buy back option in May on two John Deere blades or we could lose the guarantee buy back price of $120,000 for each machine.  Staff requested pricing from Honnen Equipment for the replacement machines as they have the current State bid award and also spoke with Wagner Equipment who supplies the last three blades for the County in 2008.  The vendors supplied pricing and finance packages the County has utilized for this equipment and after review of the bids, the staff recommends the following:
●  Replace the two John Deere 772D blades (#203, #208) currently scheduled with buy back options in May at $120,000 each with two John Deere 772GP machines with buy back option with a term of 4 years/4,000 hours.

●  Replace the two CAT 2004 143H blades (#202, #205) with the John Deere 772GP machines with buy back option with a term of 4 years/4,000 hours.

●  Replace the CAT 1998 143H blade (#225) with the John Deere 772GP machine with buy back option with a term of 5 years/5,000 hours.  

The estimated cost of this recommendation is based on a quarterly payment at an interest rate of 2.95% which is equal to $42,108.51 per quarter or $168,434.04 per year.  The Road & Bridge budget includes the funds for this program as well as the remainder of the blades that will come due in July, October and November of this year.  

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the bid as submitted by Honnen Equipment for five replacement motorgraders with total cost of graders being $1,229,250.  Trade/buy back towards these replacement blades is $514,000 with the amount to be financed is $715,250 with a guaranteed buy back of $873,000 at the end of the terms for a net gain of $157,750.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Fairgrounds:  Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to present the request of Ty Allen to serve, not sell alcohol at the Talynn Allen birthday party on May 15th.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the serving, not selling, alcohol at the Allen Birthday Party on May 15th.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Carol also requested permission for the Cowboy Up Rodeo to sell alcohol at the Fairgrounds on July 31st to August 1, 2010.  The Board approved the request.

Public Health Department:  Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to present the Emergency Preparedness Response Contract Amendment.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Emergency Preparedness Response Contract.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mary Sue requested approval to advertise for public hearing for fee adjustments in the Public Health Department.  The Board approved the request.

Waiver of Building Permit Fees:  Ed Lovelace came before the Board to request a waiver of building permit fees for a home being built in the Wild Pointe Subdivision for the Homes For Our Troops Project.  The building permit fees are $3,380.21.  In an effort to assist with this program, the Building Department collected money from the builders and County employees and to date has $350 to put towards the building permit.  Craig Curl stated that the Elbert County Economic Authority is also collecting funds to pay for this building permit.  The Board agreed to table this matter until the next BOCC meeting for action and agreed to issue a building permit in the interim.
