The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:15 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the April 16, 2008 Board of County Commissioners Agenda as written. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes from April 9, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #113794 through #113897, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $191,204.62 dated 04/16/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to A/P Generated by Payroll Warrant #113740 through #113793, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $236,255.14 on April 16, 2008.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Requisition #10 dated April 14, 2008, in the amount of $85,807.80 for the Elbert County Justice Center Building.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMUNITY SERVICES & DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to report that Rick Thune donated a light table to the Community Services & Development Department. 

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Mark reviewed the storage agreement between Kiowa Storage and the Elbert County Communications Department in the amount of $390.00 for 6 months and found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the agreement with Kiowa Storage for the Communications Department.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reported that on March 19, 2008, the Board of Commissioners held a public hearing on the Community Block Grant through DOLA for the Elbert County Public Health Department.  The grant papers have been received and reviewed and are appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the CDBG Dis____report with Dola and the CDBG Statement of Insurance and Certifications.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reported that he has reviewed the First Amendment to the IGA Agreement between Douglas County Board of Commissioners and Elbert County Board of Commissioners regarding the use of the Douglas County Justice Center and that the amendment reflects the extension for the use of their facilities for court purposes through December 31, 2008, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair sign the amended IGA with Douglas County for the use of their Judicial Center.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reported that the Model Traffic Code was passed by the Board of Commissioners on first reading and the process then was to forward to the Colorado Department of Transportation for their review and approval.  DOT has found the Ordinance to be compliant and gave their approval.  Mark will work with the Deputy, Clerk to the Board to proceed with second reading process.

ELIZABETH STAMPEDE RODEO SPECIAL EVENTS LIQUOR LICENSE:

Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the Special Events Liquor License application for the Elizabeth Stampede Rodeo.  This application is to sell malt, vinous and spirituous liquor on June 6, 2008 from 5 pm to 1 am; June 7, 2008, from 12 noon to 1 am and June 8, 2008, from 12 noon to 5pm, at the Casey Jones Park, 4189 Highway 86, Elizabeth, Colorado. All required documents and associates fees have been submitted with this application.  No verbal or written objections to this Special Events Liquor License have been received.

WESTERN TRAILS STEAKHOUSE & LOUNGE LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to purchase the tire changing machine for the Kiowa Road & Bridge shop from NAPA in the amount of $11,129.00.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the engineering agreement from CH2M Hill for the County Road 13, County Road 150, W. Kiowa Creek Road and County Road 25-41 in the amount of $55,000 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the agreement for the Off System Road Hazard grant with CDOT and the Federal Government.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Change Order for the Elbert County Justice Center construction project for the installation of a grease interceptor in the amount of $18,817.00 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Change Order #00000-04.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
