The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:08 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the April 23, 2008, Agenda for the Elbert County Board of Commissioners as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Commissioner Meeting Minutes of April 16, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and  so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Payroll checks #18443 through #18481, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $734,230.18 dated on 04/23/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #113898 through #114009, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $146,224.56 dated 04/23/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
SIMLA ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT:

Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan and Mechanic Casey Craven came before the Board to recommend that the bid from MHC Kenworth in the amount of $90,550 for five semi-tractors be accepted.  These trucks will be on a lease/purchase.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the bid of MHC Kenworth in the amount of $90,550 each for 5 semi-tractors.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Tim also requested approval to repair a 6 foot culvert that has the bottom rusted out.  Tim would like to cut the bottom out and pour a concrete pan and then have the Shotcreek shoot the rest of the culvert with an asphalt coating.  The cost of this project would be $9,500.00 and the road would remain open.  If the entire culvert is replaced the cost would be $13,340.00 and the road would need to be closed.  The Board approved the request.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to report that he is still working on the Accurint contracts and an associated policy for internal controls for the Social Services Department.

Mark requested an Executive Session with the Board of Commissioners.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners will now go into Executive Session pursuant to C.R.S. 24-6-402(3) and (4) to discuss legal matters and/or pending legal actions with the Board of County Commissioners Attorney which, in the opinion of the attorney who will be in attendance during the Executive Session, believes that all or a portion of the discussion will constitute privileged attorney/client communications.  Commissioner Goetz  seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners will now come out of Executive Session with the Attorney for the Board.  No formal action was taken by the Board, including, but not limited to, any proposed policy, position, resolution, rule, or regulation, or formal action in contravention of C.R.S. 24-6-402(4).  No further record was kept of this Executive Session.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
