APPOINTMENTS TO THE ELBERT COUNTY OPEN

SPACE COMMITTEE

Elkhorn Ranch Metropolitan District #1 Special Improvement District Request:  Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to submit a request for Elkhorn Ranch Metropolitan District #1.  The Elkhorn Ranch Metropolitan District #1 was created in 2002 following approval of its service plan by the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners to provide public infrastructure service and facilities to property owners within its boundaries.  The District is located south of County Road 194 and east of Delbert Road and serves 250 homes and homesites.  The District previously entered into an agreement with Arapahoe County Water and Wastewater Authority to provide water, water facilities and water service to Elkhorn; however, the District now believes that it is in the best interest of residents of the District to purchase the water system from Arapahoe County Water & Wastewater Authority and has negotiated a purchase transaction with Arapahoe County Water & Wastewater Authority for the water system.  The District is authorized by the service plan to provide water facilities and services and therefore is capable of owning the water system.  The District’s underwriters have advised that a special assessment would be the best financial tool for such transaction although the service plan permits the District to own and operate a water system.  The election question’s voted at the organizational election did not contemplate this circumstance and as such, the District is moving forward to conduct an election on May 4, 2010, concerning the creation of a Special Improvement District to facilitate such purchase.  The residents of the District will be voting on both the creation of a Special Improvement District within its boundaries as well as the particular special assessment regime.  If a majority of the electors do not approve either or both of the election questions, the District will not proceed with the acquisition of the water system.  By statute, the District is permitted to create Special Improvement District’s within their boundaries if a power to levy special assessments is authorized in the service plan or approved in writing by the Board of County Commissioners.  Because the service plan is silent regarding the District’s power to levy special assessments, the District is formally requesting the Board of County Commissioners execute a letter approving the power, or the District to levy a special assessment as an administrative prerequisite to the May 4th election.  Upon review by the Community & Development Services Department, there are no objections or reasons why the matter should not be put before the electors.  It is the recommendation of the Community & Development Services Department that the Board of County Commissioners execute an approval letter as requested.  Attorney Thomas Burke on behalf of County Attorney Mark Scheffel, stated that the request has been reviewed and found to be authorized by statute.
Public Comment Speaker:  Kurt Schlegal.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the power for Elkhorn Ranch Metropolitan District #1 to levy a special assessment for the purchase of its water system from Arapahoe County Water and Wastewater Authority and execute a letter to Elkhorn’s Board of Directors acknowledging such approval.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
United Water & Sanitation District – Special Improvement District Request:  Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to present the request of United Water & Sanitation District Special Improvement District.  The United Water & Sanitation District was created in 2002 following approval of its service plan by the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners to provide public water infrastructure service and facilities on a state-wide basis to government entities.  United is currently planning the acquisition and construction of a reservoir in Milliken, Colorado, called the Gilchrist Reservoir.  The reservoir will service and provide storage to municipalities, counties and other water and sanitation metropolitan districts.  The District’s underwriters have advised that a special assessment would be the best financial tool for such transaction although the service plan permits the District to own and operate a water facility such as the proposed reservoir, the election questions voted at the organizational election did not contemplate this circumstance.  As such, the District is moving forward to conduct an election on May 4, 2010, concerning the creation of a Special Improvement District to facilitate such financing.  The electors within the boundaries of the District will be voting on both the creation of a Special Improvement District within its boundaries as well as the particular special assessment regime.  If a majority of the electors within the boundaries of the District do not approve either or both of the election questions, the District will not proceed with the acquisition of the water system.  By statute, the District is permitted to create Special Improvement District’s within their boundaries if a power to levy special assessments is authorized in the service plan or approved in writing by the Board of County Commissioners.  Because the service plan is silent regarding the District’s power to levy special assessments, the District is formally requesting the Board of County Commissioners execute a letter approving the power for the District to levy a special assessment as an administrative prerequisite to the May 4th election.  Upon review by Community & Development Services, there are no objections or reasons why the matter should not be put before the electors.  It is the recommendation of the Community & Development Services Department that the Board of County Commissioners execute an approval letter as requested.  Attorney Thomas Burke on behalf of County Attorney Mark Scheffel, stated that the County Attorney reviewed the request and found it to be authorized by statute.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion that Board approve the power for United Water & Sanitation District to levy a special assessment for the financing of the Gilchrist Reservoir project and execute a letter to United’s Board of Directors acknowledging such approval.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Spring Valley Golf LLC – Transfer of Ownership of Hotel/Restaurant Liquor License:  Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the Transfer of Ownership of the Hotel/Restaurant Liquor License from Running Creek Golf LLC to Spring Valley Golf LLC.  The applicant has submitted all necessary documents and associated fees.  Running Creek Golf LLC has relinquished the license for the transfer of ownership.  
Public Comment Speakers:  Applicant Tim Haynes.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Spring Valley Golf LLC Transfer of Ownership of the Hotel/Restaurant Liquor License.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Fairgrounds:  Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Carol requested approval for 5 families to serve, not sell alcohol at the Fairgrounds on May 22nds for a graduation celebration.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to allow the serving of alcohol for the graduation party at the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Carol submitted a request from the Kiowa Fire Volunteers to sell malt, vinous & spirituous liquors on August 14, 2010, from 10 am to 7pm at the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the letter of support to the Town of Kiowa for the Kiowa Fire Volunteers to sell alcohol on August 14th from 10 am to 7 pm at the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

