The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:12 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Additions:  Fire Chief’s and Forfeiture Board Appointment.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Elbert County Commissioner Meeting Agenda for April 30, 2008, as amended.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept the minutes of the prior meeting of April 23, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #114010 through #114133, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $184,484.29 on 04/30/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Requisition #11 dated 04/30/2008 out of the COP fund to White Construction in the amount of $121,360.30.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SIGNING OF MYLARS:

Planning Intern Emma McCardle came before the Board to request approval for signature on the mylars for RZ-07-01-01.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FIRE CHIEF’S – BURN BAN:

Elizabeth Fire Chief Daryl Evans and Kiowa Fire Chief Dian Bowers came before the Board to request that the level of the Elbert County Burn Ban be raised to a Level 2 due to the dry conditions and the wind that Elbert County has experienced.  
Commissioner Metli made a motion to move the Fire Ban to a Level 2 within Elbert County.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

DISTRICT ATTORNEY FORFEITURE BOARD APPOINTMENT:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to appoint Susan Beckman to the D.A.’s Forfeiture Board.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

DOLA GRANT CONTRACT – PUBLIC HEALTH BUILDING:

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to present the DOLA Community Development Block Grant contract for the Public Health Building in the amount of $205,000.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair sign the Elbert County Public Health Building grant from DOLA.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

RECYCLING AGREEMENT:

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board and stated that the grant to enhance recycling will be postponed until next week.
AMBULANCE LICENSING:

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to submit the 2008 Ambulance Licenses for ambulances to operate as a Medical Response Unit for the Board’s approval.  Licenses were submitted for Big Sandy Fire Protection District (2); Elbert Fire Protection District (2); Elizabeth Fire Protection District (4); Kiowa Fire Protection District (3); North Central Fire Protection District (1) and Rattlesnake Fire Protection District (3).  

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

WAIVER OF APPLICATION FEES FOR HEALD’S ADDITION:

Planner II Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to present the request of Greg Kunkelman for a waiver of application fees in the amount of $2,732.00 for the Heald’s Addition to the Town of Agate.  On May 2, 2002, the Board of Commissioners approved Heald’s Addition to the Town of Agate Amendment #2 by Resolution 02-56, subject to the installation of a central wastewater system.  The system was installed, has now failed and ordered shut down by the State.  In order to comply with the County’s regulations, Mr. Kunkelman will have to make application for Rezone in the amount of $800; Variance in the amount of $500; Preliminary Plat in the amount of $932.00 and Final Plat in the amount of $500.  
The Board agreed to take the matter under advisement and rediscuss the issue this afternoon.

SUMMER RANCH ADDITION REFUND:
Planning Intern Emma McCardle came before the Board to present the Summer Ranch Addition refund request in the amount of $50.00.  The reason for the refund request is that the plat amendment process is not appropriate for the application.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT – VEHICLES DECLARED SURPLUS/SALVAGE:
