APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of April 30, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

JUSTICE CENTER DRAWINGS:

County Project Coordinator Al Perlman came before the Board to give a progress report on the Justice Center Addition project.  Seth Noble with White Construction and Architects Michelle Lopez and Jamie McDonald with Humphries, Polie reviewed the completed drawings for the new addition and reported that the State Judicial System has approved the floor plan and details as the addition was being designed. 

Seth reported that work will start June 2nd and completion date is targeted for March 7, 2009.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the documents/drawings of the new Justice Center Addition as this will be the final plat so to speak.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

LOADER BROOM BIDS:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to request approval to pursue the State of Colorado Bid List for a loader broom.  The Board approved the request.
FAIRGROUNDS WATER SERVICE BID:

The Board of County Commissioners opened sealed bids for installation of water service to the Horse Pavilion at the Fairgrounds.  One bid was received from Pioneer Plumbing & Heating in the amount of $15,805.00.  The Board turned the bids over to Dan Carpenter for review and recommendation.
FAIRGROUNDS ELECTRIC SERVICE BIDS:

The Board of County Commissioners opened sealed bids for electric work at the Horse Pavilion at the Fairgrounds.  One bid was received from Cross Diamond Electric in the amount of $13,052.00.  The Board of turned the bids over to Dan Carpenter for review and recommendation.

WATER STUDY BIDS:

The Board of County Commissioners discussed the bids received for a water study on County owned property.  The Board discussed doing this project in phases and County Attorney Mark Scheffel will review the bids as advertised before a decision is made.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to continue the hearing on the water study bids until May 14, 2008, at 1:00 p.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ENGINEERING BIDS:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to recommend that the engineering bid received from CH2M Hill as the on-call engineering firm for Elbert County be accepted.  Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
TBI CONTRACT:

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to present the Traumatic Brain Injury Contract with the Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment for approval.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the contract with Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment for the TBI contract.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FAMILY PLANNING CONTRACT:

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to present the Family Planning Contract between Elbert County and the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Family Planning contract with the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

LUMINOUS RECYCLING CONTRACT:

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to present the Luminous Recycling contract to recycle electronics.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair sign the contract agreement with Luminous Recycling for the Elbert County Public Health Department.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SOCIAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Social Services Director Susan Walton came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Susan submitted payroll recaps for signature and gave an updated budget report.

Susan discussed the Lexis/Nexis Accurint and CBC Innovis contract and the Board asked Susan to research to see if other agencies could perform the search for Elbert County.

Susan submitted the TANF grant agreements for the Kiowa Creek Community Church Food Bank and ECCO.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the grant agreements and found them appropriate for approval as to form.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the TANF grant agreement with the Kiowa Creek Community Church.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the TANF grant agreement with ECCO.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CLEARVIEW ACRES LEASE:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to discuss the issue of the tenant who leases Parcel 5A from Gold Creek Properties has extended a fence line into Tract A1 owned by Elbert County and it has restricted the open space use of the bridle path, etc., from surrounding neighbors.  Kelly Rosen, owner of Parcel 5 also spoke to this issue.  The Board of Commissioners instructed the Code Enforcement Officer Floyd Crossman to notify the tenant to take the fence down that is on County property and no leases will be given to the parcel owned by Elbert County.
COUNTY ATTORNEY
County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Mark reviewed the Correctional Healthcare Management agreement for inmate healthcare.  The agreement is for May 15, 2008 through December 31, 2008 with appropriate renewal provisions.  Mark found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the contract with Correctional Healthcare Management Inmate Services agreement between Elbert County and CHM.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark discuss the renovation of the Justice Center and the final report received from Atkinson Noland.  The Board requested that a copy of the report be given to the Sheriff.
