Surplus Jail Kitchen Equipment:  Sheriff Bill Frangis came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners declare a Frymaster, Farmer Bros. Ice Tea Brewer and Coletec Freezer as surplus.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to salvage/surplus the Frymaster, Farmers Bros. Ice Tea Brewer and Coletec Freezer and dispose of them by auction.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT KITCHEN EQUIPMENT

DECLARED SURPLUS/SALVAGE

Burn Restriction:  Elizabeth Fire Chief T.J. Steck on behalf of the Elbert County Fire Chief’s Association came before the Board to request the burn level be reduced to a Stage 1 due to the amount of moisture that has been received.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to lower the burn level to a Stage 1.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Speed Limit on County Road 194:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehman came before the Board to discuss the County Road 194 road condition.  County Road 194 between County Road 17 and Patrick Trail (4.2 miles) consists of chip seal over subgrade with multiple potholes and alligator cracking requiring ongoing maintenance.  In February 2010, CH2M Hill submitted to the County, the Elbert County Pavement Evaluation – Phase 1 and based upon this evaluation, County Road 194 roadway conditions ranged from poor to failing.  Elbert County has contracted with Ground Engineering Consultants Inc., to perform a subsurface exploration program to develop geotechnical recommendations for design and construction of County Road 194 between County Road 17 and Patrick Trail.  During the design and construction of County Road 194, the Road & Bridge Department requested that the installation of “rough road” signs with “advisory speed” limit signs of 35 mph be posted in accordance with current MTUCD regulations.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the installation of W8-8 “ROUGH ROAD” signs with W13-P “ADVISORY SPEED” limit signs of 35 mph for County Road 194 between County Road 17 and Patrick Trail based upon the February 2010 CH2M  Hill Elbert County Pavement Evaluation – Phase 1.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

APPROVAL OF SIGN MODIFICATION ON COUNTY

ROAD 194 BETWEEN COUNTY ROAD 17 AND PATRICK TRAIL

WITH AN ADVISORY SPEED LIMIT OF 35 MPH

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid & Scheffel came before the Board on behalf of County Attorney Mark Scheffel to discuss the following items:
Tom reviewed the agreement with Kimley-Horn & Associates to provide Elbert County professional traffic engineering services for the purpose of to conduct a speed study along Kiowa-Bennett Road between the north Town of Kiowa limit and County Road 174, in the amount of $4,500.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel has reviewed this agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the agreement with Kimley-Horn & Associates for a Speed Study in the amount of $4,500.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Tom reviewed the agreement with Signal Health Network and Cheyenne, Elbert, Kit Carson and Lincoln Counties and County Attorney Mark Scheffel has reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Signal Health Network agreement on behalf of Social Services with Cheyenne, Kit Carson and Lincoln Counties.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.  
Tom reviewed the previously approved TANF agreement with Liberty Plains Baptist Church Food Bank in the amount of $10,000.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the TANF agreement with Liberty Plains Baptist Church Food Bank in the amount of $10,000.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Tom reviewed the Core Services Child Protection Agreement and County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Core Services Child Protection Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
