The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:07 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Agenda for the Board of County Commissioners for May 21, 2008, as written. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes as written for the meeting of May 14, 2008. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #114368 through # 114445, all accounts all funds in the amount of $259752.07 on 5/21/08. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #114145, vender is Atkinson Nolan. Reason is wrong fund read into the record. Reissued on 5/28/08, in the amount of   $203.67. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMUNITY & DEVELOPMENT SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the board to request approval for payment to Carter & Burgess on the following project:
Payment has been received from Bandara in the amount of 5918.75 for engineering services performed on this project from Carter & Burgess. Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
R.R.E.O. RECYCLING GRANT CONTRACT:

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to discuss the Recycling Resource Economic Grant that was awarded in the amount of $160000.00 through the Public Health & Environment. The money comes from Colorado Waste Hire Recycling Fund. The Grant allows Communities to start or enhance their current recycling efforts.
The Proposal was written to enhance what the Elbert County Compactor already does, by increasing what they can take and change the annual Household Hazardous Waste Roundup Event to a Monthly event, and start a Drop and Swap Event, which will decrease the amount to dispose of. 
Mary Sue Liss will start working on these goals by July 1, 2008, and must complete purchases of equipment by June 30, 2009.
This is a Task Order Contract proposed by the State and Department of Public Health and Environment. The Task Order is being issued in accordance with the Master Contract between the State of Colorado and Elbert County, which was previously executed by the BOCC. Its original form was missing exhibit B, which Ms. Liss has provided. 
Mark has reviewed the Task Order Contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Metli made a motion to sign the contract from the State of Colorado Recycling Resources Economic opportunity for the grant. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CHANGE ORDERS JUSTICE CENTER:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the board to discuss the Change Order #5 for the design elements for the Intel space between the new building and the jail and the 911 buildings. Architectural Structural Design fees in the amount of $8258.00 submitted in accordance with the contract is appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Metli made a motion to pay change order #5 for the money spent to the Architect to design the Intel area. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried ad so ordered.

MILLER GRAVEL PIT SUR SU-07-0153:

Planner I Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board on behalf of  The Community Development Services. They are requesting  a continuance of the Miller Gravel Pit till June 18, 2008.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to continue the Miller Gravel Pit SUR SU-07-0153 on June 18, 2008 at 1:00 p.m., or soon as possible thereafter. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
HEIGHTS AT SPRING CREEK CONCEPT PLAN AND 1041 PERMIT:

Planner I Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to present a request for CP 07-0160 The Heights at Spring Creek PUD concept plan review. A 74.97 acre Planned Unit Development consisting of 25 single family lots, and an additional lot for a community park, located in a portion of sections 5 & 6 township 7south, range 64w in Elbert County. Application 10-07-0160 The Heights at Spring Creek 1041 permit. A request to obtain a 1041 permit as a new Community. The applicant and representative is Lyon Brothers Investment LLC. The applicant is requesting comment from the Planning Commission and the Board and possibly the public on their proposal.
The Proposal is to develop two parcels equaling 74.97 acres. As proposed, the project would have a base density of 2.51 acres gross density with a net lot size no larger than 2.71 acres, allowing for individual septic systems. Each lot will be required to identify a secondary leech field location. The PUD document will make it mandatory that the secondary site remain protected for that use in perpetuity. The proposal would total 25 residential lots. Additionally, the applicant is proposing a 2.5 acre tract for a community park. The site plan indicates a ball field within the park that will be open to the public. The lot will also include the central water facilities for the development. The proposed PUD will require paved roads.
The site is located directly east of the Deer Creek Farms subdivision and ½ mile south of the of the Spring Valley golf course. The proposed access includes one existing driveway access into CR 166, a second access onto CR 17-21, and a provision for a third access to the South of the proposed development. The CR 166 access may need modification per Road and Bridge, as a result of pre-existing drainage issues. The site is within a reasonable to the approved Spring Valley Ranches waste water facilities, and connection to the central waste water system there has been encouraged by Community and Development Services Offices. The applicant has indicated that negotiations along these lines have not been successful as yet.
The site is covered with a variety of grasses both native and introduced. The site plan indicates several treed areas, primarily near the two existing residences.

