The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:00 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Section 8.C need to change the name of Consolidation to Regionalization.
New Business 11.B removed from today’s Agenda. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda as presented. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made the motion to accept today’s Consent Agenda Items A through E. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

STAFF REPORTS:

Budget Officer April Hoyt came before the Board and discussed as part as the normal operating procedures year end of books the Treasurer requested that their Accountant and Budget Officer to review some selected accounts. Our Accountant on Thursday May 20th 2010 found a misallocation of Vehicle Sales and Use Tax and specific ownership taxes. This mistake resulted from new recording practices and employee turnover. This matter is being dealt with in a transparent and expedited manner. This misallocation caused the Treasurer Agency’s funds to be transferred inadvertently to the County general fund. This is an isolated issue that effects the County’s general fund only. They want to assure everyone that the Road and Bridge and Sale’s Tax Funds were not impacted. Over a 2 ½ period this mistake amounted to approximately one million dollars. The Budget Office is currently reviewing the impact on the 2010 Budget and will address repayment options for the 2011 Budget process. Going forward the Treasurers Office and County Budget Office will perform additional reviews and analysis on a monthly basis to avoid these kinds of errors.
Kevin Collins with Clifton Gunderson came before the Board and stated that they were requested to look into certain accounts and last Thursday came up and they noted a problem. Essentially what had happened were some changes in revenue sources. There were some new reports generated. Kevin explained if you have a $100.00 that is in an account and you have $6.00 that comes into it and $2.00 gets distributed to district one, $2.00 to district two, and $2.00 to district three, $6.00 in $6.00 out. There was a secondary report that said there was $3.00 that goes into the new fund, so the $ 3.00 goes into the new fund. So what had happened then was $6.00 in and $9.00 out. What should have happened is when the $3.00 went out there should have been $1.00 taken from district one $1.00 taken from district two and $1.00 taken from district three. That part of the transaction did not occur, so what happened you have a balance of $100.00 you brought in $6.00 you took out $9.00 and ended up with $97.00. Due to that type of thing is what caused the error to build up over time. As stated we have been working since Thursday and identified the dollar value and have been working with the Treasurers Office to take corrective action. Chairperson Hope Goetz asked if this took place because of a double entry where money was showing in several places. Kevin explained that it took place of a double entry because the second report was not clear and they didn’t understand that it had already been addressed in the first report so there was some confusion in understanding of the revenue modification between the two reports. Commissioner Shipper asked what the time frame was that this happened over. Kevin explained has taken place over about a 2 ½ year period basically with the implementation of the sales tax. Instead of there being one consolidated report there was a separate report so the sales tax went into the correct fund it was already part of the basket that had already been collected. They brought it to the County’s attention Thursday afternoon. They are in normal closeout period with getting ready for the audit. The Treasurer was involved letting them know that some of the accounts did not look right.
Billie Mills Elbert County Treasurer came before the board to concur what has been said was correct and this was an error found on Thursday. She had asked to have this checked out because there was some question on that and immediately had it looked at. They are being transparent and want to take care of it immediately. Billie said they brought it out to the public so there is nothing not being said. They are moving forward and making the corrections as necessary.  
PUBLIC HEARINGS:

Celtic Festival Special Events Liquor License: Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the special events liquor license for the Elizabeth Celtic Festival. The license application is for July 17th, and July 18th, to serve malt, vinous and spirituous liquor on July 17th from 9am to 9pm, and July 18th from 9am to 5pm. The license is for Casey Jones Park 4189 Hwy 86, Elizabeth, Colorado. Applicant has applied with all associated rules and fees. It is a complete application. The public notice has been in the newspaper for thirty days, on the County’s website and as required by state Statue, posted on the premises for 10 days and the Celtic Festival did post this in excess of the 10days. In the last 17 years of processing this application on a yearly basis for the Celtic Festival there have never been any violations of this license in the past. No written or verbal objections regarding this Application.
Public Comment Speakers: None.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Celtic Festival Special Events Liquor License. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELBERT COUNTY COMMUNICATION / DISPATCH CENTER

