The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 3rd day of June 2009, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners convened at 9:05 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer led by Pastor Nathan Smith of Majestic View Church and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Additions:  Dispatch, Reorganization, Office Manager and Budget Officer. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the amended Agenda for today.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept Items A through C on the Consent Agenda.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMENTS BY ELECTED OFFICIALS AND DEPARTMENT HEADS:
Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to announce that the next Planning Commission workshop is scheduled for June 11th at 7 pm in the BOCC Meeting Room to review the proposed revisions to the Zoning Regulations.
Sheriff Bill Frangis came before the Board to report that in cooperation with the Road & Bridge Department the inmates will be cleaning up trash in the ditches and appropriate signage will be posted.

COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Ken Johanson stated that he attended the Planning Commission meeting regarding the Zoning Regulations amendments and questioned the cost of new developments to the County.

Sharon Roberts came before the Board to discuss the flooding situation of her home and that the culvert that was installed was raised and with the rain her home has flooded again.

Al Shione came before the Board to discuss a stretch of County Road 146 that is quite muddy after the rain and believes to be a driving hazard.

AWARDS & RECOGNITION:

The Board of Commissioners recognized the Elizabeth Stampede Royalty and thanked the current Queen, Amanda Jerrold and her attendant Sara Barnes and was introduced to the 2010 Queen Makenzie Milote and 2010 Queen Attendant Jadie Rogers.
NEW BUSINESS:

Communications Center:  The Board of Commissioners recognized and thanked Pat Ognie for her performance as Acting Director of the Elbert County Communications Center for a job well done.  The Commissioners further discussed the necessity of returning the Communications Center back to 40 hours per week.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to return Dispatch to a 40 hour work week starting July 1st.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Reorganization:  The Board of Commissioners discussed combining the Community & Development Services Department and the Building Department under the supervision of Planning Director Richard Miller.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to combine Community Services & Development and Building Department under one with the Planning Director as the supervisor.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Office Manager:  The Board of Commissioners announced that Cherie Radeker has been appointed as the Office Manager for the BOCC Office and officially appoint April Hoyt as the Budget Officer having successfully completed her probationary period.
Security Service by Elbert County Sheriff’s Office: The Board of County Commissioners stated that effective immediately, in accordance with the duties imposed upon the Elbert County Sheriff by Colorado law, including but not limited to, the general duty to keep and preserve the peace in Elbert County set forth in CRS 30-10-516, please take note that the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners has requested that the Elbert County Sheriff’s Office, in coordination with all applicable local law enforcement agencies, provide security and patrol services for all Elbert County-owned facilities and property located in both the incorporated and unincorporated areas of Elbert County.  Such facilities include the Main County Building, located at 215 Comanche Street in Kiowa; the Annex Building, located at 221 Comanche Street in Kiowa; all Road and Bridge facilities; all Social Services offices; all CSU Extension Offices; the Elbert County Fairgrounds; and any other building and/or facility owned by Elbert County.  In addition, the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners has requested that the Elbert County Sheriff’s Office provide a deputy at any other functions for which the Board of County Commissioners request.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion for the Chair to sign this document.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.  Kiowa Police Chief Mike Root addressed the Board on this matter and stated that he understood what the Commissioners were trying to do; however, this does not relieve the Town of Kiowa from their jurisdictional duties within the incorporated Town of Kiowa and certain events will need to be coordinated between the Town of Kiowa Police Department and the Sheriff’s Department.
Mile High RETAC Appointment:  Kiowa Fire Chief Dian Bowers came before the Board to request that Commissioners appoint LaRiea Thompson to the Mile High RETAC Committee to fill the vacated seat.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to appoint LaRiea Thompson to the Mile High RETAC effective immediately.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

This event will be held at the Casey Jones Park at 3189 Highway 96, Elizabeth, Colorado on July 18 and 19, 2009 with the requested serving time of 9 am to 10 pm on July 18th and 9 am to 6 pm on July19th. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to move forward with the final payment public notice.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the agreement with Simplex for monitoring the fire alarm system at the Justice Center in the amount of $420.00 for one year and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the Simplex Agreement in the amount of $420.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the Mental Health Services contract for the Social Services Department with Cheyenne, Kit Carson, Lincoln and Elbert Counties for July 1, 2009 through May 31, 2010 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to authorize the Chair to sign the 2009/2010 Child Protection Agreement for mental health services.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
