JUNE 4, 2008

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 4th day of June 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:08 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Additions:  Wing Blade Bid and Culvert Rehab Bid Recommendations.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the June 4, 2008, Agenda for the County Commissioner Meeting as amended.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:

CORE Insights Marketing Survey regarding lottery proceeds.

MetroGro Spring 2008 Brochure.

Commissioner Metli announced that Governor Ritter signed House Bill 1007 regarding  Toll Road Corridors.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept the minutes of May 28, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #114546 through #114598, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $100,901.72 on 06/04/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #114489 in the amount of $237.35 payable to Dan Thomas due to wrong vendor.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

TOWN OF KIOWA – REQUEST FOR AN EASEMENT:
Kiowa Town Manager Lynn Brownfield came before the Board to request approval for the County to grant the Town of Kiowa a 30 foot easement to allow for the expansion of the Town’s water system.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the easement agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the easement agreement with the Town of Kiowa for the water line expansion.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
PUBLIC HEALTH CONTRACT:
Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to present the June 30, 2008 through July 1, 2009, Public Health Core Services Program contract which is a continuation of the Master Contract.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Public Health Nursing contract for 2008/2009.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

WING BLADE BIDS:

Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board to recommend that the bid from Ryland Industries for wing blade in the amount of $18,100 be accepted.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the bid for wing blade and installation from Ryland Industries.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CULVERT REHABILITATION BIDS:

Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board to recommend that both bids for repair of a culvert on County Road 197 be rejected.  Tim can purchase a new culvert, close the road and do the work in-house for $11,500.00.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to reject the two bids for culvert rehabilitation on Road 197.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
SOCIAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Social Services Director Susan Walton was not available to give her monthly report and rescheduled for the June 18th Commissioner Meeting.

DEER CREEK WATER SERVICE PLAN:

Planner II Curtis Carlson came before the Board to present the request of Deer Creek Water District for the approval of the submitted Service Plan for the creation of the Deer Creek Water District.  The Deer Creek Water District will provide services to Deer Creek Farm Filing 1, 2, 3, 1A, 2A and 3A and Deer Creek Ranch Estates.
C.R.S. 32-1-102, specifies the contents of a service plan.  A service plan shall contain the following:  a description of proposed services; a financial plan showing how the proposed services are to be financed, including the proposed operating revenue derived from property taxes for the first budget year of the district; a preliminary engineering or architectural survey showing how the proposed services are to be provided; a map of the proposed special district boundaries and an estimate of the population and valuation for assessment of the proposed special district; a general description of the facilities to be constructed and the standards of such construction; a general description of the estimated cost of acquiring land, engineering services, legal services, administrative services, initial proposed indebtedness and estimated maximum interest rates and discounts and other major expenses related to the organization and initial operation of the district; a description of any arrangement or proposed agreement with any political subdivision for the performance of any services between the proposed special district and such other political subdivision and of the form contract to be used, if available, shall be attached to the service plan; information, along with other evidence presented at the hearing, satisfactory to establish that each of the criteria set forth in Section 32-1-203, C.R.S., if applicable is met; such additional information would have to be specified by the Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners as related to a conditional approval (C.R.S. 32-1-203(1)(c).

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve SR-08-0018, Deer Creek Water District Service Plan with the 1 condition of approval.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the Wagner Equipment lease/purchase agreements for three CAT motorgraders, S/N 0B9M00313; #0B9m00315; S/N #0B9M00312 and found them appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair sign the agreements with Wagner CAT for the lease purchase of three motorgraders.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the request for payment from White Construction for the Justice Center Rehab project and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign Requisition #12 from White Construction for work done on the Justice Center in the amount of $68,040.80.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the extension of the DOLA Grant for the Justice Center to June 30, 2009, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair sign the extension of the grant with DOLA for another year.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the VALE Grant for the Sheriff’s Department through the 18th Judicial District and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair sign the VALE grant award for the program.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the maintenance agreement for engine generator systems at the Communications Center and made the corrections that the agreement is between Elbert County Board of Commissioners on behalf of Elbert County Communications Center and EC Power System and add the non-appropriates clause.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
