The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:08 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.
AGENDA:

Additions:  Wright-Ingraham Institute Petition for Abatement Continuation.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda as amended.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda Items A through C as presented.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

AWARDS & RECOGNITION:
Richard Miller and Craig Curl, Co-Directors of the Elbert County Economic Authority came before the Board to introduce the New Business of the Month Spring Tooth Fibers at 8569 Highway 86, Kiowa, Co.  The owner, Andrew McArthur spins and weaves not only wool fibers but dog hair, etc.  The Board of Commissioners welcomed Mr. McArthur and his business to Elbert County.  

Craig also updated the Board on the ECEA booth at Elizabash and Enterprise Zone Certifications.

COMMENTS BY ELECTED OFFICIALS & DEPARTMENT HEADS:

Sheriff Bill Frangis came before the Board to discuss marijuana distribution centers and asked that the Board of Commissioners extend the moratorium and place the issue of allowing or not allowing marijuana distribution centers on the ballot and if the BOCC does not want to place this matter on the ballot, the Sheriff would petition it on the ballot.
Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to report that the paving project of County Road 17-21/106 is complete.

COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Steve Valdez came before the Board to discuss the formation of the Citizens Group to educate the public on the road improvements from sales tax.
STAFF REPORTS:
Social Services Department:  Social Services Director Cathi Robinson came before the Board to report on the Social Services Department budget and programs.

NEW BUSINESS:

Road & Bridge Equipment Surplus:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to request that two trailers be declared surplus.  The 2000 Aztec Trailer has a bent frame and the 2004 Econoline Trailer has broken axels and electric brakes that will not handle the loads this trailer was designed for.  The cost to repair these trailers far surpasses what they are worth.  The staff plans to replace these two surplused trailers with one that will be equipped with air brakes.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the surplus of a 2000 Aztec Trailer, VIN #4ZEBUE0080YK000663 and a 2004 Econoline Trailer, VIN #42EDPKF4541001008.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ROAD & BRIDGE EQUIPMENT DECLARED SURPLUS

Release of Escrow Funds:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to request approval to release funds from escrow account #020-000-3424-CEIK in the amount of $7,000 for payment to Entertia Consulting Group for construction inspections for the following:  Rocky Mountain Airpark - $960.00; Boy Scouts Entry Road - $40.00; Boy Scouts Travis Facility - $3,840.00; Boy Scouts Sporting Clay - $1,080.00 and Boy Scouts Berms Only - $1,080.00.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the release of funds from escrow account #020-000-3424-CEIK, in the amount of $7,000.00 for payment to Enertia Consulting Group for construction inspections on the Rocky Mountain Airpark and Boy Scout sites.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Sales Tax Bond Issue:  Tony Baker, co-creator of the Citizens Action Committee came before the Board to request that the Board formalize this Committee and add a Road & Bridge employee and one BOCC on the Committee.  Duties of this committee would be to assist in finding and obtain funding for road projects, grant writing, and reviewing the plan for road improvements.

Wright-Ingraham Institute Petition for Abatement:  Appraiser Debbie Scoggins came before the Board to present additional information submitted for the Wright-Ingraham Institute Petition for Abatement.  This is for Schedule #R110409, located at 1520 County Road 98.  The Assessor again recommends denial of the abatement since research performed by the Assessor’s Office indicates that the property value for tax year 2009 is correct and should not be adjusted.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to deny the Petition for Abatement for Wright-Ingraham Institute, Schedule #R110409, for tax year 2009.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the proposed GIS Digital Data License Agreement between Elbert County and Acadian Land Services LLC and Sam Gary Jr. & Associates, Inc. in the amount of $4,000.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Tom reported that the real estate agreement from Gladys Bachmann for property located at 309 Cheyenne Street, Kiowa, CO, in the amount of $65,000 to be paid from the County’s Open Space Funds was reviewed by the County Attorney and found to be appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the real estate contract for property located at 309 Cheyenne Street, Kiowa, CO, to be purchased from Gladys Bachmann.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
