The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the June 18, 2007, Commissioner Meeting Agenda as amended.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of June 4, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #114746 through #114855, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $163,511.58 on 06/18/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #114651 through #114745, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $854,216.39 on 06/18/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #114599 through #114650, Payroll, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $238,452.20 on 06/18/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #114476 dated 05/26/08 in the amount of $37.63 to Richard Miller.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Planner II Curtis Carlson came before the Board to request approval of payments to the engineers as follows:

Peaceful Valley Scout Ranch in the amount of $3,000.00.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Miller Ranch Project in the amount of $8,487.50.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.   Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Wild Pointe Water Storage Project in the amount of $2,500.00.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

REVIEW OF PHILANTHROPY DAYS WORKSHOP:

Elbert County Library Director Kerry Bauman came before the Board and gave an informational report on the Philanthropy Days Workshop that she along with Gary Begin – Town of Elizabeth;  Lynn Brownfield – Town of Kiowa; Emma McCardle – Elbert County Community Development Services Department; Mary Sue Liss – Elbert County Public Health Director and Joann McClain with Elbert County Social Services attended.

CTSI – LOSS PREVENTION REPORT:
George Tinker, Senior Loss Prevention Specialist for CTSI came before the Board to review the Loss Ratio Report for the Workers’ Compensation Pool and the Casualty Property Pool over a 5 year period.
JUMPING COW RANCH EASEMENT:
Grant Thayer came before the Board to request a letter of support from the Elbert County Commissioners for the Jumping Cow Ranch to place 24,295 acres in a conservation easement.  If the conservation easement is approved, the 24,295 acres would be not be able to be developed.  Mr. Thayer is also working with Nature Conservancy and the Division of Wildlife and they are supportive of this conservation easement.  The 24,295 acres would remain on the tax rolls as working ranch in Elbert County.
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Commissioners support the conservation easement that is going forward on Mr. Thayer’s 24,295 acres.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mr. Thayer invited the BOCC to tour the property next Tuesday, June 24th at 10:30 a.m.

WILD POINTE PHASE IA – COUNTY ROAD MAINTENANCE ACCEPTANCE:
Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to recommend that the roads within Phase IA of the Wild Pointe Subdivision be accepted for County road maintenance.  The owner/developer has completed the required two year developer probationary maintenance period.  The roads are:  Legacy Trail – 4,355.24 feet; Legacy Circle – 4,116.3 feet; Ridgeview Loop – 4,193.8 feet; Wildflower Circle – 929 feet; Greystone Circle – 1,777.85 feet; Tribute Circle – 1,243.05 feet; Sheffield Circle – 1,068.25 feet; Prominence Circle – 1,632.125 
Commissioner Metli made a motion that Elbert County accept 19,315.615 feet of Phase IA roads in the Wild Pointe Subdivision.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ROADS FOR COUNTY MAINTENANCE

KIOWA-BENNETT ROAD STOP SIGNS:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to request approval to install two new stop signs on the Kiowa-Bennett Road.  The locations proposed are County Road 178 and Kiowa-Bennett Road intersection and County Road 53 and Kiowa-Bennett Road intersection.  Previously, these intersections were controlled by “Yield” signs.  The reason for the request to install stop signs is due to the installation of the new paving on the Kiowa-Bennett Road.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

REQUEST TO BID FOR OVERLAND ASPHALT PROJECT:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to request approval to bid for asphalt paving in the Overland Subdivision for 3,318 feet.  The payment for this paving will be from the Overland account.  

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

KIOWA ROAD & BRIDGE VEHICLE DECLARED SURPLUS:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to request approval to surplus a 2000 Mack Truck Tractor, VIN #1M1AA18Y1YW124403.  

