ELECTED OFFICIAL/DEPARTMENT HEAD COMMENTS:

Craig Curl with the Elbert County Economic Authority came before the Board to report that the SBA Seminar on June 17th had 42 attendees.  On June 28th the ECCOG in conjunction with Prairie Land Development will host the tour bus to promote the “Off The Beaten Trail”.  The Celtic Festival will take place on July 17 & 18 at the Casey Jones Park.
Assessor PJ Trostel came before the Board to report that she met with Joann Goff at the Division of Property Taxation to discuss the Assessor’s Office reduced staffing levels.  The DPT will send three people to Elbert County to assist the Assessor’s Office to get caught up.

Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to report that the paving project on Highway 24 will allow Elbert County to access recycled asphalt and the Road & Bridge Department will use that material for road repair.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Vickie Moore from Simla came before the Board to express concerns regarding actions of the Assessor with the Moore’s property value appeal and the actions of the County Board of Equalization in her next property value appeal.
Jim Whistler came before the Board to request what type of new accounting software that the County is considering purchasing and what the current software is, and what was the criteria used in laying off 4 staff members.

NEW BUSINESS:
Fairgrounds:  Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the serving of alcohol at the Smith Wedding Reception at the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the serving of alcohol at the Woods Wedding Reception on July 24 at the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Election IGA Agreement:  County Clerk Amy Fordyce came before the Board to present the November 2010 Coordinated Election IGA Agreement for approval.  Further, Amy requested approval to sign the Election IGA Agreements.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the IGA Agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form. REMOVAL OF JIM WHITE FROM THE E911 BOARD

Extension of Temporary Prohibition Regarding Medical Marijuana:  Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request that the previously adopted Resolution 08-90, creating a 6 month temporary prohibition on the construction, alteration, or use of any building, structure or property for medical marijuana dispensaries and/or growing operations be extended.  Section 12-43.3-202(1)(B)(I) C.R.S. specifically authorizes a county which has adopted a temporary moratorium regarding medical marijuana to extend that moratorium until such time as the rules adopted by the Colorado Department of Revenue in accordance with the Colorado Medical Marijuana Code become effective.  The Board of County Commissioners are aware that staff continues to receive an increasing number of inquiries related to the location and use of Elbert County properties for growing and dispensing medical marijuana.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the temporary prohibition on the construction, alteration, or use of any building, structure or property within the unincorporated territory of Elbert County for Medical Marijuana Land Uses be extended to July 27, 2011.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

A RESOLUTION EXTENDING THE TEMPORARY PROHIBITION ON

COUNTY ATTORNEY:
County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the agreement between Virtue Com and Elbert County for Informational Technical Services for the Sheriff’s Office and the Justice Center which is proposed in two phases in the amount of $7,880.00 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the agreement between Virtue Com and Elbert County regarding the plan overhaul for the Sheriff’s Office and the Justice Center in the amount of $7,880.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the County’s purchase of the property located at 309 Cheyenne Street, Kiowa, Colorado in the amount of $65,000 with the closing scheduled for June 24th.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the closing documents for the property purchased at 309 Cheyenne Street in the amount of $65,000.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Enertia Consulting Professional Agreement for Elbert County Pavement Evaulation – Phase II in the amount of $37,630 plus reimbursable expenses and found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Enertia Profession Services Agreement for Elbert County Pavement Evaluation – Phase II, Project #2010.06.01 in the amount of $37,630 plus reimbursable expenses.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the lease agreement with Wagner Equipment for a 24 month lease with the option to purchase a 140M8WC motorgrader and trade-in equipment on the lease, with lease payments in the amount of $6,958.83 quarterly and found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the lease agreement with Wagner Equipment for a 24 month lease on the motograder.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
