The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:00 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AWARDS & RECOGNITION:

The Board of Commissioners recognized Shady Tree Services Company who have trimmed and gave a health check to the 100 year old trees around the Courthouse free of charge.
NEW BUSINESS:

Welcome to Walmart:  The Board of Commissioners introduced and welcomed Kevin Ray, Manager of Walmart, located at 2100 Legacy Circle in Elizabeth, to Elbert County.  The Walmart Store will be opened on August 19th and will be employing between 250 to 300 people.

Burn Level Reduced to Stage 1:  Simla Fire Chief John Hillman, representing the Elbert County Fire Chief’s Association, came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners reduce the Burn Level from a Stage 2 to a Stage 1, due to the amount of rain received.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to reduce the burn level to Stage 1 from Stage 2.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
2008 Audit Report:  Eric Barnes came before the Board to report on the 2008 Audit.  As of 12/31/2008, the General Fund had a deficit of $273,000.

E911 Salvage Equipment:  Dan Truitt came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners salvage various computer monitors and printers at the Elbert County Communications Center as this equipment has been upgraded.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to salvage the computer monitors and printers on the list submitted by the IT Department immediately.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

REPORTS BY STAFF:

Road & Bridge Department:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board and reported that the Road & Bridge Staff is currently reviewing the County road inventory; working with CH2M Hill to develop a pavement evaluation program for all of the paved roads within the County.  Blade route adjustments, along with blading procedures have improved the overall efficiency in the maintenance operations.  Crews have completed patching on County Road 9/15 and started patching on County Road 194 as weather permits.  The gravel crews have been moving weekly to a different area within the County.  These areas are identified by the blade operator and foreman for that area.
Ed requested approval to advertise for the County Road 17/21/ and 106 road work.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to advertise for bids on road construction for County Road 17-21 and County Road 106.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

Simla Wind Assessment Special Use:  Planner Curtis Carlson came before the Board to present the request of General Electric for a special use review for two temporary meteorological towers to obtain wind data information relating to the potential for establishing electrical wind generator equipment.  The project is located in Section 20, Township 11 South, Range 59 West and Section 31. Township 11 South, Range 58 West in Elbert County.  The proposed project is located in the Agriculture and Mineral Area as identified on the Master Plan.  This proposal is a Special Use for gathering data useful in citing wind operated electrical generators.  
On May 28, 2009, the Planning Commission, on a vote of 7 to 0, forwarded an approval recommendation to the Board of County Commissioners for their consideration.

Public Comment Speakers:  Applicant’s Representative Brian Case – GE Energy; Mike Ryan and Donald Anderson.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve SU-09-0004, Simla Wind Assessment with the 6 conditions of approval.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

uest to Void:  Planner Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to discuss the request of Cynthia Soloway to void the Soloway Rezone (RZ 06-1121).  Carolyn further stated that the neighbors sued Elbert County regarding the approval of this rezone and the County prevailed in this court matter.  Carolyn requested that the Board of Commissioners requested that the Board of Commissioners consider a continuation of this request to void the application in order to give Carolyn more time to research this matter.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion to continue RZ06-1121, Soloway Rezone to a date certain of August 12, 2009.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the amended Public Health Traumatic Brain Injury contract for the period beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the TBI amended contract.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the amended Public Health contract in the amount of $200,605.00, for the period beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion for the Chair to sign the amended Public Health contract.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Family Planning Contract-Task Force Contract for a period beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010, in the amount of $30,065.00, and found it appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the Family Planning Contract.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the Family Contract #2 in the amount of $20,624.00 for a period beginning on July 1, 2009 and ending on June 30, 2010 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the Family Planning Contract #2.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the HB 04-1451 MOU for 2009/2010 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the HB04-1451 MOU.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the TANF – Early Childhood Agreement and found the agreement appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the Elbert County Early Childhood Council TANF Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the 2009/2010 TANF Agreement for the Liberty Plains Baptist Church Food Bank in the amount of $15,000, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the Liberty Plains Baptist Church TANF Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the 2009/2010 TANF Agreement for the Elbert County Coalition Outreach in the amount of $20,000 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Chair sign the Elbert County Coalition Outreach TANF Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the 2009/2010 Kiowa Creek Community Church TANF Agreement in the amount of $15,000 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion for the Chair to sign the Kiowa Creek Community Church TANF Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the 2009/2010 Douglas/Elbert Counties Task Force TANF Agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion for the Chair to sign the Douglas/Elbert Counties Task Force TANF Agreement.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Independent Contract Agreement for Tom Westfall for technical assistance services to the Social Services Department for a period beginning on July 1, 2009 and ending on June 30, 2010, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion for the Chair to sign the Independent Contract Agreement with Tom Westfall.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Independent Contractor Agreement with English-Espanol Consulting Services for a period beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion for the Chair to sign the contract with English-Espanol Consulting Services.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the MOU from the OEM Office for the Amateur Radio Emergency Services with Douglas/Elbert Counties and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Amateur Radio Emergency Services with Douglas/Elbert Counties Memorandum of Understanding that will be included with the OEM personnel.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the easement to Black Hills Energy Company for relocation of the pressure reducing station in front of the High Plains Food Store to the County’s tower site on County Road 134.  The easement is 375 square feet and Mark found the documents appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Agreement between Black Hills Energy and the Board of County Commissioners.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to grant the right-of-way easement to Black Hills Energy for the pressure reducing station.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
