JULY 9, 2008

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 9th day of July 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:12 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the Agenda for July 9, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Notice of ECCOG Meeting for October 2 & 3, 2008.

Letter from DOLA notifying the County that it will receive an additional $35,000 for the Public Health Building, bring the total grant to $240,000.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of July 2, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #115052 through #115015, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $234,815.76 on 07/09/08.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #115106 through #115155, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $241,116.43 on 07/09/08.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMUNITY SERVICE & DEVELOPMENT OFFICE:

Planning Intern Emma McArdle came before the Board to request approval of payment to CH2M Hill in the amount of $4,075.00 for the Miller Ranch project.  Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELECTION IGA AGREEMENT:
County Clerk Amy Fordyce came before the Board to present the Election Intergovernmental Agreement for the November 4, 2008 General Election.  Pursuant to C.R.S. 1-7-116(2) as amended, the County Clerk and the Jurisdiction are required to enter into an agreement for the administration of their respective duties concerning the conduct of the election.  Chairperson Suzie Graeff stated that County Attorney Mark Scheffel had previously reviewed the proposed IGA and found it appropriate for approval as to form.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the IGA between Elbert County Board of Commissioners and the Elbert County Clerk and Recorder as of this date.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

INFORMATION CONCERNING THE INCORPORATION OF THE TOWN OF VACAVILLE:

The Andujo Family and the Brachfeld Family came before the Board to discuss their petition to the District Court concerning the incorporation of the Town of Vacaville.  A copy of the final petition was turned into the District on July 6th.  This group requested that the Board of County Commissioners agree to advertise a public hearing to be scheduled before August 20th regarding the incorporation of the Town of Vacaville or have the District Court order the public hearing.
Chairperson Suzie Graeff stated that since one Commissioner is absent and the County Attorney is not present, they will take the request under advisement until next week for a decision.

MILLER RANCH FILING #1 FINAL PLAT CONTINUED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to continue Miller Ranch Filing #1 Final Plat FP-08-0009 to July 30, 2008, at 1:00 p.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VERDE RIDGE PUD, REZONE, PRELIMINARY PLAT AND 1041 PERMIT CONTINUED:

Planner II Curtis Carlson came before the Board to request a continuance of the Verde Ridge PUD Rezone, Preliminary Plat and 1041 Permit to August 27, 2008.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to continue the Verde Ridge PUD, Rezone (07-0156), Preliminary Plat (PP-07-0157 and 1041 (07-0201) to a date certain of August 27, 2007, at 7:00 p.m., at the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
