Cathy submitted the May monthly expenditure report.

Cathy discussed the Haman Corp Contract for Family Coaching Services in the amount of $66,000 with the term of the contract ending May 31, 2011.  Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Hayman Corp Family Coaching Services contract with Elbert County and Elbert County Social Services Department in the amount of $66,000 ending May 31, 2011.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Cathy discussed the Independent Contractor Agreement between Elbert County, Elbert County Social Services Department and Tom Westfall for technical services at $60 per hour for a total of $10,000 to June 30, 2011.  Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Independent Contractor Agreement between Elbert County, Elbert County Social Services Department and Tom Westfall for technical services for a total of $10,000 to June 30, 2011.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Cathy discussed the Independent Contractor Agreement between Carolyn Bergener and Elbert County, Elbert County Social Services Department for housekeeping services at 214 Comanche Street, at $10.93 per hour.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Independent Contractor Agreement between Elbert County, Elbert County Social Services and Carolyn Bergener for housekeeping services at 214 Comanche Street at $10.93 per hour.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Cathy discussed the Independent Contractor Agreement between Elbert County, Elbert County Social Services and Everett Tatman for services regarding the Leap Program at $18.00 per hour for 20 hours per week.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Independent Contractor Agreement between Elbert County, Elbert County Social Services and Everett Tatman for services with the Leap Program at $18.00 per hour for 20 hours per week until June 30, 2011.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Cathy discussed the Mentoring Services/CORE Services Contract for the Social Services Department at $390 per month with funding to be from CORE Services.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Mentoring Services contract with funding from the CORE Services Program.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Cathy discussed the TANF Program and funding through June 30, 2011 in the amount of $50,800.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form. Release of Escrow Funds:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to request release of funds from escrow account #020-000-3424-CEIK in the amount of $1,680.00 for payment to Enertia Consulting Group for construction inspections on the Boy Scout sites.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the release of funds from escrow account #020-000-3424-CEIK in the amount of $1,680.00 for payment to Enertia Consulting Group for construction inspections on the Boy Scout sites.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Kiowa-Bennett Road Speed Limit Change:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to present the Kimley-Horn Speed Study that was completed for the Kiowa-Bennett Road from the Town of Kiowa city limits to County Road 174.  Based upon a detailed field visit of the roadway conditions, crash data analysis and the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials Geometric Design of Highways and Streets (AASHTO) 2004, recommendations were made to change the speed limit ranges along this section of the Kiowa-Bennett Road.  The Road & Bridge staff recommends adoption of the speed limit changes as proposed by the Kimley-Horn report dated July 6, 2010. 

The recommendations include:

That a 55 mph speed limit is appropriate for the roadway segment of Kiowa-Bennett Road, north of the Kiowa Town Limits and the CR 49 curves, approximately 11 miles north.  Further, a 55 mph speed limit is believed to be appropriate and justifiable based on the existing roadway characteristics, the existing shoulder condition, the alignment changes, and numerous access and roadway intersections along the roadway section.  

 The County remove the 40 mph and 35 mph speed limit signs on the northbound approach to the western CR 49 curve.  In the location of the existing 35 mph speed limit sign, it is recommended that a new R2-1 SPEED LIMIT 45 sign be installed.

The existing 35 mph advisory plaques on the curve warning signs are recommended to be removed.  These could be replaced with W13-1 “45 MPH” advisory speed plaques.  
The existing 35 mph speed limit sign along westbound CR 49 just east of the eastern curve, it is recommended to be removed and replaced with a 45 mph speed limit sign.

On the eastbound and southbound approach to the eastern CR 49 curve at CR 53, a new RS-1 “SPEED LIMIT 40” sign should be installed.

New W13-1 “40 MPH” may be installed along the eastern CR 49 curve at CR 53, a new R2-1 “SPEED LIMIT 40” sign should be installed.

A R3-1 “Right Turn Prohibition Sign” is recommended to be installed on the eastbound approach of CR 178 to CR 49.  

