The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:25 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the July 16, 2008, Elbert County Board of Commissioners Agenda as written.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Commissioner Meeting Minutes of July 9, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #115156 through #115267, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $181,821.71 on 07/16/08.  Commissioner Graeff seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SIGNING OF MYLARS:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request the Chairman signature on the mylars for SU-07-0147, Verizon Tower.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Richard requested approval of payment from Bandera in the amount of $2,422.49 for invoice #3044855 to release the funds to Carter Burgess.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MILLER GRAVEL PIT SPECIAL USE REVIEW:
Planner I Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to present the request of Rick Hunt for a Special Use Review for expansion of the current Miller Gravel Pit located on 130.2 acres in a portion of Section 28, Township 6 South, Range 64 West in Elbert County.  The expansion is from 56 acres to 130.2 acres which will add 74.07 acres to the pit.  The land being added is mostly located to the east of the existing permitted land and includes a strip of land 800 feet wide on an east/west direction and 2,755 feet long in a north/south direction.  Another smaller parcel will be added to the south end of the pit to almost square off the permit into a more rectangular shape.  The current pit is located east of and adjacent to the riparian corridor of Running Creek.  The operation, however, has stayed completely out of that corridor.  The proposed expansion is to the east and is further from the corridor than the current location.  The site itself is fairly hidden from view as a result of the trees running along the creek and by the depth of the site in relation to surrounding areas.  Hours of operation are 7 am to 5 pm, Monday through Friday and 7 am to 3 pm on Saturday.  The operation is open all year, weather permitting.
The applicant has requested a Special Use Review for expansion of  a gravel pit that will be mined to a maximum depth of 30 feet below current surface.  A more strict limitation on depth is provided by a commitment to not expose ground water, which would cause evaporative losses from the alluvial aquifer that is under the sand deposit.  Final topography will produce a nearly level bottom area of about 90 acres.  Around the east, south and north will be slopes of 3:1.  These, along with the nearly flat bottom, will be planted with alfalfa at reclamation.  Several referral agencies have recommended native grasses be planted instead of the alfalfa.  Alfalfa has, however, been approved by the Colorado Mined Land Reclamation Board and serves the utility the applicant desires for the property.

On June 26, 2008, the Planning Commission, on a vote of 3 to 0, forwarded an approval recommendation, with stipulated conditions of approval, for the Board of County Commissioners approval.
Public Comment Speakers:  Applicant’s Representative Mark Heffner; Tom Peterson, Executive Director for Colorado Asphalt Paving Association; Scott Davis – Schmidt Construction.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve SU-07-0153, Miller Gravel Pit with the conditions of approval and there will be 10 instead of 12 that were original.  Strike #6 and strike #9, condition #5 will be stricken and rewritten and it will read “require the application to place Class 6 gravel from the end of the pavement on 17-21 to County Road 186 and one mile of County Road 186 to the beginning of that pavement, the total will be approximately 3.5+ miles and to County standards for 6” depth” so #5 will read that way.  Condition #7 will become #6; Condition #8 will become #7; condition #10 will become #8, condition #11 will become #9; condition #12 will become #10 and also there is a change to condition #7 “ total number of trucks never to exceed 55 roundtrips which is now condition #6.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Master Lease Purchase Agreement with Petcar Financial.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the delivery tickets, dealers bill of sale and also the application for titles for these trucks.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
