The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:08 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the items on the Consent Agenda today.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to submit the payment to Jacobs Engineering in the amount of $3,865.80 for the Diamond Ridge project, invoice #3073392 and #3163838 to be paid from the County Engineer Escrow Account 010-000-3441. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to pay $3,865.80 to Jacobs Engineering for Invoice #3073392 & #3163838 from escrow account #010-000-3441.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Gerald Suchan came before the Board and requested that the amounts paid for the Vouchers & Warrants be listed on the Consent Agenda.

Charles Groesbeek came before the Board to state that he would like to see the Road & Bridge Department take pride in their workmanship on the road work.  Charles also stated that he is on the Economic Development Council and that Brooks Imperial filed court action against the ECDC, case #OS20007-0022 and this case was dismissed by the Court.  

Julie Huss, resident of Sun Country Meadows, came before the Board to ask when was the last the BOCC met with or discussed state issues with State Senator Brophy?  When was the last time the BOCC met with or discussed national issues with Senators Bennet and Udall?  What steps is the BOCC taking to ensure that the Constitutional rights of Elbert County residents are not being infringed upon?  Where does the BOCC stand on the EPA’s Commercial Animal Feeding Operations Clean Water Requirements (EPA CAFO Rule)?  What steps has the BOCC taken to organize rural communities in Colorado so that we have a bigger voice in the director of the State and do not depend on the citizens of urban areas for rulemaking?  What does the BOCC plan to do to make sure that Cap and Trade does not put our local electric companies out of business?  What does the BOCC plan to do to make sure that a Public Option Health Care Plan does not bankrupt small towns and rural communities?
AWARDS & RECOGNITION:

Elbert Women’s Club:  The Board of County Commissioners introduced the members of the Elbert Women’s Club and recognized their achievements in the restoration of the Russell Gates Mercantile Building in Elbert.
Outstanding Young Leadership Award:  The Board of Commissioners along with 4H Leader Jody Davis recognized Cody Chambers in receiving the Outstanding Young Leadership Award.

NEW BUSINESS:

Elbert County Fair Week Proclamation:  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to proclaim the week of July 25th through August 2nd as the Elbert County Fair Week.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion that during the Elbert County Fair Week of July 25th through August 2nd, all Elbert County employees may wear appropriate western attire to work.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Bonding Sales & Use Tax Fund:  Norm Happel came before the Board to request that the Commissioners place a ballot initiative on the November 2009 ballot asking the voters to approve the bonding of the sales tax/use tax funds to fund the Elbert County Transportation Master Plan.  The Board of Commissioners stated that in their research of this proposal the rate received would not be a favorable one and the County would pay a premium to bond the funds at this time and believe the timing is not right.  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann supported Norm Happel’s request since it will take a year to get all the information and the plan finalized.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to deny the request for the ballot initiative at this time in view of the facts.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Request for Community Funding for Rodeo Grounds:  Rod Vermillion with the Elizabeth Stampede Rodeo Association came before the Board of Commissioners to request consideration for use of the Conservation Trust Funds to purchase bleachers at Casey Jones Park.  The Board agreed to take this request under advisement.

Road & Bridge Department:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to report on the status of the roads, County road inventory is being reviewed; working on a pavement evaluation program and submitted the Road & Bridge Department July newsletter.
Social Services Department:  Social Services Director Susan Walton came before the Board to give an overview of the Social Services budget and to review various contracts.
Code Enforcement:  Code Enforcement Officer Floyd Crossman came before the Board to request approval to turn the Code Enforcement file of Michael Jones for his property located at 1405 County Road 132, over to the County Attorney.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to turn the file of Michael Jones over to the County Attorney.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Petition for Abatement – Ingrid Crosier:  Ingrid Crosier requested a continuance of this matter to work on additional items with the Assessor’s Office.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to continue this case until 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter, on August 13, 2009.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

2008 Budget Supplemental Appropriation:  Kevin Collins with Clifton Gunderson came before the Board to present the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation to the 2008 Budget as follows:

RESOLUTION 09-36

SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION TO THE

ELBERT COUNTY 2008 BUDGET

WHEREAS, Elbert County has unbudgeted revenue that will be utilized to defray expenses in excess of amounts budgeted for the Elbert County 2008 Budget, Elbert County, Colorado.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County General Fund is hereby increased from $10,756,176 to $11,464,276 with increases in revenue from transfers of $421,426 from Road & Bridge Fund; $150,000 from Social Services Fund and $136,674 from Conservation Trust Fund with like expenditures.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County General Fund is hereby decreased from $11,464,276 to $10,894,090 with $26,621 decrease in taxes, $486,257 in licenses and permits and $57,308 to transfer to the retirement fund.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Road & Bridge Fund is hereby increased from $6,454,571 to $8,214,177 with increases in revenue from $618,850 in miscellaneous revenue and transfers of $449,320 from Capital Lease Proceeds; $200,00 from Impact Fees and $491,436 from Sales Taxes with like expenditures.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Road & Bridge Fund is hereby decreased from $8,214,177 to $6,619,330 with $49,034 decrease in taxes; $1,124,387 decrease in intergovernmental revenue and $421,426 transfer to General Fund.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Social Services Fund is hereby increased from $3,674,314 to $4,485,000 with increases in revenue from $686 in taxes and $810,000 in intergovernmental revenue with like expenditures.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Social Services Fund is hereby decreased from $4,485,000 to $4,335,000 with transfers to General Fund of $150,000.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Retirement Fund is hereby increased from $226,511 to $315,221 with increases in revenue from $32,402 in taxes and transfers from General Fund of $57,308 with like expenditures.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Retirement Fund is hereby decreased from $315,221 to $285,549 with decreases of $29,672 in miscellaneous revenue.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Building Authority Debt Service Fund will hereby have an increase use fund balance of $46,098.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of Elbert County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Building Authority Capital Projects Fund will hereby have an increase in the use of fund balance of $646,628 and an increase in transfers of $54,098 from the Building Authority Debt Service Fund.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of Elbert County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Building Authority Capital Projects Fund will hereby have a decrease in fund balance in the amount of $70,750.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of Elbert County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2008 Supplemental Appropriations approved above, modified the appropriation from $10,778,134 to $10,981,342 in the General Fund; $6,705,057 to $7,921,426 in the Road & Bridge Fund; from $3,877,229 to $4,850,000 in the Social Services Fund; from $271,000 to $310,000 in the Retirement Fund; from $445,000 to $491,098 in the Building Authority Debt Service Fund; and from $3,185,621 to $3,832,249 in the Building Authority Capital Projects Fund.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Resolution as written.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid of Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Thomas reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the Standard Agreement for Professional Services with CH2M Hill for the administration of the review of the County Road 17/21 and 106 road improvement project in the amount of $10,000, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the contract between CH2M Hill and Elbert County for the County Road 17/21 and 106 construction project.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Thomas reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the Standard Agreement for Professional Services with CH2M Hill for evaluation of 34 miles of paved roads in Elbert County, in the amount of $5,000 plus reimbursable expenses, and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the contract between CH2M Hill and Elbert County for these services.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Thomas reported that County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the CodeRed Data Request Recipient’s Representations; Indemnification Addendum for the Emergency Notification System and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to authorize the Chair to sign the CodeRed Data Request Contract Addendum.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
