The Board of County Commissioners convened at 9:00 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Consent Agenda Items A through C.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

AWARDS & RECOGNITION:

The Board of Commissioners recognized Brad Hyden from the Douglas County Sheriff’s Department.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion to declare August 1st through August 6th as Elbert County Fair Week.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion that August 2nd through August 6th be Western/County Attire for all Elbert County employees during the week.  Commissioner Schwab seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELECTED OFFICIAL/DEPARTMENT HEAD COMMENTS:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to introduce Faith Maher who is working temporarily in the Community Development & Services Department until September 30th.  This position is being paid by a Higher Colorado grant through the Colorado Work Force.  Craig Curl with ECEA found this grant program to assist the County.  

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to report that Tina Arnold is working in the Public Health Department until September 30th with this position being paid by a Higher Colorado grant through the Colorado Work Force.  Craig Curl with ECEA was the founder of this grant position for the Public Health Department.
Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to acknowledge and thank the Sherriff’s Department for bringing in trustees for a work crew for repair on the landscaping at the Public Health Department.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Brad Hyden with the Douglas Sheriff’s Department came before the Board to give an update on the Douglas County Dispatch Services.  The T1 line has been installed between Elbert and Douglas and testing started on July27th.  The Douglas County Board of County Commissioners approved the ECCA draft agreement for those agencies to be dispatched by Douglas County.
Tony with WW Enterprises came before the Board to request the County variance procedure be expedited for the consideration of a gravel pit permit.  The State has already approved this permit for the project at County 189 and Highway 24.  Planning Director Richard Miller stated that he will work with WW Enterprises on this matter.

Elbert County 2009 Audit:  Eric Barnes with Wagner, Barnes PC, came before the Board to present the 2009 Audit.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the draft financial statements as read for the year ending December 31, 2009.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Road & Bridge Replacement Motorgraders:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to request that as a part of the County’s continuing effort to get motorgraders on a manageable rotation schedule, the staff requested pricing for lease purchase with buy back from Honnen Equipment (who currently has the State bid) and Wagner Equipment for the replacement of two motorgraders. The Road & Bridge staff recommended that the two CAT 143H Motorgraders currently scheduled with buy back option in September 2010, be replaced with two John Deere 772GP machines with buy back option with a term of 5 years/5,000 hours. Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the bid for the lease purchase with buy back as submitted by Honnen Equipment for two replacement motorgraders.  Total cost of graders is $501,300.00 Trade/buy back towards these replacement blades is $247,800.  Amount to be financed is $253,500 with a guaranteed buy back of $330,000 at the end of the five year term.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Road & Bridge Replacement Motorgrader Rental:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to discuss the rotation program for the Motorgraders in terms of a rental machine.  The staff recommended to replace the one CAT 143H motorgrader currently scheduled for return, with one CAT 140M motograder with a two year/3,000 hour rental.  The estimated cost is based on a quarterly payment of $7,263.20 per quarter or $29,052.80 per year.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board approve the bid for rental as submitted by Wagner Equipment for one replacement motorgrader.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Building Permit Refund:  Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request a refund of Building Permit #1000563 for 589 Chippewa Street, Kiowa, CO, that was issued in error.  This refund is the amount of $150.00 to Russell’s Customs.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to refund $150.00 to Russell’s Customs for Building Permit #1000563 to be paid from Account #010-000-3425.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
County Engineer Payment:  Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval of payment to Enertia Consulting for the North Central Fire Protection District Phase III Drainage Report Review in the amount of $2,000.00 for Invoice #1021.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve payment to Enertia Consulting in the amount of $2,000 for Invoice #1021 for the North Central Fire Protection District Phase III Drainage Report to be paid from Account #010-000-3441.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

