JULY 30, 2008

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 30th day of July 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:08 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Board of Commissioners Agenda for July 30, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:

CTSI Annual Report.

Notification of federal funding for transportation projects.

Thank you letter from the Town of Elizabeth for the OEM Office and the Public Health Department for their assistance during the water line break.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of July 23, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #115405 through #115487, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $187,556.98 on 07/30/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #115439 in the amount of $500.00 dated 07/30/08 due to wrong vendor.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SIGNING OF MYLARS:
Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for the Chairman signature on the mylars for AT-08-0026 – Administrative Plat for Timbers at Forest Ridge.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

REVERSE EMERGENCY NOTIFICATION SYSTEM:

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to report that the 911 Authority Board has looked at a system for the Reverse Emergency Notification System that is the most cost effective and will be $11,000 annually.  There would be a one time upfront cost of $4,000 to tie in the GIS layers and purchase data from Qwest.  The 911 Authority Board will need help in funding the $4,000 and the plan is to request funds from the incorporated towns this year and would like the support from the Commissioners.  The Board agreed to write a letter of support for the Reverse Emergency Notification System.
WEATHER ALERTING SYSTEM:

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to report on the Code Red Weather Alert system.  Residents would need to signup to receive weather alerts and the weather alert would be their area of warning.  LaRiea is writing a grant for funding this project.

STATE EMPG GRANT:

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to report that the Federal Homeland Security funding has been increased for the OEM Office from $21,000 to $38,100 annually and submitted the new contract to the County Attorney for review.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the contract and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Elbert County Emergency Planning Grant with DOLA.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.   The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
AMBULANCE LICENSING:
OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to report that there are ambulances in the Limon and Calhan Fire Districts that are housed outside of Elbert County, but has a service area in Elbert County and have passed inspection.  
Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the ambulance licenses as presented.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

KIOWA ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT – SURPLUS EQUIPMENT:
Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to request approval to surplus a 1998 Cat Grader 143H; 2000 Cat 970 Loader and a 1998 Cat Rotomiller and sell this equipment at the September Ritchie Bros. sale.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to surplus a 1998 Cat Grader 143H – I.D. #1AL00511; 2000 Cat 970 Loader - #6AC14221 and a 1998 Cat Rotomiller RR250B-3RR00129.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

KIOWA ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT – GRANT REQUEST:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to request approval to submit a Energy Mineral Impact Grant application to DOLA in the amount of $700,000 to complete the paving of the Kiowa Bennett Road for 3.9 miles.  
Commissioner Metli made a motion to apply for the DOLA Energy Mineral Impact Grant in the amount of $700,000.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

BUILDING DEPARTMENT – BUILDING PERMIT REFUND:

Building Official Bill Tanner came before the Board to request a refund of building permit #0700280 to Ryland Homes in the amount of $2,354.02.  The reason for the refund is that the contract on the first home fell through and Ryland Homes then got another contract; however, the second contract was for a different style house, so a new permit has been applied for, issued and paid for; therefore, 80% of the first building permit should be refunded.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to refund Building Permit #0700280 in the amount of $2,354.02 to Ryland Homes.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SOCIAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Social Services Director Susan Walton came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Susan submitted payroll recaps and gave a budget update.
Susan requested approval to promote a Caseworker IV and to add a Caseworker I and an Ongoing Caseworker II or III with the TANF Reserve money that has now been mandated that the fund balance reduced.  The Board approved the promotion for Caseworker IV but would like to have additional information on the other two positions.

Susan gave an update on House Bill 04-1451 and that this money in this fund could be used towards the Centennial Mental Health contribution.

Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
