The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 6th day of August 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:05 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of July 30, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #115488 through #115525, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $40,851.80 on 08/06/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #112367 in the amount of $36.00 due to a misplaced warrant.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT & SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval of two payments to CH2M Hill for the Bandera development.

The first payment is in the amount of $2,422.49 for the Bandera PUD and Preliminary Plat payable to CH2M Hill.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

The second payment is in the amount of $24,000.00 for the Bandera Rezone, PUD, Preliminary Plat payable to CH2M Hill.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

TREE HOUSE PRESENTATION:
Vicki Robbins, OMC and Nikki Beckford, PhD, came before the Board to give a presentation on the Tree House Facility that will provide quality, integrated services of recovery and mental health, promote recognition of self-value, healing and the fostering of family strengths.  The goal is to open the facility with the help of grantors, stakeholders, fundraising and community help, since this is a non-profit organization.  Tree House Inc., is looking to locate their facility in Elbert County.  

The Board of Commissioners suggested that they meet with the Social Services Department, Centennial Mental Health and that they work with the Community Development and Services Department on the zoning of the property they are looking to locate to.

Planner II Curtis Carlson came before the Board and stated that the road/easement issues have been resolved regarding the Lovelace XX to A-1 Rezone.
Applicant’s Representative Tom Maroney stated that his client has agreed to all conditions of approval as amended.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve RZ-08-0014, Lovelace XX to A-1 Rezone, with the 9 conditions of approval, striking the first #5 on page 2.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
