The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 11th day of August 2010, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of County Commissioners convened at 9:30 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda s printed.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Consent Agenda Items A through C.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELECTED OFFICIALS/DEPARTMENT HEAD COMMENTS:
Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to report that the paving schedule for County Road 17 north to Bonnie Ridge Drive should be completed by the end of August.  A 36” culvert needs to be installed, but the project is moving along as expected.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Jill DuVall came before the Board to request information on the lottery money (conservation trust funds) that the County received and an itemization on the revenue and expenditures.  The Board instructed Ms. DuVall to submit an open records request regarding this information.
NEW BUSINESS:

Extension Services:  Paige Evans with Cooperative Extension Advisory Board came before the Board of Commissioners to report that another successful Fair has been completed.  Paige also discussed the 40% budget reduction for the Extension Office and requested that the BOCC reconsider the budget cuts to this office.

Department of Corrections Costs of Prosecuting Crimes:  Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the billing and reimbursement of expenses related to the prosecution of crimes committed by inmates as provided for in CRS 16-18-101(3).  Elbert County’s “Total Amount Owed” for costs previously billed to the DOC, but that have not been reimbursed from October 18, 2002 through April 30, 2010, is $10,316.33.  Elbert County’s “Total Amount Owed” for costs not previously billed to the DOC and have not been reimbursed from January 1, 2006 through June 30, 2010 is $7,809.69.  The DOC’s total reimbursement to Elbert County is $18,126.02.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to continue the resolution for the DOC reimbursement to August 25, 2010 at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Bonding of Sales & Use Tax:  Steve Valdez came before the Board to request further consideration on the bonding of the sales and use tax issue.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to continue the bonding of sales and use tax matter until August 25, 2010, at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Elbert County Communications Center:  Chairperson Hope Goetz read her comments regarding the closure of the Elbert County Communications Center and the creation of the Elbert County Communications Authority (ECCA) into the record.  Commissioner Schwab made comments regarding the new ECCA IGA.  Commissioner Shipper stated that he had concerns about agreeing to an IGA that he feels is a concept plan.  
Public Comment Speakers:  Town of Elizabeth Manger Chris LeMay; ECCA Attorney Bob Tibbals; Elizabeth Fire Chief TJ Steck; OEM Officer Cory Stark.

County Attorney Mark Scheffel stated that he proposed a revision to the IGA to clarify that to the extent, if any, telephone surcharge funds will be used to offset per dispatch call charges, such use will be equitably apportioned for the benefit of each Party.  At this time, it appears that an apportionment based on volume of dispatch calls or relative cost of dispatch calls; i.e., the 60/40 split versus the 52/48 split, needs to be determined.  Either method, which are both generally referenced in the proposed revision would represent a specific identifiable criteria, upon which an equitable apportionment could be made.  ECCA has taken no formal action to the proposed revisions to incorporate them as presented.  
Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Board resolve to enter the Intergovernmental Agreement Establishing the Elbert County Communications Authority on behalf of itself and on behalf of the Elbert County Sheriff’s Office for the purpose of addressing the provision of funds and emergency dispatch services throughout Elbert County and appoint Commissioner Del Schwab as the “voting member” representing the County; appoint Commissioner Hope Goetz and Commissioner John Shipper as the alternates authorized to act on behalf of the County in the absence of the voting member.  Appoint Undersheriff Shayne Heap as the voting member, representing Elbert County Sheriff’s Office; appoint Sheriff Bill Frangis and Joe Winkel as the alternates authorized to act on behalf of the Sheriff’s Office in the absence of the voting member and appoint Commissioner Del Schwab as the Executive Committee member representing the County.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the vote was as follows:
