The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:05 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Additions:  New Business:  Mark Smith Appointment; Land Use – Remove Item 11C and add Soloway Rezone RZ-06-11-21.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the Agenda as amended.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda items A through D.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Ken Johansson came before the Board and suggested that the County retain a CSU student to perform a study regarding the impacts of the Master Plan and Regulations changes.  The Board agreed to take this suggestion under advisement.
Carl Wilstatter came before the Board to submit compliance letters regarding the Rocky Mountain Airpark.

OLD BUSINESS:

Petition for Abatement – Ingrid Crosier:  The Assessors Office requested a second continuance on the Crosier Petition for Abatement.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to continue the Ingrid Crosier Petition for Abatement until August 26, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter and that this will be the final continuation.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
NEW BUSINESS:

Road & Bridge Surplus Equipment:  Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to request that a 1989 Ford, VIN #1FD4D8OUZKVA50408 be declared surplus.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to surplus a 1989 Ford, VIN #1FD4D8OUKVA50408.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ROAD & BRIDGE SURPLUS EQUIPMENT

Road Improvement Bids for County Road 17/21 & 106:  The Board of Commissioners opened sealed bids for road improvements on County Road 17/21 and 106.  Bids received are as follows:  A-1 Chipseal; Quality Paving Co.; Asphalt Specialities Co.; Aggregate Industries; Schmidt Construction and KB Construction.  The Board turned the bids over to the Road & Bridge Department for review and recommendations.

Justice Center Concrete Bids:  The Board of Commissioners opened sealed bids for curb & gutter concrete work at the Justice Center.  Bids received are as follows:  Covenant Concrete Construction; Costwise Concrete Contractors; Wagner’s Concrete Construction.  The Board turned the bids over to Al Perlman for review and recommendations.

Recordation Extension Request for Verde Ridge:  Tom Maroney came before the Board to request an extension for recordation for the Verde Ridge development.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve an extension for recordation for Verde Ridge until November 25, 2009 at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Building Department Refund:  Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request a refund in the amount of $5,000 to Phillip J. Brown for Building Permit #2040269.  Mr. Brown placed the cash deposit with the County for demolition of the existing home at 24642 County Road 13 and the work has been completed.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to return the cash refund to Phillip Brown to be taken from line item #010-000-3427 – Elbert County Building Miscellaneous Fund in the amount of $5,000.00.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Engineer Payment:  Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for payment to CH2M Hill in the amount of $1,200.00 for the review of the Shops at Wild Pointe.  The money is in the escrow account.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to pay CH2M Hill in the amount of $1,200.00 to be from Account #010-000-3441.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

REPORTS BY STAFF:

Social Services Department:  Interim Social Services Director Cathy Robinson came before the Board and reported on various programs within the Social Services Department.

Building Department:  Director Richard Miller came before the Board to recommend that Mark Smith be appointed as the Interim Building Official.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to appoint Mark Smith as the Interim Building Official.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Economic Development Office Appointment:  Commissioner Schwab stated that during these difficult economic times, there is an importance of an Economic Development Office that fosters an environment and encourages responsible economic development within the County and recommended that the Community Development Services Department expand its duties to include an Economic Development Office under the capable leadership of Richard Miller.  The Economic Development Office should include input from Elbert County citizens and look to Director Miller to make recommendations to this Board, within 60 days, regarding details concerning the makeup of the office, specific goals, procedures of the Office and necessary resources to accomplish this important goal.  Commissioner Shipper stated that this is the direction Elbert County needs to move toward and would allow the County to be in contact with the State Economic Development Office. 
Public Comment:  None.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Community Services & Development Office include an Economic Development Office under the capable direction of Richard Miller.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
Courage to Change Ranches Special Use:  Commissioner Del Schwab recused himself from this public hearing.  Planner Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to present the request of Dr. Judith Miller/James Riner for a Drug and Alcohol Residential Rehabilitation Center for no more than 8 female residents located at 26753 County Road 89, Ramah, CO.  The property is located on 40+ acres zoned A-1 and is in residential use.  The site has direct access to County 89-93.  
Courage to Change Ranches is a gender specific residential recovery program that will house the recovery residents.  A full-time staff is established and a comprehensive manual of policies and procedures has been developed to cover the various aspects of the program.  The property consists of an existing 5 bedroom, 4 bath, ranch style home with a 3 car garage located on 40 acres.  The home will stay as is with minor updates.  In July 2004, the applicant submitted a similar request on another site.  After moving through much of the process, the applicant withdrew the application prior to any public hearings.  At that time, the applicant was not licensed by the state.  That concern, as well as several others at that time have been resolved prior to the submittal of this application.  Current licensure has been secured by Courage to Change at this time.  
The applicant has received a change of use for the existing well, making the current permit a commercial permit.  The existing septic system is designed to accommodate a 5 bedroom house and as such, should be sufficient for the needs of this Special Use.

On July 23, 2009, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on this application and on a vote of 7 to 0, forwarded an approval recommendation with stipulated conditions to the Board of County Commissioners for their consideration.

Public Comment:  Applicant’s Representative Tom Maroney; Applicant Dr. Judith Miller;  James Murray; Paulette Marshall; Kiowa Fire Chief Dian Bowers; James Ryder and Jennifer Gibson.

Commissioner Shipper made a motion to continue this hearing to September 9, 2009, at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter for SU-09-0007.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab returned for the remainder of the BOCC Meeting.
Rocky Mountain Airpark Estates: Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval to turn the files of the Rocky Mountain Airpark over to the County Attorney for review based on numerous complaints form Elbert County and Douglas County Residents.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion turn the files for the Rocky Mountain Airpark Estates over to the County Attorney for legal review.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Soloway Rezone Continuation:  Planner Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to request a 6 month extension for the Soloway Rezone case.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to continue the Soloway Rezone to a date certain of February 10, 2010, at 9:00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
COUNTY ATTORNEY:
County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark reviewed the AcuView Maintenance Agreement in the amount of $400 and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the maintenance quote for the Road & Bridge ESRI in the amount of $400.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the Election IGA between the Commissioners and the County Clerk for the 2009 Election and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the IGA between the BOCC and the Elbert County Clerk and Recorder.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Denver Area Security Initiative IGA amendment that had minor revisions in the body of the IGA; however, there was no monetary change and Mark found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the Denver Area Security Initiative IGA.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the two easement agreements with Union Pacific near the River Bend area in the amount of $5,000 and found them appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve and sign the easement agreements with Union Pacific.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
No further business coming before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 11:22 a.m., with the next scheduled meeting to commence at approximately 9:00 a.m., August 26, 2009.
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
