OVERLAND ASPHALT BIDS:

The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Planner II Curtis Carlson came before the Board to present the request of Big Sandy Creek Wind LLC for a Special Use Review for two temporary meterological towers to obtain wind data information relating to the potential for establishing electrical wind generator equipment.  The project is located in a portion of Sections 18 and 30, Township 11 South, Range 59 West in Elbert County.  
On July 24, 2008, the Planning Commission voted 7 to 0 to approve this item on the Consent Agenda and is forwarding an approval recommendation with stipulated conditions to the Board of County Commissioners for their consideration.
