The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 27th day of August 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:20 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners Agenda for August 27, 2008, as written. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:
Invitation to Department of Transportation Region One Directors retirement party on September 25.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept the Commissioner Meeting Minutes of  August 20, 2008, as written. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #115949 through #116029 all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $160770.01 on 8/27/08. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Payroll checks #18611 through #18652  all accounts, all funds in the amount of $743918.40 on 8/27/08. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Checks for the Primary Election Judges warrants #115894 through #115948 all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $8934.55 on 8/27/08. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ELBERT COUNTY TREASURER – PUBLIC TRUSTEE

Elbert County Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board with several different issues.

Mobile Home Write Offs:

These mobile homes have gone to tax sale. They are no longer sitting in the County. There are taxes owing on them, no way to collect them. Billie asked that they be written off.  They have all been moved out of the County without their knowledge, except two of them which are storage units. Chairperson Graeff asked if they strike them off, if the Assessor can put these on tax roll as storage sheds.
The mobile homes to be removed, and changed to an out building is, Account Numbers #M801117, #M800104.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to strike Account Numbers M800135, M800359, M800962, M800012, M800013, M800014, M800015, M800016, M800017, M800023, M800024, M800025, M800035, M800036, M800038, M800040, M800041, from the tax roll. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to strike Account # M801117, M800104 from the mobile home tax roll and put on as storage shed tax roll. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
State Assessed Write Offs:

Elbert County Treasurer Billie Mills asked that these two properties be written off. Account # U117655, and U114511.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to take off the tax roll, Account numbers U117655, U114511. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
County Held Tax Liens That Need Title Searches:
Elbert County Treasurer Billie Mills came before the Board for permission to do the Title Searches on her new list on Mineral Rights.
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the County Treasurer authorizes the Title Search from the Abstract Company on Mineral Rights. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mineral Rights-Cancel on Tax Lien Certificate:

Elbert County Treasurer Billie Mills for permission from the Board to cancel the tax liens. These tax liens are no longer valid.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to cancel Tax Lien and issue Redemption Certificates on Account numbers R102920, because the mineral rights expired, and Account number R102676 because this is a mineral right that should have never been split. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Sixth Month Report:
Elbert County Treasurer Billie Mills gave a copy of the Six Month Report to the Board and let them know that this was sent to the newspaper.

Public Trustee Quarterly Reports:

Elbert County Treasurer Billie Mills gave a copy of the Quarterly Reports to the Board. 

SOCIAL SERVICES:
Social Service Director Susan Walton came before the board to give them an update on payroll recaps. 

Susan also discussed the contracts with Westfall Consulting, and Rhoden (Fraud Prevention and Investigation). County Attorney Mark Sheffel reviewed the renewal contracts that will expire in June of 2009, and found them appropriate for approval as to form.
Commissioner Metli made a motion the Chairman sign the Westfall Consulting Agreement with Social Services. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Metli made a motion the Chairman sign the Consulting Contract with Rhoden (Fraud Prevention and Investigation Consulting). Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CCOERA PLAN LEVEL RETIREMENT ACCOUNT REVIEW:
Jacob Kuijper Executive Director of CCOERA came before the Board to discuss some updates on CCOERA.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County attorney Mark Sheffel came before the Board to discuss a Task Order Contract between the State of Colorado for the use and benefit of the Department of Public Health and Environment in Elbert County. The Task Order is being issued in accordance with the Master Contract between the State of Colorado and Elbert County, which was previously executed by the BOCC. The Task Order Post Contract in its current form is appropriate for approval as to form.
Public Health Director, Mary Sue Liss came before the board to discuss this contract. This is money that was left over at the State level. They were offered $8531.00. She would like to use $2000.00 to train her staff in Family Planning issues, the rest will be used for Family Planning method purchase.

Commissioner Metli made a motion the Chairman sign the Task Order Contract with the State of Colorado Department of Health and Environment Prevention Services Division. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners will now go into Executive Session pursuant to C.R.S. 24-6-402(3) and (4) to discuss legal matters and/or pending legal actions with the Board of County Commissioners Attorney which, in the opinion of the attorney who will be in attendance during the Executive Session, believes that all or a portion of the discussion will constitute privileged attorney/client communications.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chairman declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners will now come out of Executive Session with the Attorney for the Board.  No formal action was taken by the Board, including, but not limited to, any proposed policy, position, resolution, rule, or regulation, or formal action in contravention of C.R.S. 24-6-402(4).  No further record was kept of this Executive Session.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chairman declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

INTRODUCTION OF TWO NEW BUSINESSES:
Gary Begin the owner, operator of the Independence newspaper came before the Board to introduce his new paper, Tidbits. He will start publishing in October 2008.

ELBERT WOMEN’S CLUB:
Barbara Shawtec President of the Elbert Women’s Club came before the Board to ask for some help in reducing a permit fee. They are trying to restore the Russell Gates Mercantile building in Elbert. They have received two grants from the State. Bill Tanner 

Elbert County Building Official came before the Board to discuss the permit fees. The total fee is $1774.57. The only fee they can reduce is the building permit fee which is $839.75. Bill recommended, cut that fee in half to $419.88. That would bring their total fee down to $1354.69.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to cut the building permit fee of $839.75 in half to $419.88. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

BID OPENING FOR ROCK BODY AND DUMP BODY:
Simla Road and Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board for bids for Rock Body and Dump Body. There were not any bids for him. This will be continued at a later date.
VERDE RIDGE:

Community and Development Service Director Richard Miller came before the Board to discuss that, modifications to the development guide have been proposed by the applicant. Richard recommended that these modifications be reviewed by the Planning Commission before this case is heard by the BOCC. Richard also stated that in reviewing the Planning Commission minutes, it was also noted that the conditions of approval were not discussed at that Planning Commission hearing. Richard would like the Planning Commission to review this project. Richard suggested a Planning Commission, public hearing day to be held on September 18, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the agricultural building to discuss the modifications. Richard asked that the BOCC hearing day for RZ 07-0156, PP 07-0157, 1041-07-0201, be continued on October 8, 2008 at 7 p.m. in the agricultural building with the BOCC for the public hearing.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to resubmit the application for Verde Ridge, PUD 07-0156, PP 07-0157, 1041-07-0201, the hearing to be held with Planning Commission on September 18, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. Commissioner Metli made a motion that PUD 07-0156, PP 007-0157, 1041-07-0201 be moved to October 8, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.with the BOCC. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
County Attorney Mark Sheffel noted to the BOCC that the agenda indicated that this was to be continued at 7:00 p.m. He recommended the BOCC to encourage the appropriate Staff to make every effort to post this change so the public is aware of the change.
