ELBERT COUNTY COMMISSIONER MEETING

SEPTEMBER 3, 2008

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 3rd day of September 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:08 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Addition: C. Carlson – Miller Ranch. Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the agenda for September 3, 2008 with the additions as noted. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CORRESPONDENCE:

Invitation from the Colorado State University Extension Office for a meeting September 10th.
Meeting Notice from CCOERA Elbert County Employee Retirement Plan September 30th 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. in BOCC room.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Commissioner Metli made motion to approve the Commissioner Meeting Minutes of August 27, 2008, as written. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrants  #116030 through #116090 all accounts, all funds, in the amount of  $484,471.20 on 9/3/08. Commissioner Metli seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

RESOLUTION DELGATION OF AUTHORITY / DENVER AREA BOYSCOUT:

Michael Hark from Stiefel–Nicolas Inc. came before the Board on behalf of the boy scouts. The boy scouts are making improvements to facilities located in Boulder, Lakewood and Elbert County. They are looking at doing up to $10,000,000.00 bond issue for these improvements. The issuing of the bonds will be The City of Englewood, Colorado. They are requesting Elbert County approve delegating authority for the improvements that are made in Elbert County to Englewood, Colorado for purposes of closing the bond issue. This is a procedural issue as it allows a borrower to borrow money without having three separate bond issues. They prepared a resolution and submitted it to the Board for their approval.
Commissioner Metli made a motion not to sign this resolution at this time. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
PUBLIC HEALTH BUILDING CONTRACT:

Al Pearlman representing the County’s Project Manager for the Public Health Project. Al came before the Board to present a contract or the public health facility. Mary Sue Liss Director of Public Health obtained a grant for a modular building with modifications to establish a dental facility.
County Attorney Mark Scheffel discussed the revised contract with LBA Associates Services Inc. for the construction of the public health building to the BOCC in the amount of $28168.00 with a substantial completion date of February 27, 2009. The contract was revised with all the requested changes made. Mark found the contract appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Metli made a motion the Chairman sign the contract with LBA Associates Services Inc. for the nurses building with a substantial completion date of February 27, 2009. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
STATE HAZARD MITIGATION GRANT:

LaRiea Thompson Elbert County Emergency Management Director came before the Board. Four years ago they adopted a Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan for the County. It is mandated on a federal level. This plan expires in February, 2009 and they need to do an update. They have obtained grant funding to accomplish this update. The grant award from the state is for $20000.00. The Colorado Water Conservation District is matching $12000.00. LaRiea is matching $10000.00 out of her budget.
Commissioner Metli made a motion the Chairman sign the State Hazard Mitigation Grant. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FORMAL REQUEST FOR 2008 ELBERT COUNTY FINANCIALS:

John Dunn came before the Board with a formal request. The freedom of information act of the local records law. The letter is addressed to the Commissioners and the Treasurer. John requested fourteen separate documents relaying to the Counties financial situation. John stated the time as 9:25 a.m. There is a seventy two hour period on this request to give him the documents. Chairperson Graeff noted this, and said it will be completed.
OVERLAND ONE-WAY STREET:

Kiowa Road and Bridge Forman Rick Manyik came before the Board to discuss the paving of Overland Subdivision. Kiowa Road and Bridge is in the process of paving Overland Loop in the Overland Subdivision. The road easement on this road is only 24 feet, not enough room for two lane traffic. They have paved the road 16 feet leaving room for drainage on the sides of the road. Rick requested to make Overland Loop a one way road. The entry will be off Columbine Trail and the exit will be on Columbine Trail West. Emergency services will be able to respond quicker and safer if the entry is off Columbine Trail.
Commissioner Metli made a motion to let Kiowa Road and Bridge go ahead with this request. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
BUDGET DISCUSSION:

Chairperson Graeff discussed after a meeting with the Elected Officials and Department Heads, they have agreed not to spend their entire budgets. Commissioners requested a hiring freeze, limitations on spending excess, necessary items only. They are not doing anything with the hours or the employees at this time. 

