NEW BUSINESS:
E911 Board:  Jim White came before the Board to present the transfer of property from the E911 Telephone Service Authority to the Board of County Commissioners which is the communications equipment.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept all of the items attached to the Bill of Sale from the Elbert County Emergency Telephone Service Authority of Elbert County to the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
