NEW BUSINESS:
Announcement of Temporary Interim H.R. Assistant Position.
Commissioner Schwab addressed the issue of the appointment of the interim Human Resource Director. Mrs. Kathi Landcaster is presently our Human Resource Director, but is currently on leave from that position. In her absence, Commissioner Schwab recommended the Appointment of Mrs. Donna Martin to fill that position. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
North Central Fire Water Lease from County

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board. The North Central Volunteer Fire District is planning an expansion of their facility in the Chaparral Subdivision. The expansion will require rezoning and a minor development process. The District is required to have a 300 year water supply. The District has an existing well, but not enough water to meet the 300 year water supply. The District has requested the Board of County Commissioners consider leasing water to them from two separate parcels owned by the County in the Chaparral Subdivision. An application for determination of water rights for the two parcels will need to be filed with the Division of Water Resources. The water rights will need to be secured prior to the lease being signed between the District and the County. Colorado Water Plans is prepared to make the application on behalf of the County in draft language for the proposed lease for the cost of $ 2000.00. The improvements planned by the District will require a vote of the citizens in the District to approve the bond issue in November of this year, should the bond issue not be approved by the voters in November of 2009 the District will not go forward with the planned expansion and will not need the additional water from the County. The District has agreed to reimburse the County the $ 2000.00 for the application fee if the bond issue is approved by the voters. If the County goes forward with the application to turn the water rights into two County owned parcels and the District bond issue be defeated by the voters, the County would not be reimbursed the $ 2000.00 for the application, but in return have secured the water rights for the property subject to the Division of Water Resources determination. If the bond issue is approved by the voters in November the District is willing to accept as a condition of approval of the land use application that the $ 2000.00 would be reimbursed to the County prior to final recordation of the documents associated with the land use approval. 
Mike Stornello Fire Lieutenant for North Central came before the Board. Chairperson Goetz asked what the ISO was out there. Mr. Stornello believes that the ISO rating will drop from a 9 to an 8A. This means different savings for different people depending on their adjacency to the fire department, the actual station. The need for the additional water is they are planning to put in a 30000 gallon cistern. Both the improvements to the Fire Department and the inclusion cistern will be funded by the members of the District, Property Owners in the District through this Bond. The cistern will reduce their reliance on neighboring districts. This should also reduce homeowners insurance and to improve the Firefighters ability to protect.
Chairperson Goetz asked for Public Comment.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to authorize the application the Colorado Water Plans the authority to move forward with the project and authorize the payment of 
 $2000.00. Commission Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Domestic Violence Awareness & Outreach Campaign
Sunni Ward gave some information about the Elbert Count Sheriffs Office Domestic Violence Awareness Campaign. They are planning a week long Domestic Violence Awareness Campaign. Sunni asked the Commissioners for permission to hang signs and to attach cards to the payroll. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to hang the information that Sunni presented to them in the County Building and to have a conversation with Cheri about the possibility of putting cards in payroll. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
REPORTS OF ELECTED OFFICIALS/DEPT HEADS:
Public Health Dept:  Marysue Liss from Elbert County Health and Environment came before the Board to discuss a Contract that is an Amendment to the Master Public Health Contract. County Attorney Mark Sheffel has reviewed the contract  for Health Care Program for Children of Special Needs Contract Amendment #2. The County previously entered a task order through the Colorado Dept of Public Health and Environment and the Elbert County Commissioners of the county for the use and benefit of the Elbert County Nursing Service to pursue the health care program services. Maximum payable by the State during submitted contract term is $5966.00 for a total financial obligation of the State of $17898.00 through the period of October 1, 2009 to September 30, 2010. Mark reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to have the Chair sign the health care program for the children of special needs contract amendment no. 2. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMENTS BY PUBLIC:

Craig Curl from Colorado Water Plans gave an update on 4 parcels of land that they employed Colorado Water Plans to adjudicate the water rights for in late February. One of the parcels has been completed by the Division of Water recourses and has been recorded in the County’s records. Two of the parcels have been completed and they just received them and are processing the paperwork to give for recording. The third one is scheduled to be completed by the 10th thru the 15th of October. By the 15th of October they will have completed all 4 parcels for the adjudicated process. 
Lease/Mortgage Revenue Bond Series 2009, Refinance Certificates of 

Participation and 2009 Tax Anticipation Note

Kevin Collins came before the Board to discuss a resolution completing the transaction that started last December, which completes the refinance of the existing certificates of participation and bills the County for the additional cost for the judicial center. Kevin Collins brought documents with him from Wells Fargo to complete this transaction with the effective date of October 1, 2009. County Attorney Mark Scheffel  clarified that there detailed many parts to these documents and what they are approving today is authorization to allow them to move forward and work with the various parties and authorizing the vortex to do necessary documents to facilitate this, and starting with the core resolution today. Mark has reviewed this and subject to their approval the resolution that he recommend be detailed is appropriate for approval as to form.
Chair person Goetz offered Public Comment.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion that the Elbert County Resolution authorizing the issuance of the Elbert County Lease Mortgage Revenue Bond Series 2009 be approved. Elbert County Colorado resolution 09-. The resolution of the Board of County Commissioners of Elbert County Colorado authorizing the issuance of the Elbert County Lease Mortgage Revenue and Bond Series 2009, the execution and delivery of the Lease Agreement, the Mortgage and Loan Agreement and Escrow Agreement in providing any covenants and details in connection thereof the purpose of:
1. Refunding the outstanding Certificates of Participation Series 2005 the proceeds of which were primarily used to construct and equip the County Justice Center.

2. Refunding a Tax Anticipation Note issued in 2009.
3. Financing the Acquisition Improvement and equipping the County’s Justice Center.

4. Funding a dept service reserve fund.

5. Paying the cost of issuing the bond.

COUNTY ATTORNEY CONTINUED:
County Attorney Mark Sheffel reviewed a Social Services item, 2009 / 2010 Core Program that is a 3 year plan being submitted to the Colorado Department of Human Services Division of Child Welfare. Social Services Director Mrs. Robinson asked Mark to review this. Mark said in reviewing this the 2009 / 2010 Social Services Core Plan is appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the 2009 / 2010 Core Plan. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark Sheffel discussed that the County has contract with a Correctional Health Care Company to provide nursing and health care services to the Justice Center jail. The contract us up for renewal. The price quote that they received from Correctional Health Care Management for continued inmate medical services. It will cover the period of January 2010 thru December 31, 2010. It provides an increase in the amount of 3.27%.  A monthly cost of $5848.42.Total of $70181.04 for a total of the 12 month contract. Mark said if they would like to proceed in getting the contract the price quote is appropriate for approval as to form. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to move forward with the Correctional Health Care Management and retain the price quote for continued inmate medical services. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark Sheffel updated the Commissioners on the Litigation involving the County in the United States District Court. Elbert County Sheriff’s Department Case No. 08CV0059. Mark has been working with CTSI Council on this case. The outside council recommends that the County settle this case. Mark asked for a motion to authorize the attorney to move forward and to pursue settlement of this case. Commissioner Schwab made a motion to authorize the County Attorney to settle the case no. 08CV0059. Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion. The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
