The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the Agenda for the September 24, 2008, BOCC Meeting.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of September 17, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #112725 in the amount of $100.00 payable to Elisa Wright at the request of the Social Services Department.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #116312 through #116414, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $126,663.67 dated 09/24/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Paychecks #18655 through #18692 for payroll, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $729,114.14 dated 09/24/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

JUSTICE CENTER CHANGE ORDERS:
Al Perlman came before the Board to submit change orders for the Justice Center.  The change orders are #7 – Court security system and to increase the size of the facilities to reduce potential for snow build-up; rerouting of gas line for the Sheriff’s Department; and new wiring for the 911 Service for a total of $324,900.  #9 change order is for the integrated security system for the Sheriff’s Department and the Communications Center in the amount of $86,753.58.  #6 Change Order is for non-code complying electrical work for the Sheriff’s Department in the amount of $3,777.50.
Laurie McKeggar with the State Judicial Office reported that the State submitted a grant to the Security Commission for $126,954 and were awarded $84,326 with the remaining $42,000 to be the County’s portion to assist in offsetting the cost of the security system for the Courts.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve Change Order #6 in the amount of $3,777.50 for the additional electrical work at the Sheriff’s Department.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chair sign Change Order #7 in the amount of $324,900 for the security system additional building add-on and rerouting of the Sheriff’s Department gas line and wiring for the 911 system.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion for the Chair to sign Change Order #9 in the amount of $86,753.58 for the integrated security system for the Sheriff’s Department and the Communications Center.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SOCIAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT:
Chair Suzie Graeff announced that the Social Services Director Susan Walton has requested to reschedule her monthly report to next week.

Mark reviewed the proposal from Bleachers International for two new portable bleachers as well as upgrading the existing north bleacher in the amount of $23,816 in lieu of impact fees and found the proposal appropriate for approval as to form.
