COMMUNITY & DEVELOPMENT SERVICES DEPARTMENT:
Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for payment to CH2M Hill for engineering services for Walmart in the amount of $14,965.00.  These funds have been received and are in the escrow account.  Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
