MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes from the October 1, 2008, meeting as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #116496 through #116560, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $208,199.13 on 10/08/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #110998 to ECLC – never cashed; #111700 to Comp USA – never cashed; #112848 – Colorado Community Newspapers – paid twice; #112987 – California Family Health Council – never cashed; #113692 – ELCO – paid twice; #116512 – Lanco Trailers – wrong vendor.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.   The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
SIGNING OF MYLARS:
Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for the Chair to sign the mylars for the Final Plat for the Wild Pointe modification realignment of County Road 3.  A review of the modification was done by the County Attorney, Road & Bridge Department and Community & Development Service Department. 
Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Richard also reported that the Boy Scouts paid $1,800 into the escrow account for the noise testing performed by CH2M Hill and CH2M Hill has submitted a bill for $1,800.00.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to pay.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ROAD ISSUES IN PONDEROSA PARK:

Mr. Kenfield proposed that the County remove the material from his lawn and driveway and he will take of the renovation of them both.  The Board of Commissioners agreed to have Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik take a look at the situation before approval is given.

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board and reported that he has not been able to contact Project Manager Al Perlman regarding the electric, water & sanitation bids for the Public Health Department building, so no action can be taken on these items.
