The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:17 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the Agenda for October 22, 2008, Board of County Commissioner Meeting as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Brochure from ACLU with ballot initiatives information.

Colorado East Community Action Agency Notice of Meeting and Agenda for October 23rd in Limon.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of October 15, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #116694 through #116777, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $126,397.56 on 10/22/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MULTI-COUNTY IGA AMBULANCE LICENSING & INSPECTION PROGRAM:

OEM Officer LaRiea Thompson came before the Board to request a Letter of Intent to continue with the 7 Multi-County IGA Agreement for licensing all ambulances within the County and that the standard is uniform for all counties.  Jefferson County provides the inspector for all 7 counties.  All EMS Agencies within Elbert County are satisfied with the program and the Elbert County Fire Chief’s Association is in agreement for renewal of this program.
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Letter of Intent with the Multi-County IGA Ambulance Licensing and Inspection Program.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FAIRGROUNDS:

Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to request a refund of $75.00 to Castle Valley Cowboy Church.  The church paid in advance for the month of October and have decided not to use the Fairgrounds.  

Commissioner Metli made a motion to refund $75.00 to Castle Valley Cowboy Church for their advance payment.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners will now go into Executive Session pursuant to C.R.S. 24-6-402(3) and (4) to discuss legal matters and/or pending legal actions with the Board of County Commissioners Attorney which, in the opinion of the attorney who will be in attendance during the Executive Session, believes that all or a portion of the discussion will constitute privileged attorney/client communications.  Commissioner Goetz  seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Elbert County Board of County Commissioners will now come out of Executive Session with the Attorney for the Board.  No formal action was taken by the Board, including, but not limited to, any proposed policy, position, resolution, rule, or regulation, or formal action in contravention of C.R.S. 24-6-402(4).  No further record was kept of this Executive Session.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PROPOSED INCORPORATION OF PROPOSED TOWN OF VACAVILLE:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to report that the applicants for the proposed incorporation of the proposed Town of Vacaville have withdrawn their request for the Board of County Commissioners to consider whether or not the petitioners may hold an incorporation election for the proposed Town of Vacaville.  The District Court dismissed their petition and if they can in the future satisfy the Courts, then they will reapply.
ELBERT SCHOOL DISTRICT 200, PETITION TO VACATE COUNTY RIGHT-OF-WAY:
Planner I Carolyn Parkinson came before the Board to present the request of Elbert School District 200 to vacate portions of street easements and alleyways in Fricks Addition to the Town of Elbert and the original Town of Elbert plat which are located in a portion of Section 34, Township 9 South, Range 64 west and a portion of Section 3, Township 10 South, Range 64 West.
The applicant is requesting formal vacation of portions of three street easements which are Kiowa Street, Evans Street and LaValle Street.  The applicant is also request the vacation of alleyways included in the original Town of Elbert Plat.  The portions of streets and alleyways to be vacated are within the Elbert Park boundaries and are currently being used accordingly. 

Prior to the flood of 1935, this area was a thriving section of the Town of Elbert; however, since that time, the area has been left as vacant land with a baseball field and picnic area existing on the site since the 1930’s.  The Elbert County Women’s Club worked to acquire the lots needed to enlarge the park to its current size since the early 1990’s.  An attempt to vacate the road easements was made by the Elbert Park & Rec Association in 1997.  At the time, the Planning Department wished to include additional vacations east of the park site and while it was advantageous to the County, added complications beyond the needs of the applicant in terms of land dedications and the application was denied.

The site consists of four southeast blocks, including parts of Blocks 7, 8 and 9 of the Plat for the Fricks Addition to the Town of Elbert, recorded in Book 1, Page 31 in the Elbert County Clerks Office.  The site also includes a portion of the Original Plat of the Town of Elbert recorded in Book 1, Page 17, in the Elbert County Clerks Office.  The Kiowa Road & Bridge Department retains Elbert Street right-of-way of 40 feet and has requested a note to the recorded plat regarding encroachment into Elbert Street.  

Public Comment Speakers:  Applicant’s Representative Bev McGuire and Glenn Hart.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve VC-08-0027, Elbert School District 200, Petition to Vacate County Right-of-Way with 4 conditions of approval.  Condition 1 and 2 will be as written, new #3 will read “no part of St. Claire Street will be vacated with this application.  Plat is to be corrected accordingly prior to recordation.  New #4 – Adopt the Findings enumerated herein.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VACATION OF COUNTY RIGHT-OF-WAY PETITION

Bev McGuire also discussed the application fee of $300 for the right-of-way vacation that was paid by the Elbert Parks & Rec Association.  Bev requested a waiver of fees, since the Park & Rec Association is not a taxing entity and all donations/fees go back into the sports program.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to reduce the fees on this application by half.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Mark submitted the letters for signature transferring healthcare coverage for Elbert County to Aetna from United Healthcare.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the transfer of benefits letter to United Healthcare.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the letter of cancellation to Unum Life and Unum Provident.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark discussed the revised policy advisements that were previously adopted and that a policy advisement regarding payroll deductions, Policy Advisement 2008-1 be reauthorized and renumbered to Policy Advisement 2008-21.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Mark reviewed the IGA Agreement for the Social Services Department regarding the omission of the Citizen Review Panel and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the IGA with the Northeast Colorado Citizen Review Panel.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Mark reviewed the Court Security Grant in the amount of $85,657 and this grant has been awarded to Elbert County to provide funding of the security system for the Suzie Graeff Justice Center.  The grant contract is appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the grant award in the amount of $84,657 with the Office of the State Administrator.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Gary Begin came before the Board to announce that Bob Schafer will be at the Carlson Building at 3:15 p.m.
