The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 29th day of October 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Agenda for the Elbert County Board of Commissioners for October 29, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the Board of County Commissioner Meeting Minutes for October 27, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Paychex #18695 through #19731, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $732,569.35 on 10/27/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #116778 through #116866, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $263,591.52 on 10/29/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

SIGNING OF MYLARS:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to request approval for the Chair of the Board to sign the mylars for AL-08-0031, Hudick Estates Administrative Lot Line Adjustment.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

HEALD’S ADDITION AMENDMENT #2 – VARIANCE:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to recess as Board of County Commissioners and go into session as Board of Health.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to present the variance for individual sewage disposal systems for Lot 4 and Lot 7 in Block 2 of Heald’s Addition Amendment No. 2; Lot 2 and Lot 9 in Block 2 of Heald’s Addition Amendment No. 2; Lot 1 and Lot 10 in Block 2 of Heald’s Addition, Amendment No. 2 in Agate, Colorado.  The variance being proposed is because the current wastewater treatment facility serving this residence is not financially feasible and inefficient to operate, the residents have obtained the adjoining lot on which to install an ISDA system.  The Elbert County Board of Health agrees to grant a one-time only variance to this property to allow for the installation of an ISDA on non-conforming sized residential lot(s).  There are Quit Claim Deeds for these lots and outline the restrictions that the lot(s) shall be reserved as the site for a primary and secondary wastewater septic field for the residence and one minor auxiliary building is allowed so long as does not impact, in any way, the proper operation of the wastewater septic field; that the two lots that are listed are conjoined in all use, rights and future transfers of ownership and not be sold separately until such time that the residence is connected to an engineered, fully functioning and approved central wastewater treatment plant providing service to the lot(s); that the restrictions will automatically expire upon connection to the engineered and approved, fully functioning central wastewater treatment plat.  Elbert County is granted the right to withhold building permits on until such time as adequate reclamation to the septic field site(s) has been completed as determined by the Elbert County Health Department.
The owners of Lot 1 and Lot 10 are Raymond & Amy Lou Archuletta; the owner of Lot 2 and Lot 9 is John S. McNichol and the owners of Lot 4 and Lot 7 are Robert D. Aaron Jr and Trisha V. Mathill.  The Archuletta’s and the Mr. Aaron are in agreement with the variance request.  Mr. John McNichol stated that he is withdrawing his application.

Public Comment Speakers:  Glen Hunkel – owner of the remaining lots; John McNichol, Greg with Guarantee Bank & Trust; Richard Miller, Robert Aaron, Raymond Archuletta, Carolyn Parkinson.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the variance on October 29, 2008, for Lot 4 and Lot 7, in Block 2, at 38441 Main Street, Agate Colorado, of Heald’s Addition, Amendment No. 2 with the three conditions.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to accept the variance at Lot 1 and Lot 10, Block 2 of Heald’s Addition Amendment No. 2, 38403 Main Street, Agate, Colorado, owned by Raymond & Amy Lou Archuletta with the three conditions.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
