The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 5th day of November 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Additions:  Terms for Fairboard.  Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept the Agenda with the modification for November 5, 2008.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:

East Central Council of Government Meeting Agenda for November 5, 2008.

Information from Board of Land Commissioners regarding land board issues.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #116867 through #116967, and hold #110564, #110559, #110584, #110532 and #110533, until further verification, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $119,834.72 on 11/05/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
GIS CONTRACT:

County Mapper Bart Chambers came before the Board to present the GIS Digital Data License Agreement between Ever Power Windholdings and Elbert County.  Ever Power Windholdings purchased full County data and has already paid for the data.  County Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Digital Data License Agreement with Ever Power Windholdings.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

FAIRGROUNDS:
Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to discuss the following items:

Carol stated that the campground is closed from November 1 to April 1; however, Carol proposed campers to sign a waive that they acknowledge that there is no snowplowing and no water during this time.  The Board declined to have a waiver and that the campground stays closed from November 1 to April 1. 

Carol discussed increasing the septic cleanout charges.  The Board agreed for Carol to work with Deputy, Clerk to the Board to have a public hearing advertised for this proposed cost increase.

The Board of Commissioners discussed the Fairboard terms and Carol stated that at this time they are a one year term.

COUNTY ATTORNEY:

County Attorney Mark Scheffel came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Mark reviewed the letters of intent for the electric work from West Electric in the amount of $29,000 and water and sewer service work bid from Olkjer & Sons in the amount of $41,376 for the Public Health Department building and found them appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the letters of intent for work on the Public Health Department building for West Electric and Olkjer & Sons.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Requisition #21 dated November 5, 2008, on the Building Authority in the amount of $516,746.67.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Requisition #22 dated 11/05/08 on the Building Authority for Knox Company in the amount of $649.00.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Requisition #23 dated 11/05/08 on the Building Authority to Black Hills Energy for $300.00 for grant match.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve Requisition #20 dated 11/05/08 on the Elbert County Building Authority to Elbert County Treasurer for support documents for $1,250.00.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
