The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:10 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Move:  Peaceful Valley Scout Ranch to first Agenda item in the afternoon session.  Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Agenda for the Commissioner Meeting for November 12, 2008, as amended.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of October 29, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to accept the minutes of the November 5, 2008, meeting as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to void Warrant #114692 issued on 06/15/2008, in the amount of $186.14 due to wrong vendor.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #116968 through #117069, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $798,035.34 on 11/12/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

RESCHEDULING OF ZONING, SUBDIVISION & 1041 REGULATION AMENDMENTS PUBLIC HEARING:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board to recommend that the previous continuation of the public hearing date for the amendments to the Zoning, Subdivision and 1041 Regulations to December 3, 2008, needs to be rescheduled since there will be no Commissioner Meeting that day.  Also, the Planning Commission has continued their review of these amendments to January 22, 2009; therefore, Richard recommended that the Commissioner hearing date be continued to February 11, 2009.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the continuation as requested.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Generated by Payroll Warrant #117070 through #117121, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $237,917.27 on 11/12/2008.   Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CORONER OFFICE – REQUEST FOR REAPPROPRIATION OF FUNDS:

County Coroner Sandy Graeff came before the Board to request that additional funds be reappropriated into the autopsy line item of the Coroner’s budget.  The autopsy line item had been cut by $10,000 and now the funds that were appropriated have been used.  The Board stated that the bills for the autopsies will be paid and the Coroner’s request is noted.

PEACEFUL VALLEY SCOUT RANCH SPECIAL USE PERMIT PUBLIC HEARING DATE TO BE RE-ESTABLISHED AT A LATER DATE:

Planning Director Richard Miller came before the Board and stated that the public hearing for the Peaceful Valley Scout Ranch Special Use Permit was scheduled for today; however, Richard has rescinded the public hearing dates for this application before the Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners so that the Boy Scouts can submit additional information for a complete application.  The public hearing dates will be rescheduled when this information is received and the application deemed complete.
Holly with Brownstein, Hyatt, Farber and Schreck made the following statement on the record “as the Planning Director just described, after certifying that the application was complete in August, he now takes the position that the application is incomplete and cancelled those hearings and Scouts object to County’s unilateral decision to cancel these already noticed public hearings.  We are concerned that the hearing cancellations and other County delays are violating the Scouts due process and the citizens and taxpayers of Elbert County subject to Elbert County Zoning’s Regulations.  Scouts are entitled to process under these Zoning Regulations and we hope that the County will resolve these matters swiftly.”  Holly also submitted the formal letter from Carolyn White regarding this matter to the Board of Commissioners.
AGATE REZONE:
Planning Intern Tyler Beebout came before the Board to present the request to rezone certain parcels within the unincorporated Town of Agate, located in a portion of Sections 1 and 12, Township 7 South, Range 59 West, from Mobile Home (MH) and XX to either Residential-One (R-1), Residential-Two (R-2) or Commercial (C).  There are 25 parcels total; 20 parcels will be changed to R-2; 4 parcels will be changed to C and 1 parcel will be changed to R-1.  
The owners of the referenced properties have petitioned the County to rezone the properties.  

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on this application on November 6, 2008, and voted unanimously to forward an approval recommendation with stipulated conditions of approval for the Board of County Commissioners consideration.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Resolution, number to be provided later, the property owners’ initiated rezoning of certain parcels within the unincorporated Town of Agate, Elbert County, Colorado, from Mobile Home (MH) and XX to either Residential-One (R-1); Residential-Two (R-2) or Commercial (C) as described and shown on Exhibit “A” with the 1 condition of approval.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
