NOVEMBER 19, 2008

The Board of Elbert County Commissioners met in a regular scheduled meeting on the 19th day of November 2008, with the roll call of members as follows:

The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:05 a.m., and Chairperson Suzie Graeff called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve the Agenda for the November 19, 2008, Commissioner Meeting as written.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Violence Prevention 2008 Information.

MINUTES APPROVED:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve the minutes of November 12, 2008, as written.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

VOUCHERS & WARRANTS:

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #117122 through #117197, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $66,142.14 on 11/19/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve payment for the election judges Warrant #117198 through #117259, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $11,956.90 on 11/19/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Goetz made a motion to approve A/P Warrant #117260 through #117261, all accounts, all funds, in the amount of $67,139.91 on 11/19/08.  Commissioner Metli seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to pay Requisition #24 from the Building Authority in the amount of $643.00.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

CANTRIL CIRCLE ROAD – ACCEPTED FOR COUNTY MAINTENANCE:
Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to recommend that Cantril Circle in Cantril Ranch for 391 feet be accepted for County road maintenance.  The road was inspected on November 17, 2008, and found to be in compliance with Elbert County Roadway Design Construction Standards for County maintained roads.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ACCEPTANCE OF CANTRIL CIRCLE FOR COUNTY

ROAD MAINTENANCE

LEGACY RIDGE STREET – ACCEPTED FOR COUNTY MAINTENANCE:

Kiowa Road & Bridge Foreman Rick Manyik came before the Board to recommend that Legacy Ridge Street in Wild Pointe Subdivision for 3,968 feet be accepted for County road maintenance.  The road was inspected on November 17, 2008, and found to be in compliance with Elbert County Roadway Design Construction Standards for County maintained roads.

Commissioner Metli made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

ACCEPTANCE OF LEGACY RIDGE STREET FOR

COUNTY ROAD MAINTENANCE

CARTER EASEMENT:

Simla Road & Bridge Foreman Tim Sheridan came before the Board to present the easement agreement between Elbert County and Lloyd Lane Carter, Debra A. Carter, Del Z. Carter and Ethel L. Carter, Revocable Trust.  County Road 117 runs through the Carter’s property and the County is realigning the road and the Carter’s would like to buy back the property from the County which is approximately 17 acres.  
Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Quit Claim Deed between the Carter Family and Elbert County.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Chairman sign the Agreement between Elbert County Board of Commissioners and Lloyd Lane Carter, Debra A. Carter, Del Z. Carter and Ethel L. Carter, Revocable Trust.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COLORADO WATER PLANS STUDY:
Craig Curl with Colorado Water Plans came before the Board to give a detailed analysis on the Elbert County Water Study project on the property owned by Elbert County and the status of associated water rights.
There were a total of 63 parcels in the west half of the County.  11 parcels were removed from the study as they were severed mineral rights and 4 of the 11 parcels are so small they are not sufficient to add to the study.  There are now a total of 52 parcels in the study and several are dedicated open space parcels that the water should be conveyed. 

The Board of Commissioners stated that they would like to see this phase of the study completed by the end of the year.

SOCIAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT:

Social Services Director Susan Walton came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Susan submitted payroll recaps and gave a budget update.

Susan discussed the TANF Funding for grant money to various agencies and that there is $75,000 in the fund at this time.  Susan would like to approve grants in no more than $25,000 to each agency that applies and if it is the same as last year there were three agencies. The Board agreed with the TANF funding projects.
MISCELLANEOUS:

Commissioner Metli made a motion that the Courthouse will be closed at noon on December 12, 2008, and notices will posted.  Commissioner Goetz seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

No further business coming before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 9:50 a.m., with the next scheduled meeting to commence at approximately 9:00 a.m., November 26, 2008.
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
