The Board of Commissioners convened at 9:00 a.m., and Chairperson Hope Goetz called the meeting to order.  The meeting began with a Prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept today’s Agenda as written.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to accept the Consent Agenda Items A through C for today’s meeting.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

COMMENTS BY ELECTED OFFICIALS & DEPARTMENT HEADS:

Road & Bridge Superintendent Ed Ehmann came before the Board to give an update on the County Road 17-21/106 paving project.

COMMENTS BY THE PUBLIC:

Charles Groesbeek, Director of the Economic Development Council came before the Board to discuss Project Longboard and procedures of cooperation with the Community & Development Services Department.
STAFF REPORTS:

Social Services Department:  Cathy Robinson came before the Board to give a monthly update and financial report of the Social Services Department. 
Cathy also reported that she has received a resignation from caseworker with the last day of employment being November 30th.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to replace a caseworker II & III for the Social Services Department.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Commissioner Schwab made a motion appoint Cathy Robinson as the permanent Social Services Director.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Cathy discussed the property lease agreement between Elbert County and Jim Digby for lease of office space in Simla for the Social Services Office.  Rent per month is $685.67 per month and the property owner pays utilities and maintenance.  The lease agreement is for two years.  Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve the Digby property lease agreement at 225 Pueblo Avenue, Simla, for the Social Services Department.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

NEW BUSINESS:

Winship Letter of Support:  Frogard Ryan came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners sign a letter of support for a GOCO grant for the Winship Project which is for easements on 6 different properties in Elbert, Lincoln and Cheyenne Counties.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to write a letter of support for the Winship Project.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Benefits Provider:  Office Manager Cherie Radeker came before the Board to request that the Board of Commissioners accept County Technical Services Inc., (CTSI) as Elbert County’s benefit provider for the year 2010.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to approve a resolution for Elbert County to be a Joinder in the County Health Pool with CTSI.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Commissioner Schwab made a motion to designate Cherie Radeker as the Official Representative for Elbert County to the County Health Pool.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Human Resources Department:  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to designate Donna Marten as the Employee Relations Assistant.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Fairgrounds:  Fairgrounds Manager Carol Vonfeldt came before the Board to discuss the following items:
Carol asked if the Board of Commissioners would consider opening the RV campground at the Fairgrounds year round.  In the past, it has been closed from November to April, but there have been requests for opening it year round.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to keep the Fairgrounds RV Campground open year round.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered. 

Carol proposed a public hearing for the consideration of an amended fee schedule for the Fairgrounds.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to advertise a public hearing for the Fairgrounds Amended Fee Schedule.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.

Hazard Mitigation Award Letter:  Cory Stark with the OEM Office came before the Board to discuss the Town of Elbert Drainage Study State Hazard Mitigation Program grant that was awarded in the amount of $22,000.00.  Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the grant award and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to move forward and sign the grant for the Town of Elbert Drainage Study.   Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Public Health Department & County Registrar MOU:  Public Health Director Mary Sue Liss came before the Board to discuss Senate Bill 08-194 now gives the Public Health Department the authority to oversee the vital statistics records, i.e., birth and death certificates and also allows the Public Health Department to delegate and appoint a County Registrar to perform those duties.  Mary Sue recommended that Mike Graeff be appointed through an independent contractor agreement for one year to perform those duties since Mr. Graeff has been doing this job in the past.  Attorney Mark Scheffel reviewed the Independent Contractor Agreement and found it appropriate for approval as to form.  Commissioner Schwab made a motion to sign the MOU/Independent Contractor Agreement appointing Mike Graeff as the County Registrar for vital statistic records with the Public Health Department overseeing this function.  Commissioner Shipper seconded the motion.  The roll having been called, the Chair declared the motion unanimously carried and so ordered.
Elbert County Enterprise Authority Presentation:  Richard Miller and Tyler Beebout came before the Board to give a presentation of the Elbert County Enterprise Authority.  The presentation included the opportunities that Elbert County is missing; green initiatives; commercial and agricultural assets; areas for growth, i.e., agricultural growth, energy industry growth, business growth, cultural growth along with discussion grant opportunities.