OEM Department:  OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Amateur Radio Emergency Service of Douglas & Elbert Counties MOU:  LaRiea discussed the Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) MOU with Douglas and Elbert County.  The purpose of the agreement is to establish a framework for cooperation between Emergency Management officials and ARES volunteers.  The agreement is intended to promote the sharing of resources to best serve the community during times of disaster or public emergency situations.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the ARES MOU between Douglas & Elbert Counties.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Char declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Ambulance Licensing:  LaRiea submitted the ambulance licenses for the 15 ambulances located in Elbert County.  These ambulances licenses are for Big Sandy Fire Protection District – 2 BLS; Elbert Fire Protection District – 2 BLS/ALS; Elizabeth Fire Protection District – 3 BLS/ALS; Kiowa Fire Protection District – 3 (2 BLS/ALS & 1 BLS); North Central Fire Protection District – 1 BLS: Rattlesnake Fire Protection District – 4 (3 BLS/ALS & 1 BLS).  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to issue the appropriate licenses for the 15 ambulances in Elbert County.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
2010 Fire Operating Plan:  LaRiea Thompson submitted the Annual Fire Operating Plan for 2010.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve and execute the 2010 Annual Fire Operating Plan.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Staff Reductions:  Commissioner Shipper recapped the property tax revenue and other sources of income for the 2010 budget year and that revenues are down and therefore layoffs will need to happen to balance the budget.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

Liquor Tastings Resolution:  Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present a resolution for adoption to allow retail liquor stores and retail licensed drug stores to apply for a license to conduct tastings.  This license is a County only license and is proposed as follows:

WHEREAS, pursuant to C.R.S. 12-47-301, the Elbert County Board of Commissioners may accept and adopt procedures whereby retail liquor stores and retail licensed drug stores may apply to the liquor license authority for a license to conduct tastings subject to all of the limitations set forth in C.R.S. 12-47-301(10); and

WHEREAS, Elbert County Government shall have the meaning for “tastings” as defined within C.R.S. 12-47-103(37.5); and

WHEREAS, the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners desires to accept and adopt the statutory procedures allowing the Board of County Commissioners to issue Tastings Licenses and to hold hearings pursuant to the procedures prescribed below where considering applications submitted for Tastings Licenses as well as for Suspension or Revocation, also described below.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, hereby adopt the following:

Section 1.  Tastings License Authorization.

A. Authorization:  In accordance with C.R.S. 12-47-301(10)(a), the County hereby authorizes “tastings” of alcoholic beverages, whereby the sampling of malt, vinous or spirituous liquors may occur on the premises of a retail liquor store licensee or liquor-licensed drugstore licensee by adult patrols of the licensee pursuant to the provisions of Section 12-47-301(10).

B. Applications:  Applications for tastings shall be submitted to the Clerk to the Board Office on forms provided by Elbert County, together with the applicable license fee.  No tastings application shall be accepted by the Clerk to the Board Office which is not complete in every detail.

C. Process:  Upon receiving the completed tastings application, the Clerk to the Board Office shall prepare the file for review by the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners at its next regularly scheduled meeting.  In the event that the Board of County Commissioners determines that the applicant has complied with the provisions of C.R.S. 12-47-301, and that the applicant is able to conduct tastings without creating a public safety risk to the neighborhood, the application shall be granted.

D. Limitations:  Tastings shall be subject to the following limitations:

1. Tastings shall be conducted only by a person who has completed a server training program that meets the standards established by the Liquor Enforcement Division of the Department of Revenue and who is either a retail liquor store licensee or a liquor-licensed drugstore licensee, or an employee of a licensee, and only on a licensee’s licensed premise.  A certificate of training shall be provided to the local licensing authority with the application form attached hereto.

2. The alcohol used in tastings shall be purchased through a licensed wholesaler, licensed brew pub, or winery licensed pursuant to C.R.S. 12-47-403, at a cost that is not less than the laid-in cost of such alcohol.

3. The size of an individual alcohol sample shall not exceed one ounce of malt or vinous or one-half of one ounce of spirituous liquor.