Topography: There is some topography, though the site plan indicates no areas of 20% or greater slope.
Floodplain: Currently there are no floodplain maps available for Elbert County. However, the site plan indicates no portion of the site to be in the 100 year flood plain.
Existing Zoning: (XX) Not Zoned & (A1) Agricultural-One.

Proposed Zoning: Planned Unit Development (PUD).

Surrounding Land Use and Zoning: South of the site, across CR166 is a parcel zoned A in excess of 60 acres. West of the site is the Deer Creek Farms subdivision zoned PUD and averaging between 1.5 and 2 acre lots. North of the site is Deer Creek Ranches with larger lots zoned RA 1 and A zoned parcel in excess of 60 acres. The East property line is adjacent to an A zoned property in excess of 60 acres. The southeast right angle of the property is adjacent to a single parcel zoned A 1. The approved Spring Valley Ranch PUD is approximately ½ mile northeast of the site.

The application was submitted in December, 2007. At the suggestion of CDSO, the proposed name of the project was changed in an effort to avoid confusion with Spring Valley Ranches. Additionally, staff made several recommendations regarding changes in the layout in reference to the park location and suggested some additional open space along the southern boundary of the project. The applicant was also made aware that some historic drainage problems in this area will require mitigation. The applicant indicated they wished to proceed with the project as originally submitted. Referrals were sent out and upon their return, hearing dates were set.
This application was reviewed by the Planning Commission on May 8, 2008. 

A Concept Plan must meet the requirements specified in the County’s 1041 Regulations Chapter 4, Article 304 and the County’s Subdivision Regulations Section VII.

1041 Regulation Compliance: The submitted documentation has complied with the submittal requirements of Chapter 4, Article 304.

Subdivision Regulation Compliance: The submitted documentation has complied with the submittal requirements of Section VII

Referral Comments: The applicant has available the responses of the referral agencies to evaluate as the application moves forward.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
There was no Public Comment on this Concept Plan.

GRADING, OVER-EXCAVATION AND IMPROVEMENT PERMIT APPLICATIONS:
Planning Director Richard Miller came before the board to request a continuance until May 28, 2008.
Commissioner Metli made a motion for a continuance until May 23, 2008. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
PRESENTATION OF A PROPOSED ELBERT COUNTY CITIZENS COMMITTEE:

Ben Severson came before the Board to propose the formation of a Citizens Road and Bridge Tax Oversight Committee. It will be staffed with nine members with staggered terms, 2-3 years and shall include a Chair, Vice Chair and Secretary.
Tom Lloyd came before the Board to present the proposal. The committee was formed in response to the citizen concerns over the ballot initiative that was passed in 2007, sales/use tax for road and bridge. Citizens voiced concerns that the new tax revenues might be spent in other ways not set forth in the ballot issues. Forming a Citizen Oversight Committee they could track the expenditures of the money and revenue where the money was taken in and where it went out.
The Board agreed that they would take the proposal under consideration. 
The Board agreed to continue on June 18, 2008. 

 COUNTY ATTORNEY:
County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board and reviewed the proposed
Agreement between the Columbia Cascade Company and the Elbert County     Government for the purchase of playground equipment for the Kiowa Fairgrounds. This is grant money in the amount of 25950.00. Mark found the agreement is appropriate for approval as to form.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair signs the agreement with the Columbia Cascade Company for the fairground equipment. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark also discussed the previous item bids for Simla Road & Bridge for the purchase of trucks from the Colorado Kenworth Inc. to replace truck order in the amount of $452750.00. Mark found the order is appropriate for approval as to form.
Commissioner Metli made a motion for the Chair to sign the agreement with MHC Kenworth dealers for the five trucks that were approved. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Sue Hart came before the Board to discuss her questions from the BOCC meeting from May 14, 2008.

Robert Thomason came before the Board to thank the BOCC for responding to his letters and to clarify some issues he had.

Norm Happel came before the Board to make it very clear that the proposed Citizen Oversight Committee is not there to discuss our County Government. Their primary purpose is to follow the guidelines of that plan.

No further business coming before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 2:10 p.m.,