REGIONALIZATION:

Commissioner Shipper discussed where they stand with the cost and what they need to do to upgrade the Dispatch Center and the bringing it up to standards with Douglas County and Arapahoe County. They have spent considerable time on this and have met with a number of people that are experts in the area. They have talked with various Fire Departments and the Sheriffs Office and numerous individuals. They are spending a lot of money on dispatch calls and have to move forward and have to do what is right for the County, Sheriff’s Department and do what is right for everyone in the County. Commissioner Shipper suggested they move the Dispatch Center operations to Douglas County the first of September and to facilitate this move they need to move forward. Commissioner Schwab thanked Commissioner Shipper and Commissioner Goetz for all the time they have spent researching this and trying to find out the best thing for Elbert County to do. Whatever decision is made or whatever vote comes out this is a Community Supported and user Agency supported decision. The Fire Department and Law Enforcement recognizes the fact that this is the avenue they need to go. Commissioner Schwab stated that 78% of the calls that the Dispatch Center handles are for the Sheriffs Office. 
COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC;

Rick Pettitt representing the Emergency Telephone Service Authority for Elbert County came before the Board. Rick read a letter stating their position. The E911 Authority supports the proposal assembled by several Emergency Service Agencies to outsource Emergency Dispatch to Douglas County. Over the past 10 years the E911 Authority has invested considerable time and energy in funds in the Emergency Dispatch. From a one person operation facing jail to a modern facility which has served the citizens of the County well since its exception in 2005, however the cost of technology to operate a Dispatch Center has escalated beyond our ability to fund it. As the world becomes more connected with the variety and technology use. As the Emergency Service broadens, new and more expensive computers and communications systems are needed to provide and access and manage the flows of information. The cost of a basic computer aided dispatch system has grown from about $60000.00 in 2004 to $150000.00 today. Full featured systems are in the excess of $500000.00. Further on the horizon is a complete replacement of the 1980 faced 911 call routing system, which moves emergency call to internet based technology. The costs of implementing that technology are enormous and these factors are made regionalization of the Dispatch Service more attractive throughout the County because of overall cost. The funding for the equipment and the technology in our center come from surcharges of 70 cents for each telephone line and each cell phone for each month. There is simply not enough money in the funding method to operate and maintain the needed technology, so we are in support of the concept of establishing a new Emergency County Service Communication Authority made up of representatives from each of the Emergency Agencies in the County. The new authority would have responsibility for collecting the negotiated funds from the County and all Service Agencies. The negotiated Intergovernmental Agency with Douglas County for Dispatch Services and for remitting those funds to the County. It also serves other functions, including coordination among Agencies to establish communication procedures with Douglas County and among our Agencies maintaining the communication infrastructure planning for improved internet access for the County and other Emergency Communication supported needs. They fill that it is important for all State Voters be voting members of the new authority with equal voice. We also noted that it is essential that all 911 funds be accounted for separately and to be strictly used for the purpose allowed by Statue. These allowed expenditures include contact and for dispatch services. It is our view that the move and overall benefit the safety of life and of property for the Citizens of Elbert County.
T. J. Steck representing the Elbert County Fire Chiefs Association came before the Board. T.J. explained that this has been a very rough process. In March when they had the first met regarding the situation the County is in they were all very mad. They started to research on what was going on and realized through their research and through the help of the Commissioners that this was necessary. Further research has shown that in the priority for the County Fire Chef’s Association what was best for the Citizens and our responders as far as health and safety. It came down to the fact that Regionalization probably was their best bet, not because of the quality or the caliber of the staff because we have staff member’s second to none at the Dispatch Center. The question was financial stability and the ability to maintain a technological level that they need. We commend the Commissioners on making this type of decision if you do. We do support it and we do feel that in this case as proposed to the Commissioners by the County’s Fire Chief’s that it is in the best interest and the health and safety of the Citizens and the Responders in the County.
Chris La May, Town Administrator for the Town of Elizabeth came before the Board. Chris is representing the Town of Elizabeth. Chris said while it saddens the Town to see the closure of the Elbert County Communications Center, they believe that the current situation is not conducive to sufficient and safe operations and number of workforce is taxed an are looking for positions elsewhere and there are a number or immediate as well as long term financial upgrades that need to be made to the existing center. We believe that we are ultimately responsible to the tax payers of Elbert County and the Town on Elizabeth that contracting with Douglas County Dispatch is a proper business decision at this time. They support their decision. Chris thanked the Fire Chiefs Association they really took a strong lead on this and provided some valuable direction.
Commissioner Goetz asked for anymore Public Comment. None.