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

JUSTICE CENTER DISCUSSION:

Commissioner Metli and Commissioner Goetz discussed the Groundbreaking Ceremony and dedication of the Justice Center and presented Commissioner Suzie Graeff with a plaque that the name of the new Justice Center is the Suzie Graeff Justice Center.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept the name of the new Justice Center.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.   Commissioner Graeff recused herself.  Motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE TAX OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE:
Ben Severson, Tom Lloyd and Norm Happel came before the Board to present a Letter of Understanding regarding the formation of a Citizens Road & Bridge Tax Oversight Committee.  The Oversight Committee is being proposed to serve as a bridge between the voters and Elbert County for assurance to the residents regarding the use of revenues that will be collected through the 1% sales and use tax for the purpose of roads.  The proposal package included a Charter which would authorize the committee to form; a Mission/Vision Statement that outlines the operations within the Oversight Committee and a listing of nine proposed committee members.

The Board of Commissioners expressed concerns over the nine proposed committee members being from one area of the county and would like to see membership divided from all three Commissioner Districts which is how other county committees are setup.  Another concern was the approval of the formation of the committee in that appointments/reappointments are done in January of each year and since two of the Commissioners will be leaving office, there is hesitancy to encumber a future board.
The Board of Commissioners proposed a workshop with the Committee and Commissioners along with Commissioner candidates to work on the duties, etc., of the proposed Committee.  It was agreed by both parties to have such a workshop.

WATER STUDY BIDS:

The Board discussed the clarification of the water study bids that were taken under advisement and agreed to continue the matter to June 25, 2008, around 10 am.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the Stormwater Discharge Permit Application for the Justice Center and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the permit application for stormwater discharge.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

DATA WIRING BIDS:

The Board of Commissioners opened sealed bids for data wiring at the Sheriff’s Department.  Two bids were received and are as follows:

ELIZABETH CELTIC FESTIVAL SPECIAL EVENTS LIQUOR LICENSE:

Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the request of the Elizabeth Celtic Festival Association for a Special Events Liquor License on July 18, 2008 from 3 pm to 9 pm; July 19, 2008 from 9 am to 10 pm and July 20, 2008 from 9 am to 6 pm.  This event will take place at the Casey Jones Park located at 4189 Highway 86, Elizabeth, CO  80107.  No written objections to this special events liquor license application has been received.

Public Comment Speakers:  None.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the Special Events Liquor License application for the Celtic Festival on July 18-20.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SPIRITS OF THE WEST LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL:

Deputy, Clerk to the Board Geri Scheidt came before the Board to present the renewal of the Spirits of the West liquor license located at 6741 Lavell Avenue, Elbert, Colorado.  This license is for a retail liquor store.  There has been no violations of this liquor license.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Spirits of the West Liquor License renewal in Elbert.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
MILLER RANCH FILING #1 – FINAL PLAT:
Planner II Curtis Carlson came before Board to request a continuance of the Miller Ranch Filing #1 Final Plat to July 9, 2008, at 1:00 p.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MILLER GRAVEL PIT AMENDED SPECIAL USE:

Planner II Curtis Carlson came before the Board to request a continuance of the Miller Gravel Pit Amended Special Use to July 16th at 1:00 p.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Reason for the continuance is due to lack of a quorum.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Mark reviewed the Social Services Department Colorado Works Program contract for July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009 and the Signal Behavior Health Contract for substance abuse that is inclusive for Cheyenne, Kit Carson, Lincoln and Elbert Counties and found them appropriate for approval to form.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the Colorado Works Program.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the Signal Behavior Health Contract.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Xerox Copier Machine Agreement for the upgrade of 7 copiers for a 48 month period.  Mark found the agreements appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the agreement with Xerox for the 7 copiers for the County.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
DATA WIRING BID:

Dan Truitt, Communications Center IT Radio Technician came before the Board and recommended that the bid from 303 Technologies be accepted.  

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the bid from 303 Technologies to finalize the wiring in the Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss and review the Nine One One quote to move emergency communications equipment in the amount of $7,500.00.  Mark found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the bid from Nine One One Company to move the telephone switching equipment.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the TANF grant services agreement for Liberty Baptist Church in Simla and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the agreement between Elbert County Social Services TANF grant with the Liberty Plains Baptist Church in Simla.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