A new R2-1 “SPEED LIMIT 40” sign should be installed on the southbound approach to the eastern curve intersection to reinforce the speed through the curve and intersections.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the speed limit changes on the Kiowa-Bennett Road from the Kiowa Town limits to County Road 174 as recommended in the Speed Study completed by Kimley-Horn dated July 6, 2010.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Circle Hill Circle Road Accepted for County Maintenance:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to report that the owner/developer of Circle Hill Minor Development has performed the required two year probationary owner/developer maintenance period and on June 28, 2010, the Road & Bridge Department performed a final inspection of the road within the development and found it to be in compliance with the requirements for acceptance.  The Road & Bridge Department recommends that the Board of County Commissioners accept 125.65 feet of Circle Hill Circle road for full County maintenance.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the acceptance of Circle Hill Circle for County road maintenance.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Road & Bridge Equipment Declared Salvage:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to report that a Townmotor Forklift has been red tagged and deemed unsafe for operation.  The cost to repair this forklift far exceeds the worth of the machine.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the salvage of the 1970 Townmotor Forklift VIN #20N780.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ROAD & BRIDGE EQUIPMENT DECLARED SALVAGE

Schmidt Construction Change Order:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to report that he just became aware of the fact that Schmidt Construction will be paving the parking area for Casey Jones Park on or around July 19th and this contract is still open to complete the paving of County Road 17 from the Elizabeth Town limits to the south entrance of Bonnie Ridge Subdivision, which is approximately 3,500 feet.  The total estimated cost for this project is $148,822.20 and would be funded from the special use/sales tax fund.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Change Order to Schmidt Construction in the amount of $148,822.20 to pave approximately 3,500 feet of County Road 17 north of State Highway 86.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Permission to Cut Hay on County Property:  Ernie Kirby came before the Board to request approval to cut hay on a parcel of ground owned by Elbert County in the Cimarron Subdivision.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to honor the request of Ernie Kirby to cut hay on a parcel of ground owned by Elbert County in the Cimarron Subdivision at no fee.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Changes to Abatement/Refund Procedures:  Assessor PJ Trostel came before the Board to discuss House Bill 10-1117 regarding raising the abatement/refund amount that may be approved by the Board of County Commissioners without review by the Property Tax Administrator from $1,000 to $10,000.  The bill also provides that upon authorization by the Board of County Commissioners, the Assessor may review and settle abatement petitions in an amount of $10,000 or less with written mutual consent of the petitioner.  Further, a formal resolution would be need from the Board of County Commissioners that would provide for the abatement authorization.  The Board agreed to take this matter under advisement.
Building Permit Refund:  Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for a refund of Roof Permit #100421 to Colorado Superior Roofing in the amount of $150.00 for 407 Dakota in the Town of Kiowa.  This permit was issued by the County in error.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to refund $150.00 to Colorado Superior Roofing for Permit #100421 to be paid from Account #010-000-3425.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.   The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Building Permit Refund:  Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for a refund of Roof Permit #100421 to A Plus Fire Roofing Company in the amount of $150.00 at 126 E. Grant Street in the Town of Elizabeth.  This permit was issued by the County in error.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the refund to A Plus Fire Roofing Company in the amount of $150.00 for Permit #100421 to be paid from Account #010-000-3425.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Elbert County Communications Center/Dispatch Update:  The Board of County Commissioners clarified the status of the Communications Center/Dispatch as follows:

Public safety and addressing the reliable provision of necessary dispatch services remains the number one priority of the Board of County Commissioners.  Consistent with the May 26, 2010, motion approved by the Board of County Commissioners, Elbert County is proceeding with the orderly closure of the Communications and Dispatch Center and the transfer of its functions, including the transfer of dispatch services relating to the Sheriff’s Office to the Douglas County Dispatch Center.  At this time, it is anticipated that the Communications Center will be closed on or about September 1, 2010.  Until such time as the orderly transfer of dispatch functions to the Douglas County Dispatch Center is completed, dispatch services will continue to be provided through the Elbert County Communications Center.  

The Board of County Commissioners continues to pursue all necessary contracts and agreements to effect the transfer of dispatch functions to the Douglas County Dispatch Center.  Consistent with the May 26 motion approved by the Board of County Commissioners, all appropriate Intergovernmental Agreements and contracts will be presented to the Board of County Commissioners for consideration once such documents are finalized.

The Board of County Commissioners is aware that certain fire protection districts and municipalities have entered into an agreement to form a new Communications Authority.  To date, neither the Board of County Commissioners nor the Sheriff’s Office has joined such Communications Authority, although the Board of County Commissioners continue to explore all options, including potentially joining such new authority or contracting for dispatch services independently.  No decision has been made at this time one way or the other.