County Engineer Payment:  Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for payment to Enertia Consulting Group in the amount of $2,000 for RES Cedar Point Wind Farm Geotechnical and Dust Mitigation Plan Review for Invoice 1021A.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve payment to Enertia Consulting Group in the amount of $2,000 for Invoice 1021A for the RES Cedar Point Wind Farm Geotechnical and Dust Mitigation Plan Review to be paid from Account #010-000-3441.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Dispatch Services:  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Douglas County Dispatch to permit the operation testing.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion that consistent with the May 26th motion approved by the Board of County Commissioners, Elbert County continues to proceed with the orderly closure of the Elbert County Communications & Dispatch Center and transfer of dispatch function to Douglas County.  The Board of County Commissioners has been informed that the Douglas County Sheriff’s Office has currently scheduled for operation of testing for law enforcement dispatch function from August 2nd through August 4, 2010 and has asked for a formal request letter from the Board of County Commissioners authorizing Douglas County to proceed with the operation of testing.  To this end, again, I hereby authorize the Chairman to issue correspondence to the Douglas County Sheriff’s Office formally requesting that they proceed with operational testing of law enforcement dispatch function from August 2nd through August 4, 2010.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to withdraw the first motion.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Public Comment:  

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to withdraw the previous motion.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board of County Commissioners authorize the Chairman to issue correspondence to formally request Douglas County Sheriff’s Office to proceed with the operational testing of dispatch function throughout the month of August.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

Supplemental Appropriation to the 2009 Budget:  Kevin Collins with Clifton Gunderson came before the Board to present and explain the Supplemental Appropriation needed to amend the 2009 budget for Elbert County.  The supplemental appropriation for the 2009 budget is as follows:

WHEREAS, Elbert County has unbudgeted revenue that will be utilized to defray expenses in excess of amounts budgeted for the Elbert County 2009 budget; therefore, a resolution appropriating additional sums of money to defray expenses in excess of amounts budgeted for the Elbert County 2009 budget is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2009 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County General Fund is hereby increased from $8,894,959 to $18,850,000 with appropriations offset by a tax anticipation note, loan proceeds and an increase in Model Traffic Revenue.  An overall increase of $9,955,041 in appropriations is due to the following transactions which were primarily funded by the tax anticipation note of $2,037,500 and proceeds from the refunding and issuance of the $7,300,000 mortgage revenue bonds:  (1) Transfer to the DS fund for the refunding of the Series 2005 Certificates of Participation of $5,678,107; (2) Repayment of the Tax Anticipation Note of $2,078,041; (3) Additional capital outlay to complete the Judicial Center of $1,503,481; (4) An increase in operation costs $695,412 offset by an increase in model traffic revenues.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2009 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Social Services Fund is hereby increased from $4,497,275 to $5,300,000 with appropriations offset by an increase in program revenue obtained from the State of Colorado through the direct distribution of electronic benefits to an increasing number of eligible County citizens.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2009 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Sales and Use Tax Fund is hereby increased from $830,000 to $1,040,000.  The increase in appropriations of $210,000 is offset by the County receiving $388,377 above what was originally projected as revenue.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of County Commissioners, County of Elbert, State of Colorado, the 2009 Supplemental Appropriation for the Elbert County Building Authority Debt Service Fund is hereby increased from $505,000 to $5,979,790.  A transfer of $5,678,107 from the General Fund provided the funds necessary to payoff the 2005 Certificates of Participation as part of the restructuring and refunding the County’s debt.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Resolution for the Supplemental Appropriation to the 2009 Budget as read into the record.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

RESOLUTION 10-49

LAND USE:  
Lovelace XX Rezone:  Tom Maroney, Representative for the Lovelace Rezone, came before the Board to request an extension of time for recordation of the Lovelace Rezone.  All conditions of this rezone have been met except for the payment of impact fees and the impact fees will be paid upon sale of the property.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to grant an extension for recordation of the Lovelace XX to A-1 Rezone until January 12, 2011, at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter, to allow the applicant to complete all necessary conditions of approval.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

Attorney Thomas Burke with the Law Firm of Reid & Scheffel came before the Board on behalf of County Attorney Mark Scheffel to discuss the Colorado Department of Public Health & Environment Amendment for Task Orders #2 for the emergency preparedness activities to increase the state portion to $31,186 for the renewal term of one year ending on August 9, 2011.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel has reviewed this agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and execute the Amendment for Task Orders #2 between the Department of Public Health & Environment and Elbert County to increase the emergency preparedness funding in the amount of $31,186 for a renewal term of one year ending on August 9, 2011.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
No further business coming before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 10:35 a.m., with the next scheduled meeting to commence at approximately 9:00 a.m., August 11, 2010.