Commissioner Metli made a motion to install a hiring freeze for the remainder of the year, and nonessential spending. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Recessed at 9:40 a.m.

Reconvened at 1:05 p.m.

CONSENT AGENDA:

 Chairperson Suzie Graeff announced that consent agenda item is, Rezone 07-0134 Benson A-1. Chairperson Graeff asked if there was anyone in the audience that wanted to hear the full presentation on this application. Chairperson Graeff asked if anyone wanted to make any comments.
Community and Development Services Planner I, Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to give a brief summary. This is a request to rezone 132 acres from A to A-1 to create three 35 + acre parcels. It is located in a portion of Section 34, Township 8 South, and Range 64 West. The applicant wants to subdivide to give a piece to each of his children. The conditions of approval are: 
1. The applicant will pay the road impact fees, in the amount of $1,998.00 per new lot (2), to further improve roads in TAZ 2 (Traffic Analysis Zone 2).
2. The applicant will mitigate growth related impacts to the County through the payment of $2,453.00 per parcel (2).

3. The applicant will mitigate Kiowa Soil Conservation concerns and a letter of agreement from KCD is to be placed in the Planning Department file. Necessary changes to the exhibit with regard to the no build areas will be completed prior to recordation.

4. The applicant will add to the Rezoning Exhibit a note clarifying areas to be designated as no build areas prior to recordation.

5. The applicant will add to the Rezoning Exhibit the easements and rights of way required by Elbert County Road and Bridge prior to recordation.

6. The applicant will obtain a Road Access Permit and will construct as required the internal road to County specifications. Applicant will add street name to the exhibit. No building permits will be issued until construction is complete.

7. The applicant and the Elizabeth Fire Protection District will comply with Resolution 99-35, as related to fire protection. A signed letter of approval from the Elizabeth Fire Protection District will be submitted to the Planning Department prior to recordation of any documentation. The applicant will be responsible for an appropriate address map.

8. The applicant will record the Rezoning Exhibit, Weed and Grazing Management Plan, and associated documents within ninety (90) days of approval by the Board of County Commissioners. Copies of the recorded documents are to be placed in the Planning Department File.
9. The applicant will remove the public notice sign and file a letter in the Planning Department prior to recordation of all documents.

10. The Rezoning will not be effective until all fees are paid, conditions of approval are met, and documents recorded.

11. Adopt the Findings enumerated herein.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the RZ 07-0134 Benson A to A-1 Rezone and the eleven conditions of approval. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

LYNN REZONE RZ 07-0142:

Planner I Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to request a continuation to September 10, 2008. Commissioner Metli made a motion to continue the Lynn Rezone RZ- 07-0142 and MD-07-0143 to September 10, 2008 at 1:00 p.m. or as soon as possible thereafter. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

WEST ELBERT COUNTY TRANSPORTATION MASTER PLAN:
Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to present the West Elbert County Transportation Master Plan. The Planning Commission approved the plan on August 28th as part of the Elbert County Master Plan. The plan will be posted on the Community and Development Service and Road and Bridge websites for the public to have access to it. This plan is for the western part of the County. They are hoping to apply for a grant from DOLA to prepare a transportation plan for the eastern portion of the County. The plan is intended to be used as an advisory document. The Transportation Master Plan is a projection to the year 2030 and provides Elbert County with a viable planning tool for the transportation network in the western portion of the County. It will be used by policy makers, citizens and developers. The plan includes improvement to existing roads, construction of new roadways and improving safety on all of our roads. They will use this plan on a regular basis when they review development proposals. The plan was developed with citizen input. 
WORK SHOP  ROAD & BRIDGE OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE:

Ben Severson, Norm Happel, and Karen Cochran came before the Board to discuss the proposed Road & Bridge Oversight Committee. They provided the Commissioners with documents for the County Attorney to review at a previous meeting. The Commissioners decided to leave the decision up to the new Elected Commissioners. 
ELBERT COUNTY BUILDING AUTHORITY:

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Building Authority pays requisition #17 September 3, 2008 in the amount of $426834.58. Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