4. Tastings shall not exceed a total of three (3) hours in duration per day, which need not be consecutive.

5. Tastings shall be conducted only during the operating hours in which the licensee on whose premises the tastings occur is permitted to sell alcohol beverages and in no case earlier than 11 A.M., or later than 7 P.M.

6. Tastings may occur on no more than three of the six days from a Monday to the following Saturday, not to exceed twenty-five (25) days per year.

7. The Licensee shall provide the local licensing authority with a schedule of dates and times the tastings will be conducted.  Such notice shall be at least seventy-two (72) hours prior to the tasting.

8. The Licensee shall prohibit patrons from leaving the licensed premises with an unconsumed sample.

9. The Licensee shall promptly remove all open and unconsumed alcohol beverage samples from the licensed premises or shall destroy the samples immediately following the completion of the tasting.

10. The Licensee shall not serve a person who is under twenty-one (21) years of age or who is visibly intoxicated.

11. The Licensee shall not serve more than four (4) individual samples to a patron during a tasting.

12. Alcohol samples shall be in open containers and shall be provided to a patron free of charge.

13. No manufacturer of spirituous or vinous liquors shall induce a Licensee through free goods or financial or in-kind assistance to favor the manufacturer’s products being sampled at a tasting.  The Licensee shall bear the financial and all other responsibility for a tasting.

14. A violation of any of the limitations specified herein by a retail liquor store or liquor-licensed drugstore licensee, whether by his or her employees, agents or otherwise, shall be the responsibility of the retail liquor store or liquor-licensed drugstore licensee who is conducting the tasting and shall be subject to the same revocation, suspension and enforcement provisions as otherwise apply to the Licensee.

E. Hearing:  If the Liquor Licensing Authority determines that there is good cause for a hearing to consider whether the applicant has complied with the provisions of C.R.S. 12-47-301, or whether the applicant is able to conduct tastings without creating a public safety risk to the neighborhood, the Clerk to the Board Office, at the direction of the Liquor Licensing Authority, shall cause to be issued a notice of hearing on the tastings application.  In the event, the Clerk to the Board Office issues a notice of hearing on the tastings application, the notice shall be conspicuously posted on the premises at least ten (10) days prior to the hearing.  Hearings held on any tasting application may result in approval or denial of said application and the grounds for any decision on said application shall be whether the applicant has complied with the provision of C.R.S. 12-47-301, and whether the applicant is able to conduct tastings without creating a public safety risk to the neighborhood.  Such decision of the Liquor Licensing Authority shall be final.

F. Annual License.  A tastings license shall be valid for one year and shall run concurrently with the retail liquor store or liquor-licensed drug store license of the holder of the tastings license; provided, however, that the first tastings license issued to a retail liquor store or liquor-licensed drug store license shall be valid only until the expiration of the then-current retail liquor store or liquor licensed drug store license.

G. Suspension or Revocation of License.  Any violation or the terms and conditions of a Tastings License may result in the suspension or revocation of the Tastings License as well as the licensee’s retail liquor store or liquor-licensed drug store license of the holder of a Tastings License shall automatically operate to suspend or revoke such Tastings License.

Section 2.  Severability.  If any clause, sentence, paragraph, or part of this resolution or the application thereof to any person or circumstances shall for any reason be adjudged by a court of competent jurisdiction invalid, such judgment shall not affect the remaining provisions of this resolution.

Section 3.  Safety Clause.  The Board of Elbert County Commissioners finds and declares that this resolution is promulgated and adopted for the public health, safety and welfare and this resolution bears a rational relations to the legislative object sought to be obtained.

All required documentation and associated fees have been submitted and no objections were received regarding this application.

The County Attorney reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute Proposal No. 1004-0609, between Elbert County and Ground Engineering Consultants in the amount of $4,815.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Tom submitted a contract between Ground Engineering Consultants Inc., and Elbert County for temporary stabilization of County Road 45 and County Road 118 between County Road 49 and Pine Meadows Drive.  The County Attorney reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute Proposal No. 1004-0610, between Elbert County and Ground Engineering Consultants Inc., in the amount of $4,360.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Tom submitted a contract between Ground Engineering Consultants and Elbert County for geotechnical recommendations for design and construction of Kiowa-Bennett Road between County Road 194 and County Road 178 for a distance of approximately 3.3 miles.  The County Attorney reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute Proposal No. 1004-0611, between Elbert County and Ground Engineering Consultants in the amount of $5,750.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Tom submitted a contract between Ground Engineering Consultants and Elbert County for a borrow area evaluation of the subsurface soils for their suitability for use on roaways of the Bolejack Pit located south of County Road 94 and west of County Road 49. The County Attorney reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute Proposal No. 1004-0612, between Elbert County and Ground Engineering Consultants in the amount of $3,125.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