Commissioner Schwab had one final comment. In lieu of what Commissioner Shipper said about their financial situation they will no longer be able to pay for Dispatch Service. 
Commissioner Schwab, for the reasons stated moved to proceed with the orderly closure of the Elbert County Communications and Dispatch Center and transfer its functions to include Dispatch and for the Sheriff’s Office to Douglas County Dispatch Center and all appropriate Memorandums of Understanding and Intergovernmental Agreements necessary effects transfer be prepared for presentation and approval by this Board. This motion will be effective on or before September 1, 2010. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
PUBLIC HEALTH FEE SCHEDULE :

Elbert County Health and Environment Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to ask approval to adopt a new Fee Schedule effective May 26, 2010. Commissioner Goetz stated that these new prices have been advertised and this is a Public Hearing, but wondered how this price increase came about. These are all increases. There are a couple of adjustments, based on a few of the Public Health clients that don’t have insurance. The rest of the prices are in line with what the Public Health and Environment will allow them to charge for Immunization Administration and also based on the cost of the shots for services involved. 
Commissioner Goetz asked for Public Comment. None

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Elbert County Health and Environment Fee Schedule be approved as presented. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to express his Thanks to Bob Myrick and the Maintenance Department for the help they gave them through transition of the Planning Department. Richard also wanted to thank and recognize Janet Phillips in the I. T. Dept. for all her help. 

COMMENTS BY ELECTED OFFICIALS AND DEPARTMENT HEADS:
Craig Curl with Elbert County Enterprise Authority came before the Board to talk about the SBA Seminar that they will be having at the Health Dept. It is a Seminar by the Small Business Administration. This is for Business that are trying to start, look for loans, marketing programs and other things the Administration handles. It will be held on June 17, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. Craig Curl said the ECEA has been working with the Colorado Work Force in Elizabeth. He is promoting the Colorado Work Force, because they have a variety of jobs available in Elbert County. Craig also talked about the ECEA will be hosting the Prairie Development Corporation dinner. Craig also talked about the Plains Art Guild and the website plainsartguild.org. 

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to report the recent County Events. LaRiea talked about the damaged water main in the Town of Agate. Wal-Mart donated 800 bottles of drinking water for individual use and 60 gallons of cooking water for the school. LaRiea thanked Wal-Mart for their donation. LaRiea talked about the high winds that blew an unoccupied building down on May 24th, 2010. LaRiea also reported the numerous semi truck accidents. OEM is working with the Elizabeth Stampede Rodeo organizers and the district responder creating and events action plan focusing on organization instant response planning and communication. 
Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to provide an update. Ed talked about some road patching that they are working on, on County Road 915, and CR 194. Patching will continue the rest of May and June. They are not intending to turn CR 194 back into dirt. Ground engineering has started their coring of the subsurface on CR 194 and Kiowa-Bennett Road. Ed said it is looking like a total reconstruction on CR 194. All of the patching that they are completing on CR 194 and 915 is temporary. They do expect failures in the near future. The contractor that is under contract to complete CR 17-21 and CR 106 has started the final lay of asphalt. They are working on CR 98 removing a dirt mount that causes a snow trap.
Mary Sue Liss Elbert County Health and Environment Director came before the Board to give them a brief update. The rabies outbreak is the biggest issue they have been experiencing. Since last fall they have tested 27 animals positive for rabies. Since January they have tested 22 with the latest being a fox in the Sun Country neighborhood. They are currently working with a cow heard that they have had some unexplained deaths with. They have sent samples to CSU Diagnostic hospital for testing. They have also been working with some Elbert County citizens that have had the misfortune of Salmonella, and Guardia. They are also doing sports physicals for local school kids. They are working with the CEC to get accredited through the State Health Dept.
COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Mike Wyatt came before the Board to discuss Medical Marijuana.