Finally, the Board of County Commissioners acknowledge that Elbert County already has a communications authority in place, the Emergency Telephone Service Authority.  The rumor is that such Authority may have been administratively dissolved and funds and assets of such Authority may have been transferred.   As a party to the Intergovernmental Agreement which established the Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Board of County Commissioners is not currently aware of any specific action taken by any other party member to legally dissolve the Authority, but such issue needs to be investigated.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board of County Commissioners authorize the Chairman to issue correspondence to the parties to the Intergovernmental Agreement which established the Emergency Telephone Service Authority, as well as to the governing Board of the Authority itself to investigate the current status of the Authority and the transfer of assets, if any, from such Authority.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Emergency Telephone Service Charge:  An issue has arisen with respect to the imposition and management of an appropriate emergency telephone service charge. In connection with the provision of dispatch services, the Board of County Commissioners is aware of Colorado statutes which authorize the imposition of certain emergency telephone service charges on all telephone lines in Elbert County.  Previously, such emergency telephone service charge was addressed through the Elbert County Emergency Telephone Service Authority; however, the Board of County Commissioners is aware that certain fire protection districts and municipalities may be in the process of assessing their own emergency telephone service charges.

During the May 26, Board of County Commissioner meeting, the Board referenced that approximately 78% of the calls that the dispatch center currently handles are for the Sheriff’s Office.  As such, an equitable way of splitting any funds collected from emergency telephone service charges among the Sheriff’s Office, the towns and the fire protection districts will need to be addressed to ensure that resources earmarked for dispatch and emergency communication services are fair for all entities and to the citizens of Elbert County.

The Board of County Commissioners further understands that matters relating to emergency telephone service charges are regulated by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and that such matters relating to tariffs and charges to various communication service providers are generally addressed through Qwest Communications. 

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board of County Commissioners authorize the County Attorney to facilitate communication with the Public Utilities Commission and Qwest Communications as appropriate, to address issues relating to emergency telephone service charges in Elbert County.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Plains Medical Center Memorandum of Understanding:  Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to review the continuation of the existing MOU with Plains Medical Center for use of office space at the Public Health building for an additional 6 month period to January 1, 2011 at the rate of $750.00 per month for Monday and Friday clinics.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the MOU and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Memorandum of Understanding with Plains Medical Center for the period of July 1, 2010 to January 1, 2011 at the rate of $750.00 per month.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Extension Office in Simla:  The Board of County Commissioners discussed keeping an Extension Office open in Simla and that the Road & Bridge Department offered the Simla Shop for use by the Extension Office on Monday’s.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Extension Office in Simla to use the Road & Bridge Shop in Simla on Monday’s.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Sheriff Frangis:  Sheriff Bill Frangis came before the Board and offered an inmate work crew to clean up the County owned parcel in the Cimarron Subdivision to allow Mr. Kirby to cut hay.  The Board thanked Sheriff Frangis and approved the inmate crew to clean up the site.
LAND USE:
North Central Fire Protection District Rezone & Minor Development:  Planner Curtis Carlson came before the Board to present the request of the North Central Fire Protection District to rezone an XX parcel to PUD and a Minor Development for the District’s expansion of an existing fire station and facilities..  The proposed project is located in a portion of Section 10, Township 7 South, Range 61 West.  The existing zoning is Agriculture XX and the proposed zoning is PD Fire Station.  The project is located in the Agriculture and Mineral Area as identified on the Master Plan.  

On June 24, 2010, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on this application and on a vote of 5 to 0, forwarded an approval recommendation with stipulated conditions of approval to the Board of County Commissioners for their consideration.

Public Comment:  None.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve PD 09-0018, North Central Fire Protection District PD Rezone with the 7 conditions of approval as written.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve MD 09-0019, North Central Fire Protection District Minor Development with the 8 conditions of approval and amending condition #1 to read “the applicant will coordinate with Mountain View Electric to have any new service lines installed underground from the transformer pole”.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the agreement between VirtueCom and the Sheriff’s Office for the IT Network for the Sheriff’s Department and the Justice Center in the amount of $129,008.86 for all 8 phases.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the VirtueCom Agreement for all 8 phases for the Sheriff’s Office and the Justice Center in the amount of $129,008.86.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.   The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

The Board discussed the property rental agreement between Elbert County and Digby Properties for the Extension Office at the 325 Pueblo Avenue, Simla, Colorado lease.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that due to budget constraints that Elbert County exercise the non-appropriations clause for the lease agreement between Elbert County and Digby Properties LLC for the rental of the 325 Pueblo Avenue, Simla, Colorado, property for the Extension Office.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
No further business coming before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 11:50 a.m., with the next scheduled meeting to commence at approximately 9:00 a.m., July 28, 2010.
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