Craig Curl with ECEA came before the Board to inform them that they have been getting numerous calls on this topic. Craig has been informing them that we have a moratorium.

Jim Whistler came before the Board to make comment on the staff report.

Sheriff Frangis came before the Board to consider an extension to the Medical Marijuana Moratorium when the old Moratorium expires in July until all the rules are in place. Sheriff Frangis ask the Board put this issue in the November ballot so the citizens of the County can decide on this issue. 

Commissioner Goetz said all comments will be considered and taken under advisement.
NEW BUSINESS:

Elbert County Fair:  The Board of Elbert County Commissioners has agreed to allow sale of malt, vinous and spirituous liquors at the Elbert County Fair Grounds during the Cowboy up Rodeo. July 31st thru August 1st 2010 between the times of 11:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. The Board of County Commissioners has also allowed the sale of malt, vinous and spirituous liquors at the Elbert County Fair at the Elbert County Fair Grounds. The Schedule will be as follows:

August 6th, 2010 2:00p.m. to11:00 p.m.

August 7th, 2010 11:00a.m to 6:00 p.m.
Liquor will be sold in front of the exhibit building, south to the arena and west to the pavilion. This will include the grandstands.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the letter to support the Elbert County Fair Commission to sell liquor. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Approve Pavement Evaluation Phase 2: Road & Bridge Superintendant Ed Ehmann requested to disable this subject until the next meeting.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion to disable the Approve Pavement Evaluation Phase 2 until the next meeting which will be June 9, at 9:00 or as soon as there after. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Ballot Initiative for Bonding Sales Tax Revenue:  Steve Valdez came before the Board to request to place an issue for the Voters on the November 10th Ballot. This issue is to be titled Bonding of Sales Tax Use Tax Revenues. The Ballot text place in the Sale Tax Use referendum on the 2008 Ballot did not include authority to the EOCC for bonding of set tax revenues. Without the voters approval this bonding authority, the County cannot issue bonds for capital expenditures of road and bridge improvements. By bonding our tax money we will be able to address our road issues now and not have to wait from year to year only to complete 2 to 3 mile sections of improvement each year. In addition from our roads benefiting from these funds, the County will also realize a side benefit of the money being spent here within the County from the contractors and other businesses needed to perform. This request for the November 2010 ballot issue, strictly and administrative procedure to amend a previous ballot text shortfall passed by the voters. I would like to make it clear that no new taxes will be needed for these bonds and we would use existing tax revenue. Steve requested that the County Attorney prepare the letter attempt for the ballot issue and forward the attempt to the County Clerk and Recorder. 
Commissioner Schwab, for the reason stated made a motion the bond of anticipated sales and use tax revenue for the future road and bridge funding be placed on the next upcoming election ballot. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark discussed the Agreement 2008 EMPG Local Emergency Management Support Grant Agreement and Litigation Systems Program. LaRiea Thompson with the Office of Emergency Management explained that these were funds that were not expended through a mediation Grant that they obtained from the State of Colorado. They were awarded $10000.00 and did not spend $143.10 of that and the State is asking for that back. Mark reviewed the User Agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to execute the proposed amendment to the EMPG Mitigation Assistance Program Grant between Elbert County and the State of Colorado on behalf of the Dept of Local Affairs and the Division of Emergency Management to de-obligate unused EMPG Funds back to the State in the amount of $143.10. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark also presented another EMPG Local Emergency Support Grant Agreement proposed by the State of Colorado and the Dept of Local Affairs, Division of Emergency Management and Elbert County’s agreement. This will run through June 30 2011. This awards $55000.00 Federal EMPG funding and requires a matching contribution of $55000.00. Mark found the proposed Grant Agreement appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the proposed Grant Agreement from the EMPG Local Emergency Management Support Grant between Elbert County and the State of Colorado on behalf of the Dept. of Local Affairs, Division of Emergency Management for financial support of Elbert County’s local Emergency Management Program June 30, 2011. Awarded $55000.00 in Federal EMPG funding. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark presented a Contract for Elbert County Health and Environment. Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to explain the first Contract is a Memorandum of Understanding between Elbert County Health and Environment Dept and the CDEHP. This involves their participation in the Traumatic Brain Injury Pool Fund. Mark said in having reviewed this Agreement, it is appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Memorandum of Understanding including the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners on behalf of Elbert County Health and Environment in the State of Colorado and behalf of the Colorado Dept of Public Health and Environment provision of EEI Care Coordination Services for Families residing in Elbert County for a maximum reimbursement of $103200.00 from the State to Elbert County thru June 30, 2011. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mary Sue Liss presented the Master Contract for Public Health which will run from July 2010 thru June, 2011. The Elbert Health and Environment will receive $48817.00 in funding. Mark has reviewed the Agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion approve and execute the Task Order Contract for the year 2010 to 2011 fiscal years between the State of Colorado on behalf of the Dept of Public Health and Environment and the Board of County Commissioners of Elbert County on behalf of Elbert County Health and Environment provide the provisions of local public health services thru June 30, 2011 for a maximum contract allocation of $48817.00 in State and Federal Funding. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark presented a contract proposed between the Victims Assistants and Law Enforcement. This regarding a proposed grant to the Sheriff’s office in the amount of $69985.00 2010 to 2011 fiscal year presented by the Sherriff’s Dept. In having reviewed the agreement as presented, Mark has found it appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the proposed contract between Elbert County AEL Board, the 18th Judicial District for the available grant to the Sherriff’s Office for 69985.00 thru June 30, 2011. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark presented two grants presented by the Social Services Dept. Director. The first is a Memorandum of Understanding between the Colorado Dept of Human Services and the Elbert County regarding the Colorado Works Program and the Colorado Child Care Assistance Program to run through June 30, 2011. In having reviewed the agreement, Mark has found the proposed agreement appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the proposed Memorandum of Understanding between Elbert County and the State of Colorado Dept of Human Services regarding the County’s administration compliance with the Colorado Works Program and Child Care Assistance Program thru June 30, 2011. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously and so ordered.
Mark presented a second agreement proposed by the Dept of Social Services Director. It is a Memorandum of Understanding proposed between Elbert County Dept. of Social Services and the 18th Judicial District Probation Dept. 18th Judicial District division of youth corrections, Elbert County Public Health Dept., Elbert County School District, for Elizabeth and Kiowa, Centennial Mental Health Center, East Behavioral Health, Women’s Crisis Center, Juvenile Assessment Center regarding the provision on certain integrative multi agency services that handle the children of Elbert County. This agreement will be thru June 30, 2011. This addresses the distribution of funding retained from various grants. This is designed to provide for children and families of integrative multi agency services. In reviewing the proposed agreement, Mark found it appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the proposed Memorandum of Understanding regarding and integrative multi agency services to families of children within Elbert County thru June 30, 2011 in utilizing 2152220.00 in funding for Elbert County Dept of Social Services and Elbert County Dept of Public Health. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously and so ordered.
No further business coming before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 11:30 a.m., with the next scheduled meeting to commence at approximately 9:00 a.m. June 9, 2010.
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
